Whenever England has an axe to grind she
starts in eager search for someone to turn the
grindstone. Up to a decade or 8o ago sha had
been generally successful, although her pro-
gress at timoes bad been somewhat hindered.
Then the axo wes Jald astde for a tinie untit a
new spring to develop niotive power was
found.

England has been a freebooting nation from
her earliest days, Her attempts on France
in the thirteenth and fourteenth centuries
were bootless, although ehe expended much
time and treasure--she had no one to turn the
axe. Bo she waited. ' Ircland was but nom-
inelly a province ; Scotland was & kingdom,
The discoveries made under tle auspices of
Spain and Holland turned England’s cupidity
in another direction, and in Queen Elizabeth’s
reign the buccancers Morgan and Drake free-
booted the Spanish Main, while Raleigh at-
tempted to colonize Virginin. Bui this was
private enterprise, and the backers turned the
erank with partially successful results,

During the Continental wars, from the
commencement of the Thirty Years’ War to
Napoleon's downfall at Waterloo, England
beld the nxe while the other nations turned
the wheel. Marlborough and Wellington
galned honor and credit and wealth ; Prince
Eugene and Blucher—wall, they are written
in history as *playing second fiddles"”—and
winning the victories, England’s share of the
expenses was principally contributed by the
native rulers of India, Without this contri-
bution England would have been in a hole,
and it was owing only to the amazing mode
ratich shown by Clive and Hastings in not
pocketing the entire Indian ' revenues,” that
Euglrnd is not laboring under the burden of
debt then contracted. .

The offer was declined
by this country on the ground that mediation
was unnecessary. . pain’s reason for declin-
ing bas never been made public, but it was
presumed to be that Spain was unwilling to
pay England’s price for her humanitarian
endeavor, It is natural to suppose that this
price was the cession of the town and heights
of Algecims on the west side of the bay of
that name, 'These helghts command the west
face of Gibraltar, and with modern heavy
artillery planted on them would soon render
the noted fortress untenable. KEngland, under
ireaty obligations, could not afford to take
this territory by force, unless she wished to
combat the rest of Europe, which ahe has not:
been in condition to do,

. Some five years ago a bubble labeled **An
offensive and defensive alliance of the Latin
nations” floated on the surface of European
politics. Where it originated no one seemed
to know, and it would have attracted little
attention had not some flighty Englishman
séen cause-for fear and advocated an alliance
of the English-speaking nations.- About a
year ago the suggestion, in a modifled form,
was ogain advanced. It is termed *The At-
antic Union,” and “seeks by mutual®enter-
taining to inake the personal domestie life and
ideas and points of view of each conntry
known to the other,” .

‘What direction the cléavage caused by this
entering wedge will take it is hard to discern.
That England has an axe to grind we may
reat assured, It may be that the iy con-
coaled hostility of the Continental powers re-
quires & sympathetic ally who will pat Bri-
tannia on the back and aid her with cash in
desperate financial straits. That an industrial
war {g about to commence, which will threat-
en Amerlcan and Epglish productions, is ap-
parent, and the matter promises to develop a
renlly serious aspect. - This will appear whon
the European States commence to combat
American competition with every available
weapon

This would be Englaud’s opportunity to
better her political and flnancinl conditions
and she would not be slow to avail herself of
it, resting on a quasié alliance with this coun-
try, though it be of a social forn, and the
United States, iu the words of Jones, of Bing-
bamton, “will pay the freight.”
