DREAMS AND CRIMES,

Thrilllng Murder Tales Recorded In
01d Lawbooks.

Law reports of the sixteenth and seven-
teenth centuries coutain numerous refer-
ences to pupernatural oceurrences in court
and on the geaffold. One of the mast re-
markable records of this kind is connect-
ed with a mmder trisl which took place
in Bngland early in the reign of the first
Chartes. Sir Johu -Maynard, oue of the
greatest lawyers, is the authority for the
supernaturnl events of the frinl, and in
his quaint preface to his notes be says he
“thought good 1o report the eovidence
which was given, wlich many did hear,
that the mewmory thercof might not be
fost by miscarrizge of papers or other-
wise,”

One Johan Norkett, o farmier’s wife,
hiad died, and ut the coroner's inquest evi-
dence was given proving that the wom-
an’s throat bad been cut from ear to ear.
At first the jury favored a verdiet of felo
de se, and the body was interred, but ru-
mors became general pointing to foul’
play, and the body was exhumed., Thir-
ty days after the death the jury assem-
bled before the body and four suspected
persons were brought in. The only evi-
dence agninst the prisoners was that they
slept in an adjoining room and that mo
one had pnssed that room; “therefore, it
she did not murder herselr, they must be
the murderers,”

What took place at the remarkable post
mortem inquiry may best be described in
the words of a witness at the subsequent
trial, who was described as “an ancient
and grave person, minister to the parish
where this murder was committed.” This
estimable gentleman gaid: “They (the
prisoners) did touch the dead body, where-
upon the brow of the dead, which was be-
fore a livid and carrion color, began to
have a dew or gentile sweat arise upon it,
which increased Ly degrees till the sweat
ran down in drops upon the face, the
brow turned and changed to a lively col-
or, and the dead opened one of her eyes
and shut it again, which she did three
severnl times, She lkewlse thrust out
the ring or marriage finger three times
and pulled it in again, and the finger
dropped blood on the floor.”

Naturally enough such remarkable evl-
dence as this was received with some sus-
picion by the court, although the witness,
to again quote Sir John Maynard, “was
a reverend person about 60 years of age,
as could be guessed. His testimony was
delivered gravely and temperately, but to
the great admiration of the auditory.'”
Ample confirmation of an obviously im-
partial - character was, however. forth-
coming, and the “admiration” turned to
horror, 'so much so that the prisoners
were convicted, and two of them suffered
denth at the hand of the common hang-
man. Neither of the - victims, one of
whom was an aged woman, could ever be
provulled upon to confess any complicity
in the crime. .

In 1761 an Irish murderer was convict-
ed largely upon drenm evidence. A Wa-
terford publican naomed. Rogers dreamed.
one night that e saw n man murder an-
other man on a green spot on the summit
of an adjoining mountain, He was able
next day to deseribe both men with per-
fect aceuracy, and did so to many. of his
friends. One of the men was exception-
ally strong, the gther weak and puny; but
it was the latter who in the vision com-:
mitted the murder. Rogers persuaded the
parish priest to accompany him to the
spot, which be found without difficulty,
but where there seemed to be no traces of
2 murder or a straggle; hence Rogers got
rather laughed at. Next day, however,
two men entered the public house, and
Mrs. Rogers at once recognized them
from her husband’s description of the
heroes in the vision, Much alarmed, she
fetched ‘her husband, who was also cer-
tain they wyre the two men,

‘When they rose to leave, Rogers begged
the one he expected to be murdered to re-
main, ‘but without' avall,' He nearly
fainted with fright after the men had gone
and finally persuaded a neighbor to ne-
company him to the green spot on the
hill,” where, sure enough, the tragedy of
the' dream had taken place in reality.
The murderer was tracked and caught,
and Rogers was the principal witness,.
His récital of his dream was so vivid that

WAYSIDE MUSINGS,

Aun Uswise Method ot Blocking Trade
—The Vertical Penmanship ¥Fad.

Hackettstown having declared itself, by
the action of its voters, a **no-license " town,
now fiuds itself in a curious predicament.
Along with the artificial drought comes {he
cloging of the botels, and a consequent Joss of
trade by this summary shutting-out of the
traveling public. Without good hotels the
amall cities and towns need not expect to add
raneh ta thelr Impartescs o growth, sud wo-
less the hotel-man adds the profits of the bar
to his business he cannot maintain what is
generally termed by the traveling public “a
good housa”—that is, an open house where
the rooms, beds and table service are far
above the equipment of the ordinary board-
ing-house, Therefore, the Hackettstown land-
lords have considered the alternative of con-
tinulng good public service at a financial loss,
or of conducting en ordinary boarding-house
business for the accommodation of their por-
manent boarders, and they have chosen the
latter course, with the hope that a turn for
the better will shortly be reached.

In the meantime what is the traveling pub-
lic to do? If a wisitor reaches that place,
on busiuess or otherwise, if he or she happen
to have personal friends there they will be
kindly cared for ; but the stranger has the
choice of three evils : to slesp in the police
station, roost on the telegraph poles, or walt
for the next train—generally choosmg the
latter course, providing he is not obliged to
waittoolong. Insuch a contingency he walks
to the next town, bedewing the memory of
the closed municipality with alternate curses
and tears.

But Hackettstown is not alone in its enjoy-
ment of the ideas effervescing in the brain of
atrait-laced humanity.  Some years ago the
village of Waverly, N. Y., on the line of the
Erfe Railway, was seized with a sporadic at-
tack of liquorphobia. ‘I'he village trustees
refused to grant Heenses and the five hotels
“ghut shop,” decliniog to pay fora tavern
license with the llquor clause eliminated. This
action put the temperance people on their
mettle, They threw open their gates to the
strangers knocking thereat, and lovingly en-
tertained them at reasonable rates. In a fort-
night's time the fare grew coarser and the
rates higher. Strangers complained of being
obliged to pay tribute to a continuous church
festival and avolded the village, The “dry
period * lasted five weeks, possibly six ; then
the trustees receded from thelr position,

Bome may ask, How s it that popular,
high-grade hotels in probibition States main-
tain themsblves without bar supporti The
answer is, They don't. In prohibition Maine
liguor is openly sold over the bar and wine
cards are furnished in the dining-rcom. A

petty fine every few weeka condones the of-
fence. In prohibition New Hampsbire every
town has incorporated In its code of ordin-
ances the rule, * All ‘barrooms and saloons
must be cloged promptly at 11 o'clock every
vight"—which, on the face of professions,
seems an unnecessary feature, In prohibition
Vermont, from Braitleboro to Burlington,
from Bennington to8t. Albaus, in aristocratio
Brandon and in sedate Montpslier, * hotel
hospitality ** prevails and is appreciated. In
prohibition Kansas~well if prohibition had
existed in Kansas, perhaps Mrs. Carrie Na-
tion would never have rprung from obscurity,

After having given a thorough trial to the
vertical system of penmanship in the public
schools of New York city the authoritles have
decided tbhat it 18 not as well adapted to the
needs of the pupils as the slanting system and
have concluded to teach the. pupils a hand
that {s a compromise between the verticaland
the Spencerian. Which means that tho com-
promise will soon be dropped and that the
pupils will go back to the ‘‘ pothooks and
hengers”- that their fathers were taught.
