A Conctse Statenient of Army History
in the Early Rebeliton Days,

As the name of Fitz-John Forter, lately de-
ceased, has furnisbsd a fruliful theme to
Journalistic endeavor, and as he had for some
time been passing bis aging years in Morris-
town, something more than a passing, mean-
fngless tribute shou'd be paid to the dead sol-
dier und gentleman who, for twenty-four
years, had staggered urder a load of ob]oquy
83 rldiculous as it was undeserved, 'Like
wolves they howled on the old soldier’s trnil
until reason (for a wonder) resumed its sway
in governmental circles, and he was reinstated
to his original rank as a Colonel and Brovet-
Brigadier General in the United States Army.

Fitz-Jobn Porter was born in Portamouth,
N. H. (vide “Army Regiater,” 1802), on June
13, 1828, and was graduated from the West
Polnt Military Academy in the class of 1845,
On the completion of his academic courss he
was, under the rule governing the ncademy
in those days, appointed a brevét second lleu-
tenant of iufentry, His percentage rating,
although high, was overridden by eleven
others; the rule belng that the first three
should be assigued to the Topographical Engi-
neers, the next three to the Lugineers, the
nexy thired to the artillery and the next three
tothe cavalry.
