The clmrge that the trouble babvrwn Gene-
rals Pope and Porter was the outcome of BO-
cailod jealousy betweou tbo regulars and vol-
unteer officers having been disproved, some
t l n o f * mitsti bo found Gonorfll Pope, In

his letter resigning the command of the Army
of Northern Virginia, distinctly stated that
tha "officers who had served under McClel-
lan were Inimical to him," referring, of
course, to the general officers, most of whom
were West Pointers. Consequently wo must
go further l>ouk for reasonable cause.

Tho West Point Military Acaebmy waa
established in 1794 by act of Congress, tho
site being known as Fort Putnam in Revolu-
tionary days, but it was not until 1617 before
it got fairly into working order. The after-
math of tho Revolution and the War of 1612
for a time interfered materially with carrying
out the plan In its entirety. Since 1817, (how-
ever, the Academy has shown a steady
growtb, limited only by Congressional re-
striction. The rule regarding appointments,
i.e., one from each Congressional District,
ouil four at large appointed by the president,
prevailed then as now. Wealth without
brains stood no show. The Southern cadets
were usually from opulent families; those
from tlie North, in part, had had to struggle
ogainat odds to gain the preliminary educa-
tion required for admission. But from the
day of his entrance each cadet, rich or poor,
was presumed to conduct hinuelf as a gentle-
man.

Among the prominent offenders were
Cadets McArthur and Sueridan, They had
been "through the mill," and BO had their
fathers before them. _ Tbey abided by the old
traditions and are now undergoing the put
Idhment.

In what year "Benny" HavenB received

There was one absentee, however, who
was not found there; in fact, be accounted
for his absence in proper form. ~ Pope insisted
tbat he.bad been with tho other absentees,
but had escaped; the delinquents certified
to the contrary. Pope was told that he evi-
dently was mistaken, but he insisted that he
was right and virtually said tho delinquent
cadets bad lied to save tlie other .cadet from
punishment. ' . ' '.
