The fifth animal banquet oC the Literary
and Alumni Association of the Dover High
School mm htilil In (!i« Mnmlon ffnii'n nn
Friday evening of last week, and regarding
it In the light of nu ovunt of sociability and
pnjoyirmnt It rortnlnly (^corded ft-; prcilr-rn;,
sora. About one hundred members and guests
had been invited, but uot more than three-
Ilftlw of that number wore present at tlio
Buppor. With those present, however, the
sweltering keatseomod to have no depressing
effect—in fact, lassitude would have been
strangely out of place iu Ibut joyous gatuer-
ing.

A company of perhaps sixty met at Elite
Hall, on Warren street, at 0:.'!() o'clock, and
went in a body to tho Mansion Houso.

For ttie post few yeare, during tho weeks
beforeand after Independence day, something
li!rf» two hundred d»uth« from tetimnw, "»'
lockjaw m It is commonly termed, have oc-
curred annually, cuuBod by tho accidental
•llix'hltryui u[ lu'y piululw uud firfurtiukoi". Iu
1850 iu und around New York there were, by
my count, 88 deaths in July from this cause
alone, and last year 101. In Chicago last
year tliuro wure 21) deaths. These figures do
not include tlio list of killed and wounded
from otlier causes incident to the noisy cele-
bration of the Fourth. Up to Sunday morn-
ing the deaths occurring from this cause num-
ber three.

If the mortality reports due to lockjaw
and kindred effects arising from celebrating
tho nation's birthday keep annually increas-
ing they will BOOH vie with those furnished on
July 4, 1803, at WettyHburgh and Vicksburg.
Ignoruneo, carelessness and recklessness are
the cauHtt of these accidents, ana when a lad
of fivo or six years is given a toy pistol the
trouble is woefully aggravated. Fourth of
July is a great institution, but at times it
goes to extremes It is a singular fact that
ex-President John Adams, he who advocated
commemorating the day with Bporta and all
other Imaginable rackets, died July 4,1820,
and on the same day Thomas Jefters?u, an-
ofclier ex-Prcsldoiit, also passed away.

ICcouo, ono of wy best friends bears your
uame, Mr. Foxball Keeue, Does he happen
to be related to you J" " He's only my son,"
responded tho financier, Turning to a friend
he said, "Such U fame" I believe it was
Mr. Shirk, au Eatansvrill editor mentioned
in "Pickwick Papers," who mada a similar
remark when bo found himself a score of
miles from home alone and unnoticed.

Horel3a story regarding EicbardCroker,
which muy bo tcthou cum grano sails: It la
said that he will not receive visitors from
New York to his home In Wantage unless
specially invited. Recently Rieliard Crokor,
jr., went to Moat House without being asked
to call, aud the elder Richard ordered him to
London to stay until he was bidden.

Willlnm B. Parsons, chief engineer of the
Rapid Transit Commission, bos an unique
notice to " bickers " ami idlers fastened over
Uia office door at 320 Broadway, New York.
It is a skull and crossboues rigged pirate fash-
ion, with this notice: " Warning : To those
who complain this Is the result."

Bishop Potter tells this on himself : " Some
years ago, when I was traveling hi Minneso-
ta, a mau approached m& and said : ' Excuse
Die, but haven't I seen your picture in tho
papers V I told him that It was quite proba-
ble, * I thought so..

President McKinley lias received many
congratulations on tbe inauguration of civil
government in the Philippines, but it in
probable that none of them has been more
appreciated than that personally txtonded by
Prof. Jacob Bcburuian, President of Cornell
University, who was at tho hoad of the first
Philippine ComnilBsion, and who knows thu
Filipinos as well as any mac in this country.
Prof. Bcnurnmu tbiuka that the civil gov-
ernment will work smoothly in tbe provinces
over which it is to be established now, but
doubts if it can be safely extended to tlia
more uncivilised sections of the Islands for a
long time to coino,

Tbta is Uncle Sam's business New Year's
day. The fiscal year just closed has been
prosperous with the government as well as
with the people, and although expenditures
nave been large, teere was a surplus in round
figurea of $70,000,000.
Nothing that bos occurred for some time has

attracted more attention In Washington than
tbe address ot Hon. Hilary A. Ilerhert, who
WBB a Democratic Congressman previous to
being Cleveland's Secretary of the Navy,
before the State Bar Aesociatlouof Alabama,
taking the ground that a new departure in
politics is necQ33ttry to the welfare of the
South, aud strongly endorsing ttie Republi-
can policy of expansion and the Supremo
Court's decision upholding the eamo. This nd-

JS proves tliut the claim that the business
Interests ot the South believe iu many of the
cardinal priaolpies of tbo Republican party
and stand ready to cast their Influence in
favor of the continuation and perpetuation
of those principles 1B based upon hard plain
facts, and that in denying it, tho Democratic
leaders of the South have either wilfully
misstated facts, or have bsen densely ignor-
ant of existing seutunent among those they
claim to represent.

Secretary Wilson is very proud of the suc-
cess of tbe Department of Agriculture la
Improving tbe quality of American tobacco,
and predicts that in a year or two we will
grow all the tobacco used by UP except a
small quantity of line cigar Uller which can-
not be grown outaide of the tropics, and that
our exports of tobacco will eoutlnua to in-

•ease right along.
There is one excellent reason why neither

President McKinley nor Secretary Root will
be likely to favor the adoption of the recom-
mendation of Gen. Bliloa to order one-lmlf of
tbe small force of about 5,000 soldiers wo
now have in Cuba home at ones. We are re-
sponsible for the preservation of law and
order in Cuba, and it would ba taking un
necessary chances to reduce our forces until
after tbB exciting campaign the Cubans are
likely to bave for the election of the officials
af thair republic is over. It would be a temp-
tation to the disorderly clement to resort to
methods in attempting to carry their plans
through that they will nob notv dare to uao.
Those who are best acquainted with tho situ-
ation iu Cuba believe it would be very un-
wise to withdraw nny more troops until after
thB Cuban government is op its foot, so to
speak. The first consideration of Proslduut
McKmley and Secretary Root is to see that
the Cuban Government is properly estab-
lished, and that it shall bo of the stable, not
the mushroom sort It is natural enough
that the oIBcera and men on duty la Cuba.
Bhould desire to return homo and that tboy
should utilize all their influence to get
ordered back, but there is something much
more important to be considered In the mat-
ter than the desire of our soldiers.

Senator Scott, of West Virginia, denies iu
tho moat positive manner that ho wrote any
letter, for himself or Cor the Republican
National Coramittoe, to General Sickles or to
anyone else,- promising that President Me-
Kinley would appoint another Comtnissionor
of Pensions after his second inauguration,
because neither he nor tbe committee had any
authority from the President to make any
such promise. He added that that he might
have expressed tha personal opinion, which
was at the time bold by him, that Commis-
sioner Evans would not remain at the head
of the Pension Bureau. His letter to Geueral
Siokles bears out tho latter claim. Itisnoc
expected that President AIcKiuley will do
anything in this matter for a time.

President Molvinley and tba entiro Cabinet
endorsed the project of Secretary Hitchcock
to organize a forestry bureau iu the Depart-
ment of the Interior, to carry out an exten-
sive system of reforestation nloug Hues simi-
lar to those which have been succosufully fol-
OWBO In Oermany, and Secretary Hitchcock

will at once start the work, which he believes
result in restoring in a few years tuo

rapidly disappearing forests of tbe country.
