WAYSIDE MUSINGH.

Tbe numorlBts of For ty and Fifty
Years Aco-AUo a Noted Actress .

Last week In speaking of the death of Rob-
ert H. Newell ("Orpheus C. Kerr") I failed
to mention that he was a prolific writer, al-
beit hta writtugs were of a transitory nature.
Among his best known productions are " Pal-
ace Beautiful, and Other Poems ;" " The
Mystery of Mr. E, Drood," an Amoriran
adaptation of Dlckens's unfinished ntory,
" Myetory of Edwin Drood ;" "The Walking
Doll," "AveryGilben," " Cloven Foot," and

Versatilities" Among his poems " The
iBh Seutinel's Lament," abounding ID meta

phor of tbs Sir Boyle Roche typp, will bi
longest remembered. It is a parody on Mrs
Bl&ckwell's " Tbe Irish Emigrant's Lament/
and commences:

" I'm Ehtondin' la the mud, Biddy,
Wid not a ehpalpeen near,

And silence, spacheless as the grave,
IB the only sound I hear." ,

I tbtnk tbat Mr. Newell ventured but once
only on the matrimonial sea. He was fickle
In bis loves, and he expected them to be of a
high order of excellence—a standard which
be forgot to attaia, Ada Fuertes was born
near New Orleans in 1835, and her sister Jo-

o a year or two later. Her parents
were native Cubans, and it bos been stated
that they were of Spanish Jew Btock, Be
this as it may, the girls were brought up in
tbe Catholic faitli. When Beven years old ahe
became noted in New Orleans as a dancer,
and her stage talent on this and other lines
was sedulously cultivated. Bhe WOB about
seventeen years old when she with her sister
Josephine went to Havana, where she became
known as the " Queen of the Plaza."
turning, she traveled through Mexico and
Texas, and in 1855 retired from the stage, de-
voting herself to poetry, which resulted in the
publication of "Memories," her pen name
being "Indigene,"

During her travels she met with Alexander
Isaacs Menken, and in 1850 they were married
in HouBtou, Texas, sho having renounced the
Romish faith and embraced that of her hus-
band, In which faith she died. In compliance
with Hebraic ruling she changed the form of
her christened name to Adah and adopted the
name of Isaacs, the adop'ion ceremonies fin-
ishing with tbe " bath of purification." Two
years afterward Bhe obtained a divorce from
Menken at Nashville, Tenn , and come North,
returning to the stage for a livelihood, re-
taining her married name. In 1658 John C,
Heenan, the "Bouicia Boy," and John Mor-
rissey bad their noted prize fight Tho refined,
high-spirited actress became enamored of the
defeated "slugger," Heenan, and married
him early In 1859. In 1861 ihe secured in Ind-
iana a divorce from him, and then married
Mr, Newell, obtaining her third divorce, on
statutory grounds, in 16G5. At that time sha
was undoubtedly the most beautiful woman
on the stage—almost perfect of form and feat-
ure. She Is best remembered by theater-go-
ers of the middle '60s for her personation of
the hero in the dramatisation of " Mazeppa.'
The name of tbe thea'er in New York where
the play was performed I have forgotten, but
t was on the west Bide of Broadway, near

Grand street. The theater was crowded
nightly, the actress proving a huge winning
card. In 1806 she was married to her fourth
husband, James Barclay, of Hew York, and
then bode farewell to the stage, on which her
career hod been eminently successful. In
1807 Bhe wrote another book of poems. Her
death occurred in Paris on August 10,1606.
Her tombstone in Fore la Chaise bears the In-
scription, "ThouKnotrest," Her sister Jo-
sephiua died many years ago of consumption.

George Hora-
tio Derby, born in Dedham, Mass., April S,
1823, was graduated from the West Point
Academy with the class of '40, and according

'ice. Tbo cuts bad been scattered hlggledy-
riggledy \ some of the vessels were Bailing
xittom up, others on their aides. The picture
of tho "retired clergyman, whose sands of
ife have nearly run out," did duty as Wel-
ington, and bis army was partly composed
if estray negroes.

" I know nothing of Maclay's intemperate
abuse of Admiral Schtey, and It Is absurd to
say that I would endorse his language when
he calls Admiral Schley a coward. Admiral
Bcbley Is no coward. No one in tbe service
who knows him bos ever for a moment
doubted his bravery or his gallantry in ac-
tion."

Of the publication alleging the Iwivy De-
partment to be opposed to a Congressional

" It Is unjust to the Department to eay tbat

it will oppose any investigation of Admiral
Schley's conduct in the West Indian cam-
paign.

William Vaughn, chairman of the Alabama
Republican State Committee, who is now in
Washington on business, Bald :

One of
the Democratic members of Congress has in-
vestigated and found that the negroes in the
' bltck belt1 pay 14,000 poll taxes where the
whites only pay 6,000. To be sure, tbe ne-
groes are largely In the majority there, but
the Democrat* are not certain tbab tba poll
tax provision will give them any great aid in
suppressing the negro vote. The convention
will probably be in session until Christmas
before it straightens out all the tangle."

That convention ought to furnish Mr. Bryan
tth matter for a little serious reflection, be-

cause, if it be true, it means that be has been
deposed as the Democratic leader.
