the controversy which has been deeply re-
gretted, as it is quite certain that whatever
opinfon mey berendered, or recommendations
made, by a court composed of Adwiral Dewey
and Rear Admirals Kimberly and Banhnm,
will be accepted and endorsed by the Ameri-
caun people . The choles of Captain Lemly,
who bes been Judge Advocaté General of
the Navy for more than nine years, for
Judge Advocate of the Court, was quite as
happy as that of the members of the court
proper. Hois eminently well qualified for
the position, not only by his expert know-
ledge, but by s record of fairness toward
everybody. Nothing but evidence will cub
any figure before that court, which is as it
should be, Al honor to Becretary Long for
having chosen the court as toshut out pre-
judice and open the way for the unbiased
truth.
