Tribute to a Departed Comrudo-Old

Recollections.

Tbe Friends' meeting house at MI 11 brook,
often called tbe Quaker Church, wbicb
was built In 17f>8, hat? within a few years
been repaired and tbe yard inclosed with a
uibataiitlal stoue wall on three nidus uud au
iron fence to (root. I remember when a boy
of frequently going to meeting there on Bab-
batb mornings with my father. At that
;[me tbe yard was open ID front and on tbe
west side stood a large horse Bhed, under
which the friends drove their horses to
protect them from the aim and storm
Among tbe men and women who comprised
the congregation I remember the faces of
Richard and Rachel Brothertoa, Joseph and
Elrua Moore, Elijah and Rebecca Brotherton,
Joseph Saramis, Abratn Van Doron and
David Tuttle, while among frpqutmt attend-
ants were Daniel, Henry and Solomon Dal-
7mpie; Jacob, RImon aud Johnson Bearing;
John, William and Samuel Mott, and others,
Among the younger generation I recall as
active,supporters of that church, El wood and
Rachel "Vail and James and Lydta Brother-
ton, and among Its frequent visitors were
Benjamin and Joseph Price, I have often
thought I would like to see tbe old church re-
opened and attend another service conducted
there by tbe society of FrleodB, for I have
•ever forgotten tbe Bolemn services I attend-
ed there In my youthful days. My recollec-
tions of that historic place were recently re-
vived by a letter I received from Joseph M.
Price, now living at Shrewsbury, Momnouth
county. He Inquired about one of hiB Qua-
ker friends and also enclosed tbe following
poem composed about bis brother Ben, which
be recently came across and copied from a
book on " Sociology or Land Reform," writ
ten by Lewis Masquenir:

IN HEMOMAM,
To tbe memory of Captain Eenjatniu Price,

who rushed ahead of bin company at Wap-
plng Heights, Va., and waa killed by a ebarp-
ehooter July 23,1S03.

With saddened hearts his old free homes lead
friends

Deplore his country's and his mother's loss.
Struck down in tnanhood'a prime by rebel

fiends,
Alas I bow dear must freedom ever coat.

Hfa brave war-worn companion's tearful eyea
Tell that bis genial manners won every

heart;
Tell that he never Buffered wrath to rise,

And make a brother aoldier'a bosom start.

He was one of the honest few who kenned
That only homestead's guaranteed can win

ThB right of life and labor and defend
Mankind from pauperizing,, crime and sin.

Rest, dear departed Bent thy short life ends,
Bat victories Bet free the rebels' Blave,

While wild wood trees stand 'round as mourn-
ing friends,

And Bhed morn's dewdrops on thy lonely
grave,

At tbe outbreak of the civil war Benjamin
Price waa touching schcolta Mtllbroob, and,
when Fort Sumter was fired upon, realizing
that trained soldiers would noon be needed at
the front, he utilized tbe military training
which he had received ID previous years as a
militia officer by assembling the older boys
of his achooj upon tbe green in front of the
Quafaer Meeting Bouse aud there, with the
martial music of a bass drum, instructing
them in military exercius. Out of a popula-
tion of 33 men capable of bearing arms Mill-
brook sent 80 to the war In various regiments,
andof those boys who drilled upon the green
Bergt. Augustus Tucker Bleeps quietly. In Ten-

see ; Corp. Hudson Gillen at PhilHpsburg,
N. J.; Privates David Searing in Michigan ;
Daniel Tuttle at MHlbrook; John Powers In
South Carolina, tbe birthplace of secession,
and Alonzo Freeman beneath the green turf
on the battle field of Antletam.

Realizing that hta country needed him, the
patriotic teacher, at tha age of forty-one
years, closed hiB school, bade his puptls good-
bye and went to the front on June 21,1861,
as Captain of Co. D, lat Excelsior, or 70th
New York Regiment, which formed a part of
General Daniel Sickles1 Brigade. He waB
wounded in the battle of WllUamsburg, May
5,1862, and taken prisoner at the same time;
was exchanged about September 1, rejoined
his company, and after the battle of Gettys
burg was acting-major of hla regiment.

At tbe battle of Wapplng Heights, Va.,
July 33,1839, be waa riding his horse, bravely
leading hia men In the charge up thB bill when
a rebel bullet struck him In the neck jUBt
above bis collar, severing one of the main
arteries, from which wound, despite all
efforts to save him, he soou bled to death.
The next mornlng'Sergeanta McFarland and
Crook, George Bwickland and John "W.
Romine, of bis company, were detailed to
carry the captain's body from tbe battlefield
back about one mile to a grist mill, where,
tearing up aoma of the flooring, they made a
rough coffin, in which they tenderly laid their
dead captain's body and, after as Impreeaive

funeral service aa they could hold without
a chaplain, they quietly laid him to rest be

itb tbe Bbade of an apple tree, where every
year on Memorial day Its sweet blossomi
deck the grave ot this gallant soldier, who
gave his life for bis country, A board with

name and the naraeB of his company
and regiment was placed at tha head of tho
grave and since the war friends of the dead
loldier have caused a neat iron fence to be
erected around the green mound which cov-
ers his remalDB. I t was often ray privilege,
while la various camps, to Bpend Sundays
with Captain Price and talk with him about
the old school days and absent Meads, and
while marching into the battle which coat
him his life 2 bad a few tnlnutee* conversation
with this brave officer, who was formerly my
teacher, and whose memory I, with mauy
others, have cherished as that of aa haaost,
upright man and brave soldier.
