A geulluiiiea of Dover, active In commer-
cial pursuits, but popularly recognized as a
scholar, has In his possession a unique und
valuable collection of birth, marriage and
death notices, being a compilation of such
notices as appeared in tho Palladium of
Liberty, published at Morristown by Jacob
Maun during tho early years of last century,
and from the Morris County Whitf, successor
to tbe Palladium of Liberty, published and
edited by John K. Eyres. The first issue of
the Whig was dated Juno 4, 1684.

Tbe record, now In manuscript, as a part of
the vital statistics pertaining to Morris
county for tbe period between 1800 and 1830,
Is nut without importance.

This remind* the writer of a gentleman in
a Western State who ten years ago was
elected clerk for the townahip in which he
resided. Taking a keen interest in the affairs
of tbe community, and being especially in-
terested in local h i-tory, and gifted with brood
observing powers, he recorded tho local hap-
penings of the township in a manner that
soon attracted attention to the importance of
his work. Births, marriages and deaths were
not only noted; tires, accidents, festivals,
nocialB, thefts, removals, veudues, property
transfers and everything of human interest
was taken into account. Over fifteen hundred
pages of foolscap was used to record events
of the first year, and hardly an incident
worthy of passing notice was omitted.

The United States Government declines to
get excited over the latest peanut revolution
In Central America, notwithstanding the
hyBterla of certain gentlemen who have busi-
ness interests over there. We have a treaty
with Colombia by which the neutrality of
the Panama railroad is guaranteed, and if
Colombia cannot enforce that treaty this
government will do so with its naval forces,
as it bos done before. Tbe gunboat Machiaa
has been ordered to proceed to Colon, the
eaHtorn terminus of tbe Panama railroad,
and it is believed that no stronger force will
be needed to protect American interests on
the IfitbmuB, but as a precautionary measure
the cruiser Ranger, now on tbe Pacific coast,

been ordered gotten in readiness BO she
can be sent to the Pacific aide of tbe isthmus
Bhould it be thought necessary. This govern-
ment has nothing to do with tbe war between
Colombia and Venezuela, which seems to
have grown out of tbe revolution against tbe
Government of Colombia, and will not Inter-
fere in aby way unless it becomes necessary
for the protection of American interests.
Tbat la the whole story In a nutshell, which
bas started all of tbe yellow journals to
yawping and predicting that we are about
to become involved In an European war on
account of tbe little rumpus on the isthmus.

Hon. William E Chandler's protest to the
Navy Department againBt the personal attack
made upon him and his administration of the
Navy Department by Bear Admiral Robley
D. Evans, In bis recently published book, re-
sulted in the writing and publication of a
letter of censure to Evans by Acting Secre-
tary Hackett* Evans was doubtless glad to
get out of the scrape so easily, but It is under.

It is needless to say to those who
are acquainted with the principles under
which our government ia run, that the United
States Treasury la not* and cannot act as a
trustee for private individuals: consequently
it holds no private funds In trust, but the
ignorant; and even some Intelligent persona
persons in our own country do not know this,
as often as it has been Btated In connection
with this sort of thing, and naturally a story
of this Bort in readily accepted by the credu-
IOUH in other countries, often to their cost.

Under a decision of the Comptroller of the
Treasury, Secretary Wilson can use In his
discretion, an appropriation of (30,000 in the
agricultural bill for the current fiscal year,
to iny what will in effect bean export bounty
on American fruits, in his efforts to build up
a foreign market for oar fruits. The money
will be carefully spent on a plan that Is yet
to be perfected, and will, It is believed, dem-
onstrate that a large and profitable export
trade In American fruits can be built up with
a little intelligent effort
