Louis L, Trlbm, coneultinK engineer in tho
uiuLLoi- ol tho proposed i'ort Dram water
supply, has rendered his report to the Port
Oram WatarCommittoe, by which committee
It was en Monday night lubmitted to the
Borough Counoil.

After stating that the elevation desirable
for reservoirs i& 840 feet, and considering
that It would not be wise to establish works
Incapable of supplying at least 4,000 persons
(tbe present population of the borough Is
given at 9,000), he makes the following sug-
gestion 1 -

To iaetall one pump of 1,000,000 gallons'
capacity ; and one of 600,000 gallons, with
foundations, connections, Gto., to permit of
later substitution of a second 1,000,000 gallon
engine, thus providing for ordinary service,
for special Ore service, and for future en-
largement."

After discussing tbe probabilities of rev-
enue from consumers, eliminating the Wbar*
ton f uroacft plant from biB estimate, he gives
tha assessed valuation of the borough as
being f SIM ,000, and thinks there would be so
trouble in floating a bond Issue of $40,000 or
(50,000, or whatever sum may be necessary,
at par, with 8>< per cent, interest; t ie inter-
est to be Included in the tax lev;, and cred-
ited as an annual hydrant rental—a true
earning of tbe water plant.

To avoid waste of water, he advocates the
adoption of the meter scheme, so that the
conuimer who chooses to waste water Bhall
pay for it himself.

He- nexb considers the aourow of supply,
the first being the Eocksway River, but at-
taohing to this are the consequential damage
suits, whloh virtually put tula source out of
•the question.

The next is the Fort Oram adit. But the
owners of the mining properties want tbe
rater themselves. Bo fctali source of supply
Is blocked.

Stephen's brook Is a feeler to thellorriB
Canal, and expensive litigation would proba-
bly ehsuo if the borough were to avail Itself
of i t . '

The Broadway spring, now being uaed by
Mr. Oram, is inadequate, its capacity being
89,000 gallon*! a day, whereas 400,000 gallon*
should be provided for.

Uorris sprlog - brook, depending- princl
pally upon' Broadway spring (above men-
tioned) for its chief source ol Bopplr, would
furnish a small and uncertain flow.

The Bbtb, seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth
possible sources all have the objections above
stated.

The flats north of Sploertown seem to indi-
cate a likely location for an abundant supply
from driven wells.

Tho twelfth proposition' eovera the low* land
near the crossing vl the Rockaway Hlver by
tbe Laolfawanna, It lying • on the natural
drainage lines of tbe Rockaway River, and
also being near tin borough, and conven-
iently situated near the railroad to secure
fiupplies far a pumping ttatlon.

Mr. Tribal teems favorably inclined toward

The writer had the good fortune to ma
the acquaintance of a gentleman connocted
vith a reputable pablishing house of New
York city, who not long since made a sys-
tematic and thorough canvass of laorrlB
county in tbe Interest of a publication of
general interest. As a solicitor of wide ex-
perience and deep buman inBlgbt, combining
versatility of attainments with gentlemanly
and scholarly deportment, his effort in his
clioaen field of endeavor was an unparalleled
success.

Nothing singular about that.
This aa a prelude to information that may

not be entirely devoid of Interest.
The gentleman's early training was had on

a country newspaper and the methods culti-
vated for the getting of "news" and subscrib-
ers as a part of stock in trade at that time
have been prufltably incorporated into a sys-
tem of information-getting that Is of decided
value to several Interests.

HIB particular diversion is gathering newB
paper, magailne and book circulation in so
far a& personal contact with a community
affordB the opportunities.

A system of tabulation givee him precise
information on anumber of interesting facts.

For instance, tbe popularity of oertain lit-
oretnre ; (he magazine moat popularly sub-
scribed to j tbe leading county paper and tbe
most generally road metropolitan newspaper,
from which he deduct! certain facts ani
reaches certain conclusions.

A point of Interest revealed by this gentle-
man is, tbat the character of the literature
tbat prudomioated is a sure criterion to the
intolleotuat attainments of a community.
HIB conclusions, after long observation, was,
that the newspaper or magaclne with tbe
largest circulation was not of tbe most value
to tbe advertiser,. Tbe newspaper, like the
doctor, lawyer and other profession has its
olisntde. The doctor with the largest prac-
tlra did not always Have the bast paying cus-
tomers ; nor tbe lawyer with the promiscuous
allthtela the best income. This means that
tbi readers were on a plane with, and con-
formed in thought and conduct to the com-
plexion of the publication. While I have not
the returns of this gentleman as to the circu-
lation observation of Morris county, it may
be gratifying to know that the IRON EBA,
wblle not credited with tbe largest circula-
tion in" Morris county, or outside of, it for
that matter, heads the list of county publica-
tions in the way of respectful and intellectual
indorsement.

The peculiar milady prevailing among
hones that is causing owners considerable
annoyance, if not actual Ion, recalls the epi-
demic of horse distemper of 1873, which not
a few Doverita will remember with distinct-
ness.
