He had visited the noted places ot Europe
the Catskill Mountains ; tbe great cataract
and gorge ot Hiagara : tbe Brand canyon of
Colorado, and numernun other nnfcura!

Burely, said I to myself* some
great convulsion of'nature—some mighty
war of tho enraged -elements—must have
rent the ancient mountain in twain, and
produced this wonderful picture ; and yet,
though it bears tbe unmistakable marks of
tbe great avenger's hand, how serene and
beautiful 1 And yet again I thought that,
perhaps, it might have been the work of the
old giantB—flome of those ancient titans wbo
used to burl rocks at one another the same as
bojBplay with enow balls. But then •gain,
when I gazed upon the huge and unwieldy
blpckB.pf solid granite,' squared us by a
mason's hand, of thousand tons weight and
upwards, that lie scattered in wild profusion
along the western shores, I came to the final

in the contention for the passesatan of the
"America^ Gup" will, wind and weather
permitting, be sailed. This series will be the
eleventh of the battles royal for this fifty-

ear-old, antiquated piece of silver, tbe in-
trlnBla value of which 1B lees than a hundred
dollars, but which has cost several milllonB in
tbe several contests for possession.

The history of the noted, race which even-
tuated In the acquisition of this world-famed
trophy by the schooner yacbt America has
been written—and well written—by both
American and English writers on nautical
matters, and is contained In standard works
on yachting. Fairly straight but synopsized
stories can be found in the various enoyelo-
poodiaa ; but tbeae works are costly and not
readily obtained by the average reader. The
writer of this article has had exceptional
chances for getting the actual bietory of the
various races, as well as the history of the
New York Yacht Club, which has formed the
moat conspicuous figure in the first winning
and the consequent holding of this " bone of
contention."

Tbe first race for the trophy was sailed fifty
years ago last Tuesday week—August 22—and
many of the facts bave been so distorted by
slap-dash writers of the dally press of to-day
that tbft̂  bear little semblance of what
actually occurred. Pride in one's country's
achievements is all very good, but it should
not be allowed to override the truth ; when it
does, patriotism becomes a dangerous factor
ID more ways than one. It actually took
forty-five years to force into tbe public mind
that the tropby won by the America was not
the " Queen's Cup," but an entirely different
one—a matter that will be explained later on,

Perhaps some little history of yachting,
which has led up to tbe present contest, may
not come amles. Yacht clubs in Great Brit-
ain date back to 1720, tbe first one of which
note seems to have been made being the Coi k
Harbour Water Club, tbe predecessor, under
several titles, of the Royal Ulster Yacht Club,
tbe present challenger. Under the conditions
of the present deed of gift all challenges must
proceed from a duly organized and chartered
yacht club, the cup to be preserved aft a per-
petual challenger tropby. [For this rpason

lB cup is kept looked up In Tiffany's fireproof
Bare.] Therefore, while Sir Thomas Upton
furnishes tbe money,, tbe challenge, in this
case specifying tbe Shamrock IL aa the con*
testant, proceeds from the Royal tTUter Yacht
Club. i,;. ; .

For thn next eighty or ninety yean yacht-
ing appears to have been caught in tbe"do!
drums/' as there were very few yachts of
any size, say thirty-live tons—approximating
under the then existing custom regulations
to about one-third of theeiaao! the Columbia
or CoKtiituiion. Of course, these old-time

hookers" were uncouth of form and slow In
speed, making; with a fair wind about four
miles an hour Tba yuchfaj of to-day, under
the same conditions, will make from ten to
fourteen kuots an hour. In 1810, however,
tbe yachting spirit was thoroughly aroused,
and two years later tbe Royal Yacht Squad-
ron was established by fifty yacht owners,
with a clubhouse on the Isle of Wight. Bight
years later tbe title was changed to Royal
Yacht'Club, which it held to for fifteen or
seventeen years, and then resumed Ita original
titled It was this club that offered the tropby
uow officially knowo as the "Am&rica'fl Cup."

Yachting throve auace. In 1823 the Royal
Thames Taohfc Club was established ; in 1824
the Royal Northern Yacht Club, at Clyde ;
in 1827 the Royal Western Yaoht Club, at
Portsmouth ; in 1844 tbe Royal Mersey Yacht
Club, at Liverpool, and In 1845 the Royal
Victoria,

Yachts also were increasing In size, from
the Arrow, built in 1823, of 02 feet keel and
85 tons, to the bark-rigged Brilliant, of 1845,
of 493 tons—larger than apy raolng schooner
Beat from New York to England during the
'505. l a accordance with the then prevailing
shipbuilding style, all boate were built on the

cod-bead and mackerel-tail" plan—bluff-
bowed with a lean afterbody—and It was not

itil the late f40s that the wave line theory
was adopted, and it is the ramifications of
this theory that Is testing the akill of the
naval designers of to-day.

I havo already mentioned the yacht Arrow,
This boat was built in 1823, and was originally
61 feet 0J£ Inches on tbe keel, bus was
lengthened and other alteration were made
about 1843. Ten years later she was rebuilt
on her old lines, most of her original frame
being preserved and the new planking being
laid on it.

She is undoubtedly the oldest yacht in exist-
ence, and yet makes the later-day boata of ber
class bustle to keep out of ber way. Bbe was
one of three dangerous antagonists that raced
the America around tbe Isle of Wight. These
two yachta are the only ones existing that
took part in that celebrated race. Curiously
enough, tbe three dangerous antagonists of
the America were all disabled during the
race. Two years Iatar tbe Arrow gave the
Now York yacht Sylvte an apparently close
race, of which more hereafter.

In the effort to make political capital out
of the Bcbley Court of Inquiry much rot of
the most ridiculous sort is being daily sent
from Washington, and tbo correspondents
whose papers demand sensation al matter are
aiding without caring any tbing about parti-

i politics.. There is no politics in tbe case.
Many of Admiral Behley's strongest and out-
spoken partisans are Republicans of national
prominence. There Is only one question to
be settled by the court, and that Is, whether
Bcbley performed his duty during the naval
campaign against Spain as he should have
done. A great rumpus was kicked up because
acting Secretary Hackett referred Scbley's
request as to Rear Admiral Howisou's respon-
sibility for a newspaper Interview to the
court, Instead of to Howinon, and be was
charged with having been actuated by ani-
mosity toward Scbley. As a matter of cold,
bard fact, be only followed rule and prece-
dent. That Mr. Haokett had not been actu-
ated by animosity toward Scbley in any of
tbe preliminary work of the Court of Inquiry
was shown when he requested Judge Advo-
cate Lemly to cut hla vacation short and
return to Washington, in order that Admiral
Bohley's counsel might be furnished with a
list of tbe Navy Department witnesses wblch
they asked for last week and which Is the
duty of Capt, Lemly to prepare.
