Application lov Permission to . Lay
MIIIIIH str ides u Sung.

'i'ns application of the Dover, tfockaway
and Fort Oram Gas Company for permisslou
to open certain county roads for the laying of
gas mains, was the subject of an animated
discussion at the monthly meeting of the
Board of Chosen Freeholders on Wednesday.
Tbe gas company bad made a formal applica-
tion, signed by the president of tbe company,
Addlson Ely, for permission to open county
roads in Rockaway, Randolph, Jefferson and
Roxbury townships, and this petition had
been referred to the Road Committee, which
committee has as yet failed to report on the
matter. In order to proceei with the laying
of the pipes tbe company made to the Direc
tor of the board a verbal application, accom-
panied by a map,, for permission to open 434
feet of West Blackwell street and .1,400 feet
of West Clinton street, both county roads,
and 1!. A. Quayle, counsel of the board, drew
up a resolution granting this permission—
hence all the discussion.

Fraholer Trozell BBked why the gas com-
pany should not buy permission to use tbe
streets, saying be did not think the members
wanted to put themselves on reoord as giving
away franchisee for the proutof corporations.
" I have heard many ugly stories," said Mr.
Troxell, "some very ugly stories about using
inlluence to get votes to grant this franchise,
and I, for one, won't be put on record as vot-
ing for It."

Freeholder Cook, who was absent at the
August meeting, and therefore had not heard
tho formal petition of the gas company, asked
to have tbe petition read, and after this bad
been.done, he remarked: "That does cot
say when they will start the work, or when
they will finish it, or If they will ever do it.
It Beems to tns they are asking the board to
compromise themselves by giving away
rights. They want the exclusive right to
those roads.1

Counsel Quayle here Btated that the board
could not grant a franchise, but could only
give permission to use the roads and that*tbe
permission gives them perpetual right to
keep their pipe iu tbe road.

Tbe opinion of the Dover members of the
board was asked SB to the wish of the people
and Freeholder Munsdn replied that the
people in ,that end of the county wanted
gas and favored granting the permission to
open the roads and that tbe Common Council
had already granted the franchise.

Freeholder Cook thought that the town
council has no right to grant tha franchise
without tie permission ot tbe board.

The opinion was given that the hoard ought
not grant permission to open West Blackwell
and Clinton streets without a formal ap-
plication signed by the officers of the com-
pany, and a motion was nude that the matter
be laid on the table. ,
