THE "AMEHICA'S CCP" SiBES.

The "Sylvle 's"Adventure Across the
Atlantic, and Her -Failure.

(TOPRTH P'FBBl
It has already been stated that the Ameri-

nds victory gave an impetus to vacbttng In
tbta country ; tbe statement should have in-
cluded England as will. The information re-
garding the race around the Isle of Wight,
already furnished In these papers, yiaa given
me two or three years after the event by
Edward Q. Pitcher and John A. Bearaan, of
New Tork, yachtsmen both and of the vol
unteer ore* of the Maria, and both present
at that race.
