The cup waB the common property of th«

flre owners ot the America. When the boa:
was Bold there was some dlscnsBlon betwee]
them regarding the disposition of the prize.
The plan of its reversion to tbe survivor wei
not favorably considered, and its sale was noi
spoken of, at least publicly ; therefore It
agreed to make it a perpetual challenge cup.
On July 8,1857, the owners executed a dee
of gift to the New York Yacht Club. The
main conditions were few and simple r

(a) Any organized yacbt club of any for-
eign country Bball always be entitled to chal-
lenge for the cup. . v

(b) A challenging yacht must be not less
than SO nor more than 300 tons measuremeni
by the custom house rule ot Its country.

(c) " The condition of keeping it [the cup]
open to be sailed for by yaobt clubs of all
foreign wuntries upon the termB already laid
down shall forever attach to it, thus making
i t perpetually a oballenge cup for friendly
competition between foreign countries."

There were a few minor provisions, among
them that six months notice should be given
by the challenger, but principally they were
left for mutual agreement. This instrument
was materially altered twenty-five years aft-
erward.

This trap is now the most famous challenge
trophy In the world—and in one sense the
costliest. It was made to order by R. & 8.
Gerrard, of London, and cost one hundred
guineas (1558.CO), its bullion value being per-
haps $165,. It stands twenty-seven inohes
high and weighs 1SS ounoes. Its bullion value
to-day la about $85.

Sometime in' the '60s a race around Long
island Bound was arranged foi"a number of
yachts belonging to the New York Yacht
Club. James Gordon Bennett, jr., entered
his yaoht liebeacd tor this race. During tbe
night her skipper, taking. advantage of the
darkness and favorable conditions, sailed the
yaoht through Plum Out, a narrow channel
dividing Flum.Island from Long Island near
the opening of the Bound, instead of taking
the prescribed cotine to the northward of the
Island. This materially shortened the dis-
tance, and as the flood tide was running
through the Gut like a mill-raw, the scheme
landed the /Miewa a winner. Two or three
days afterward the secret; leaked out, the race
was protested and Jin Bennett's yaoht dis-
quallfied.

The
Henrietta, owned by J. O. Bennett, jr., won,
making the race from Sandy Hook lightship
to Daunt Rock, 8,000 miles in round numbers,
In 13 days; .21 hours and 55 minutes—a nota-
ble performance for a little 200-ton yacht.
The others got in a day or two later.

One. misfortune characterised, ̂ tbis race.
Each yacht had four Balling-masters—two In
each''wateh^-athd each, boat was quite, as
strong-banded "as the crack clipper ̂ hips of
those-days, carrying twenty-eight or thirty
abU>bodied seamen.. .On the Flcctuting.were.
Captains TbomaiBeebe, Jamee Craudall, Ha-
tleton and Ward. On the eighth day out,
;aarlng;a forlona gale; the Fleettoing' waB
boarded by a heavy sea and Captains Haiter
ton and Ward and six seamen were washed
away and Instantly disappeared. The yacht

ihoye'tb' for-six hours and rode out the
gale. Captain Beebe 1« still living and cora-
manda a Connecticut River steamboat. Cap-
tain Crandall was drowned two years ago last
spring at the age of 70, having followed the

Although the cup was deeded to the New
York Yaoht Club In 185T, it was nearly thir-
teen years afterward—nineteen years subse-
quent to' the America's .winning—before a
ehallangs was sent from the other side. A
Dumber of new yaoht* had been built in Eng-
land during tbe '60s, the majority being
schooners, although the cutter type'was fast
coming In vogue. Bnllt for speed, although
with ah eye' to.comfprt as. cruising yachts,
they made a notable addition to the Englfih
clubs, arid races were Balled on the Solent,
the Irish Channel and; the Mediterranean,
