'ore notice was received that lie was indebted
o the sub-contractors. The jury rendered a
rerdlct for tbs sum of (2,740.40, the full
imountof the claim with interest.

TWENTY-FIVE INDICTMENTS FOUND.

The Grand Jury got through with its work
in Tuesday afternoon, having found twenty-
lve bills of indictment and one presentment.
In tbe presentment, which Is against the

3ouoty Jail, tiia Grand Jurors state tbat
they found tbat Institution too limited in
capacity to afford the necessary facilities for
the separation and safe keeping of the prison -
irs, and tbat in consequence of this contracted
londltion it Is impossible to keep the instltu-
lon clean and properly ventilated.

He wore the uniform of a
soldier of that rank, but It basslnoe h e n dfs
covered that Ue Is a dt setter from thesarvlce.

Nelson Jackson, of Horristown, pleaded
guilty to an indictment for sending Indecent
communications to Mrs. Ella Angtanan and
was remanded for sentence. Jackson, who
lias served several terms, in State prison for
parlous crimes, was but recently released
under a parole' from the Court ot Pardons.

Augustus McVay, Thomas Beddow,
Edward Settle), William Foster, Nelson
Wright, Charles Weaver, August Myers,
Richard Cook and George Scales, all confined
in the County Jail on various charges, wen
released from custody, no Indictments having
been found against them.

The trial of Indictments will begin on Mon

It bas been stated that the "America's
up hoB had twenty-six defenders. This

ftatement Is so broad that It requires explan-
tion. Blxtccn of tbe list (Includiug the win-

ner) sailed against the Cambria In the first
ontest for tbe trophy on this side of the At-

lantic. This was the only time a challenging
acht was compelled to sail against the fleet,

lor reasons stated further on. Seven other
achts have been built at various times, but

rejected for sufficient reasons. Of tbe eleven
real defenders of the cap only two, the Sap-

ho and Defender, have gone to the scrap
eap ; the others are still in serviceable con-

dition. .

The Cambria's 'challenge race was sailed In
)ctbber, 1670, over the then regatta course
>f the New Tork Yacht Club. This was
•rom Stapleton, 8 .1 . , to the Southwest Spit
buoy, thence around Sandy Hook lightehip
and return, a distance of about forty-three

illes. The race was won by J. F. Olgood'a
schooner Magic (74 tons), she beating the
Cambria (247 tons) by 27 ra. 8 s. elapsed time
and 89 m. 13 s. corrected time. The Bngllsh

oat came In tenth, the Dauntless beating her
>y 14 minutes and the .America by 18. In
ddltion to the sixteen defenders mentioned
bove eight others were also entered. Time

allowance ruled in this raoe, as In every race
inoe, although the mode of computing It has

been materially ohanged.

The itagta was built In Philadelphia In 1857.
riginally aaloopjHr.Oegood had her length

ened and converted ]p a schooner. She Is
now owned by J. B. Clark, of Philadelphia,
and Is at Oreenpolnt, L, I,, out of commission
for the year. The Cambria was sold to an
talian nobleman ; whether or no she is ptlll

in existence I cannot say. Mr. Ashbury en-
tered ber In several races while she was here,
but she was uniformly unsuccessful. Mr,
Ashbury also donated tone CUDB as racing
prises.

Mr. Ashbury's desire of winning the cup
was only whetted by defeat, and the Zfamta
Was built during the following spring. At
his requeat the holders of the cup waived the
ttlpSilsted six mouths'notice.' She was bal-
lasted down with challenges, bringing over
no (ess than twelve from as many different
yacht dubs, so that if Commodore Ashbury
failed in one attempt he could Immodlately
proceed wltb tbe next aeries, and so on. This
proposition was not entertained. I t was, how-

deemed eminently unfair that the chal-
lenging yacht should bo cbmpelfed to sail
against the -whole fleet overa tortuous, nar-
row and crowded course, and it was decided
to select a single defender.

The challenge of the Eoyal Harwich Yacht
Club, having priority, was accepted, J,
Franklin bsgood's schooner, Columbia was
chosen aa delender: A ohansje bad been made
In the racing regulations; instead of a single
race, the winner bad to take four out of aeven,
Thai first race was sailed on October 16,1&7I,
the course being from Quarantine to Sandy
Hook lightship and back, a distance of abon,t
forty miles:" TheCoIumHawon by ̂ 7 m 4 s
The1 second race was on October 18, tbe course
being 1rom 'Bandy Hook lightship twenty
milte to windward and back (equivalent to
about forty-seven miles); the Columbia win-
cing by 10 m. 88J£ s. This was the fastest
race ever sailed over this course, the Osgood
OolumMa nuking i t In 3 h. 1 m. 83K«.where-
as It took the iBelin Columbia lu 1809, with
fifteen miles less distance and all the wind she
wanted,M minutes and- lT.stconds longer to
hoover ithe ..windward course. ^Commodore
Aihbury protested' the race on the ground
that the Columbia did -not' round the outer
mark properly, but the protest was disal-
lowed.

Shortly after the starting ol the third race
UjCoIUfnUd. carried away hsr steeringigear

and her skipper broke his hand. This threw
her oat of the race and the Livonia sailed
over the oourse alone. < Under tbe rule then
existing, but since abrogated, W. P. Dou-
glas'* schooner Sappho was put In, winning
ths fourth race (outside oourse) by S3 m. SI».,
and tbe fifth race (Inside course) by 25 m 27 s.

Then occurred an episode, vexatious, yet
noBlng.

It wouli
have taken six years to have sailed off thi
challenges under that rule.

The Commodore then tried another plan,
He palled the Livonia around the course f on*
times and claimed the cup—which he did nol
get' He finally threatened to bring over em
Inent legal talent and apply to the New Yor
law courts tor a rule to compel the Hew Yor
Yabht Club to hold a series of cup races, with
several lawyers appointed by the courts as
a regatta committee. His actions dlsgustcc
the1 members of the (Jlub, and by roBolutl
the' three .cups • he donated on his first vlsli
were directed to be returned to him. On b
return to England expressions of popular
sympathy were neither so loud nor prolonged
as to reach tbls ride of the Atlantic Ur
Ashbury'B scheme resulted in the adoption 0!

resolution prohibiting the reception of
challenge on behalf of a defeated yacht until
a jear should intervene, and reducing the
race series to best two in threo.

Not one of the State Demo-
cratic, committees has Invited Mr. Bryan to
tako tho stnmp, but Mr. Bryan has offered
his services ,to the Ohio committee, which
committee has so far failed to make any re-
ply to the offer, and it is whispered in'tones
that can be hoard outside the Democratio'
camp that the committee regards itself in a
;df lemma and wishes the offer had been u lost
in the malta."

Rumor has it that Ambassador.Choate, who
is now on his way to Washington, will not
ruturn to Loudou aftor his conference with
the President, and that he will be succeeded
at the Court of St. James by ex-Senator
Wolcott, of Colorado. The officials of the
State deqartmout affirm that they know
nothing of such a change, and it seems likely
