so much to do with tbe prospurlty of Dover
that B more than passing mention is duo his
memory.

•n<t>e road was extended, he helped to
build the bridges and stations between Dover
and Hackettitown,

In 1801 he succeeded William Plenum in
charge of tbe oar-repair shops at Rework,
Ths Increase of work and'lack of sufficient
room rendered it necessary to secure greater
facilities, and through tbo efforts of Mr
Reed, who did not forget tbe Interests of the
people of Dover, the new car Bliops were built
here In 1808-00 About that time the Harris
& Essex Railroad was taken into the Dela-
ware, Laokawaana $ Western system ai.d
became a division thereof. In the changing
o{ tbe management and officials Mr. Reed
was succeeded by L. 8 Barber, who came

In 18S5, Sir Richard Button, In tho name of
the Royal Western Yacht Club, sent the fifth
challenge, naming hb flue new outtor Oenata
as the oomVsting yacht. She was built for
cruising purposes, but the Btuzllsb baronet
thought bar speedy euouih-'lor a cap racer.
There was sorh«_epprebnnslonlelton this side
of the water, and the building of a curj defend-
er'was discussed. Edward Burgess, ot Bos-
ton, designed the Puritan for Charles J. Faine
end J. Malcolm Forbes,'of tbe isms city.
Her superiority having been established, she
was selected on her temporary transfer to
tbe New York Yacht Club. In tbe meantime
the Priuilla, an iron yacht, designed by A.
Cory Smith, bad been built for New York
parties/but the Waa outclassed by tbe Boston
boat The races were started early In Sep-
tember, but fluky winds, delayed the bgets
several days. Then, came tbe foul, thereby
the skipper of the Puritan io jockeying for
the start fouled the Qcnata, carrying away
her bownprlt. The English boat was directed
to repair damages and ea<l over tbe course
alone, but Sir Hlchsrd would not have it that
way.

Washington, Oct. 21,1901.

While no definite official statement bas
been modo, I'roDident Rooeevolt has permitted
it to be made known that a draft for a new
HBy-Pauucofote treaty is completed and will
be handed to tho Senate as soon as Congress
convenes. The prominent features of the new
treaty are tho supercedeuco of. tho Clayton-
Bulffer treaty by tho novr convention, the
guarantee of the United States that tbe canal
shall be neutral and the exclusive right of the
United States to fortify it. These ere prac-
t i c a l the only points that excited opposition
when the former treaty was before tbo Sen-
ate, and now that they, conform to the
fjcnate'ff recommendations there is every
reason to believe that the treaty will be
promptly ratified. The ratification of this
treaty will remove the chief obstacle to canal
legislation, ana it Is confidently predicted
that definite action, leading to the construc-
tion of an Isthmian Canal, will be taken by
tbe Fifty-seventh Congress.

Tbe next quoatlon to be nettled is that of a
route. The choice lies between the Panama,
the Nicaragua aud the Tehuantepeo routes.
The merits and demerits ot the flnt two are
well kuown, wbllo 'of the last but little ia
known It Is pot thought likely that the
Walker Isthmian Canal Ooratnlsdon Trill
recommend any ̂ peulQu route, but that It
will content Itself with a comprehensive dis-
cussion of the advantages and disadvantages
of oil three. The Panama rente would avoid
tbs dangerous shoals and the high wind* of
Lako Nicaragua and might prove tbe best.
from a purely commercial standpoint, but it
Is understood that the Nicaraguaa route le
regarded as the best from a military stand-
point and that Is the consideration moat likely1

to weigh with Congress. Senator Morgan
believes the Hicaroguan route will be adopted.
The only cause ot anxiety that remains to
worry the friends of the canal is the' French
Panama Canal Company, whose President,
M Manrice Hutln, is now in Washington mat,
in dally conference with Admiral Walker.'
While acceptance of tbe Panama Company1!
proposition ia not regarded u a matter re-
quiring serious consideration. It is feared
that the enemiBS of any canal may Baa it is a <
subterfuge' and eventually block all canal
legislation
