Jamos M. Seymour and Attendant
Spellbinders do a Stunt; In Dover.
Tbe loudly heralded muss meetlng,«t which

Fames M. Seymour, Democratic candidate
'or Governor, the several legislative eandl-

ites end attendant Rpnllblritif re were booked
to expound tbe Issues of tbe campaign,
and far which It wusald special trahu would
be ran, came oft In tbe Baker Opera House
last Friday nigbt, but, bias 1 1L Uliiu'L prove
to be a mass meeting at all, hardly more than
three hundred persons being In attendance,
and the row upon raw of vacant seats visibly
affected the speakers like a cold douche. In

word, the meeting proved a frost—a " f roet
for fair," as a Democratic newspaper man in
Mr. Seymour's train eiprasod It to the ERA'B
representative.

In view of the sllin attendance and absence
}t anything like real enthusiasm it was, there-
fore, courageous on Chairman James O
Cooper's p&rt, In his speeoh calling the meet-
ting to order, to tell tbe audience how glad
be, was to convey the glad tidings of a re-
united Democracy, from tbe hills of Sussex to
the sands ot Cape May, presaging a glorious
victory on November 5 next. Or, was i t

Mr. Seymour, on being Introduced by the
chairman, at once began his stereotyped ad-
dress, which has been many times published
in the papers ot the Btate since be began his
stumping tour. First, he.told how the Re-
publican Convention was a cut and dried af-
fair, tho delegates having assembled and gone
through the prescribed form of nominating a
oandidate and then after sbaklog bands had
taken their departure, while, on the other
hand, the Democrat* bad met and Instead of
walking out had fought It out and came out
better men as a result l lr.

skill we wouldn't be crowding the market*
of Barops with oar goods." (If this affronted
the Intelligence of a i y ot bis bearers they
n v e n o sign, while some two-senre Democrats
pretest, whom no puerility oould teas*, e r a
applauded tbe speaker at tbis junction.]
Ksfenuoe was also made by the speaker
to an InoMent of M» publio career
when he, a* a member ot the old Newark
Aqueduct Board, had brought
a discontinuance of cootroot work for the cor-
poration, the corporation employees being
thereafter employed by the day Instead, the
result being materially increased earnings tor
the men at the expense ot ooatraetora. In-
cidentally, l lr. Seymour told ot Ms career
from his apprenticeship to his present
position as au employer, and huw bis relations
with the men under him. had always been
cordial, such a thing as a strike having never
occurred in shops ot which be had had obarge,
either as superintendent or as employer. Sir.
Seymour's refarenoetohUopponent, Franklin
'Murphy, wen kindly, but he left i f to be in
ferred that he regarded himself at Us better
man for the governorship, for which office, he
said, talents of a high order were not a prime
requisite. - He had been three times elected to
the office ot Mayor ot Newark, which fact, he
said, went to prove bis fitness tor the higher
office to which he aspired.

Upon the conclusion of Mr. Bejmoart
speech, whtcb was ot necessity brief, be being
billed to speak In Korrlstowa, to which plaoe
be and his party had to drive, the aforemen-
tioned two-soore Democrats cheered, the boss
drum man In tbabaloony indulgently aug-
menting the volume of sound by vigorously
beating his drum.

The," dimensions Clause " was looked upon
unfavorably on both sides of tbe, water, as ft
would give an expert marine architect a fair
dea of what the models might be.

clause, and in 1893 an agent ot the Royal
Yacht Squadron came to this country to dis-
cuss the subject with the New York Yacht
Club.'
