Seasons For Caution.
The president adds that there are

many reasons for caution In dealing
with corporation. He nays:

Tue same business conditions which
hare produced the great Aggregations
of corporate and Individual wealth
have made them very.potent factors in
International commercial competition.

Moreover, It cannot too often be
pointed out that to strike with Ignorant
violence at the luterests^of one set of
men ulwost iueviluhly endangen the
Interests of .ill. The fundamental rule
in our nntiQuul life—tbe rule which un-
derlies nil others-rls that, on the whole
and In the long run, we shall go up or
down together.

The roecunnlam of modem business
Is BO delicate that extreme care must
be taken not to Interfere with It In
a spirit of rashness or Ignorance. In
dealing with business Interests, for
the government to undertake by crude
and 111 considered legislation to do
what may turn out to be bad, would
bo to Incur the risk of such far-reach-
ing nat'nnal disaster that it would be
preferable to undertake nothing at al|.
The men who demand tbe Impossible
or the undesirable serve as the allies
of the forces nith which they ate nom-
inally at war, for they, hamper thosb
wbo would endeavor to find out In ra-
tional cushion what the wrongs really
are and to what*extent and.In what
manner It Is practicable to apply reme-
dies.

one of the chief being overcapitaliza-
tion because of Its many baleful cob-
sequences, and a resolute nnd practical
effort must bp made to correct these
ei llfl.

It Is no limitation upon property
rights or freedom, of- contract to re-
quire that when,men receive from gov-
ernment tbe,pihliege of,doing busi-
ness under corporate form, which frees
them from Individual , responsibility
and enables them to call Into their en-
terprises the capital of tlie public; they
shall do BO,upon absolutely truthful
representations as tp tbe value of the
property la which tbe.capital la to be
Invested.
