Ec=k, rf that piuct, 8 i v
ing a« security a certificated pay. account
filled out for one month's pay and payable by
l army paymaster stationed at Boston

Buck sent the account to the Boston paymas-
ter, who returned it with the information
that it should have beep sent to the paymas-
ter In New York, To tbat officer Buck seat
the account, and received notice that as Cap
tain Porter's pay account for the mouth speci-
fied bad been cashed Mr. Buck's collateral
was valueless. Finally he sent the vouchers
to Admiral D. D, Porter, beUeying him to be
Captain Porter's^ father, The papers were
returned to Buck with a curt cote from the
crusty old Admiral to the efToot that he was
through paying his son's debts. When the
notice of the probate of General Porter's will
was published Mr. Buck forwarded the dis-
honored pay account to Mr. Salmon with in-
structions to press the claim (stated to be
•SIS). Mrs. Porter denies the validity of the
claim.

The story has a gauzy appearance. If Cap-
tain Fltz-Johu Porter Has Btalioned at Bt.
Albans In 1800 it must have been on recruit-
ing service, and in such case the regimental
records of the Fourth Artillery would Bhow
it.

Why did he wait forty-one years
before he pressed his claim t As to his rola-
tlonBhlp to Admiral Porter it may be stated
itat tbey were cousins, the Admiral's father
being Commodore Eivtd Porter, of Eaix
fame, and the latter's brother, Captain John
Porter (also a naval officer), being the father
of the General.
