HEWS LETTER FROM WASHINGTON.
WuA?A OOSTij.it A 1M0K BACK-

Condition of Th ings Six Years AKO
Contrasted Wi th Present Day Con
dltlons—Only Possible Candidate In
1004-Governor Shaw's Selection for
the Cabinet a Good One-Secretary
JFltenn Kot to ^Ruaiffn- Socrcoary
Long May Not Remain.

" This is tbe close of the first year of the
Twentieth Century and it aeetnB to me ap-
propriate that we should pause for a moment
and look backward," Bald a member of the
Cabinet ta-day. " Six years ago Mr. Mo
KInley assumed the responsible duties of the
presidency. He was confronted by a sadly
depleted treasury, as a result of Democratic
tariff tinkering ; tbe prosperity of tbe ooun-
try was waning from similar causes; a con.
ditton of affairs prevailed In Cuba which was
abhorrent to all right thinking people. With
out stopping to review the history of those
Biz yeora look at tbe situation to-day. '

"The. treasury is bursting with a Burplus
aggregating (581,000,000, Including tbe gold
reserve, of which $221,000,000 is actually in
gold coin or bullion. Tbe country is enjoying
a prosperity cover before equalled. Aff&ln
in Cuba are prosperous and she will soon be a
freB and independent sister republic. The
United States has demonstrated her military
prowess to an extent that haacommanded the
respect of the world and will make tbe Monrpe
doctrine easy ot maintenance We are the
owners of a fair laud in the antipodes which
will In time become one of the most prosper
OUB colonies Civil government in tbe
Philippines Is being rapidly extended and
with peace will come commercial prosperity
such aa never could have been hoped for
uniler Spanish rule. Everything bids fair
Cor tbe construction of the JBthinian canal,
which will add to the prosperity of our
Western States.

"Under these conditions It Is folly to talk
of politics In Mr. Roosevelt's selection of the
members of his Cabinet. The credit for what
has been accomplished belongs to no one man
but to the Republican party, to which tbe
people bave confided tbe welfare of the coun
try. Every true Republican realizes tbat and
will lend every aid to the faithful and/uo
oesstul administration of those interests. Mr.
Roosevelt IB too noble an American, too good
a Republican, to be thinking and ecbeming
for the nomination in 1901, u the newspapers
represent. He will select far his official ad
visors those men who are beat qualified to
assist him and I* administer the affairs of
tbelr respective departments You may rest
assured that the President's one aim Is to
Kive the country the best possible sdmlnlstra
tion, irrespective of ITisown future, although,
of coarse, the people will recognise the inten-
tions and he will be the only possible condi-
datelnieM.

"All this talk about Senator Hanna schem-
ing to secure the nomination, and Senator
Conker doing the same thing and Governor
Sbaw sacrificing his own presidential aspira-
tions in accepting tbe Treasury portfolio may
be put down as sheer nonsense. There is
nothing in them but newspaper gossip. Mr
RooBevelt will be the next candidate of the
Republican party beyond peradvtnture and
it is safe to predict;, even at this early dsy,
tbat he will be elected."
' These statements are undoubtedly true, but

It is known tbat had it not been for the, Buf-
falo tragedy Governor Shaw would hare
stood a fair chance of securing the nomina-
tion in 1004. He is a man of exceptional
ability and has the nappy faculty of making
friends wherever be goes. He bas been In
Washington on several occasions during the
past few Team and all who lave met tail
apeak most favorably ot htm. He has long
been a student of finance and has proved
himself one of the most capable supporters of

ml money In tbs country. Be is not
closely affiliated with Wall street and for
that reason It will prove more difficult for
his opponents to impugn hit acts than was
the case with Secretary Wage, who was an
able financier, bnt whose reoord as the head
of tha largest banking institution inthe.West
and his consequent acquaintance with New-
Tort bankers made it possible for his enemies
to iniinuate that many of his acts were ac-
tuated by his friendliness to tho latter. Gov-
ernor Shaw is expected in Washington in tbe
near future, but he will come only for a con-
ference with the President and will not as-
sume the duties of bis new office before tbe
Bret of February.

Tbs selection of Governor Bhaw recalls the
statement of Senator Depsw at the national
convention when fas said, in nominating Mr.
Roosevelt for tbe vioe presidency: "The
highest wisdom will be shown by this oon-
vention if it-selects a Western man with
Eastern idess and an Eastern man with
WtBtern ideae." The Eastern man witb
Western Ideas Is now President and naturally
be turns to the Wcat for a goodly number of
his advisors. When Messrs. Bhawand Payne
have taken their seats tfaero will bs four
members from the central West and Iowa'
will bave Dot only two Cabinet members but
the Chairman of. the Senate Committee on
Appropriations and the Speaker of the House
of Representatives.

The rumor that went abroad that Secretary
Wilson would resign Is without foundation.
In his usual prompt manner the President
determined to Invite Governor Shaw to enter
the Cabinet and immediately communicated
with him When Mr. Wilson heard of It he
went to the White House and told the Pres-
ident that it the presenoeof two Iowa men In
tbe Cabinet was going to embarrass the ad-
ministration he was ready to resign, but Mr,
Roosevelt assured him tbat there would be no
embarrasameat Bnd that he could not spare
him, as he not only appreciated tbe value hiB
services bad been to-the administration In
tbe past, but would need them more than
ever In the future, in view of the prospective
Irrigation legislation, a subjcot on which the
President and his Secretary ofs Agriculture
are in heartv accord. Tbe rumor tbat F. D
Coburn, of Kansas, will be Secretary Wil-
sou's successor ia becoming a tlmeworn and
battle ae&rtd ghost, but will doubtless be
ltuQChed as something new every time Mr.
Coburu's falcncls can find tbe least excuBe
for it

Thn statement that Secretary Long will
resign is again-revived and will not down
because it is founded on fact. Secretary
Long wisbeB to resign and will do so when-
ever he conclude* that the feeling over the
Bchley-SampBon controversy has subsided
sufllcliintlj to permit of his so doing without
its bring, said tbat ho IB either running away
from tho consequences of his acts or that the
President has signified disapproval ot them to
an extent tbat bos forced hiB resignation
Speaking of Secret lry Lone, tko.ro have been
published certain mean statements to tbe
oiTuct that bo IJ&R nut done hiB part In tbe
social duties which devolve on a Cabinet
minister and that penurlouBnres was the
cause.

HOeiC FOR CONBVXtTirES.

Modern Ideas as to Treatment of
Tubercular Diseases.

At a recent meeting of the Morris County
Medical Society a committee of tbrea mem~
here, residing respectively In Madieon, Mor-
rietown and Dover, was appointed to prepare
and cause to be printed in the papers of their
reBpeottre townB articles calling the attention
of the public to the importance of tbo enact-
ment of a law on the lines of " Senate Bill No.
45," which WBB last winter introduced In tbe
Legislature but failed to paw. Thie bill, asis
mnre fully explained hereafter, provided for
an appropriation of funda for tbe establish-
ment of an institution to be known as "The
New Jersey Sanitarium for tbe Care and
Treatment of Tubercular Patients." The
Dover member on this committee is Dr. I. W.
Condict, and pursuant to the behest of the
Morris County Medical Society, Dr. Condict
bBS prepared tbe subjoined article for publi
cation in the hope that it may aid to a better
understanding of the nature and causes of the
dlseasB of which it treats and so help to create
a strong public sentiment; in favor of legisla-
tion along the lines suggested in the article.

The history of medical science shows that
tuberculosis (oontumptloo), has been and ia,
the moat deadly disease known to nirdlcal
•cience, More tban two thousand years ago
its symptoms were observed and described by
medical writers with as muob dlstinotnraB as
is known to-day. Its mortality was then at*
great as It Is at this time, and in all the
history of the disease it has at no time been
less. It is couoeded that more persons die of
it annually tbau of famine, the plague, pesti-
lence and warcomblned, Btntlstlcs sbow tbat
tbe number of caseB lu the United States ex-
oeeds five hundred thousand, annually, that
are sick with the disease; and that more than
one hundred and fifty thousand deatbs are
caused bv it.

The mott common seat of tbe disease is tbe
lungs and air passages, and it Is denominated
puthlslB pulmooalis, synonymous with con-
sumption. Other, organs of the body are at
times affepted, tbe stomach, tha bowels, the

' From necessity the managemont of this
class of patients was chiefly directed to secur-
ing tbe greatest freedom from pain aui the'
largest degree of comfort. For axes it was
believed by the profession that tubercular
parents transmitted tbe disease to their off
spring, just as cancerous and syphilitic
diseases are inherited. Whatever grain of
truth there may be in this theory, It is now
known tbat the great cause of its spread is
Infection. In recent years It has been demon-
strate! that a large class of diseases afflicting
bath tbe numan race and animals Is produced

fever, diphtheria, whooping cough, mumps,

In 1883 Dr. Robert Koch, of Berlin, Ger-
many, by the aid of the microscope, dis-
covered and demonstrated the existence of a
micro-organism—tnetrueoause of tubercular
diseases. This discovery bai beat abundantly
confirmed by the investigations of other dis-
tinguished scientists, so tbat tuberculosis
properly belongs to the claw ot germ diseases,
ann is propagated and Bpread by the
dissemination of its - specific «rma.
To prevent the spread of tbe disease
avoid, or prevent the entrance of ita germ,
or seed, from lodging in the system. By
anatomists it is estimated that tbe lungs oi
an avenge Bised man present 1,400 aqusre
feet of mucous membrane lining the Dron-
cblsi tubes and air cells, abundsntly supplied
with blood vessels. At eacb rtaplratory act
this membrane is batbed by the inhaled and
exhaled air. If tubercular germs from any
Bource are floating in the air, and thus lu-
oaled, they are brought in actual contact
with this mucous membrane, which is • suit
able soil for their development and growth
This condition explains the greater frequency
of tbs lungB beiug the seat of tuberculosis.
Tbe sputa frum tubercular lungs is loaded
with tbe bacilli tuberculosis, and if eipec
torated upon the floor, or any object open to
the action of the air, it becomes or? and pul
veriiwi, and riling as dust may become tbe
cause of disease in others. Or if spit in an
open vessel, it is frequently carried by fliea,
and in various ways u conveyed into the ays
tern, not infrequently by food and drink
contamination. Our State in ber asylums
for the insane and home' for epileptics hss
made liberal provision for these two unfor-
tunate classes of our cltiiins. No one be-
grudges the outlay of money thus made, but,
rather, one ia prond of the position gained
by our Stats amongst tbe sisterhood ot states
for her wise libsrality. In urns sections of
our State much interest is telt In an effort
to bave an institution established for the care
and treatment oi persons afflicted with tu-
bercular diseases. For this purpose a bill
was prepared by a committee appointed by
the Medical Society of New Jersey, and in
traduced at tbe Jast session of the Legislature
known as "Senate BUI No. 45," providing
for an appropriation of funds, and the ap-
pointment ol a suitable committee to carry
out the object by selecting a suitable locality
and erecting and furnishing buildings appro-
priate for the purpose—the Institution to be
known as tbe New Jersey Sanitarium for the
care and treatment of tubercular patients
In several States of our Union, and in Euro
pean countries, snch institutions bave been
established, and have been productive of
great good. Cases taken in the early stages
of the disease are relieved and cared. Cases

four were cured; tfairty-nlne were benefitted,
t3d seventeen not belped. Thus eighty-three
per cent, were cured or braefltted materially,
leaving but seventeen per cent, who had
passed beyond help, Unaided by sanitary
care, tbe percentage of mortality would have
b i h t th seventeencare, e p e r c g o m y w
been nearer eighty than seventeen.

The object to be attained by the bill as i
forth in the preamble ia: "To establish

diseases, and provide for the erection, gov-
ernment and maintenance thereof." The
governing body is to consist of aix persons
Berving wltboutpay, tbreo of whom are to be
phyBiciaus, to be appninted by the governor
of the State. Tne seventh section of the bill
save:

" The said board of trustees Bhall make

'the government of tbe proceedings of said
1 board of trustees, and Bhall fix the terms
1 for caro and board upon which all persons
•abloto pay their board Bhall be admitted
' to said sanitarium, but no person shall be

"refuBed admisBlon to Bnid sanitarium be-
cause of bis or her Inability to pay."
Ic is hoped this bill or an equivalent one

will bo passed by the Legislature to be con-
vened iu January, and receive, tba signature
of the governor, making it a law of the State.
