A fortnight ago the ERA made mention of
tbe Christmas carol singers of Port Oram
visiting Dover on Christmas afternoon t
repeating the music with which they greeted
tbe neir-bom red letter day of tbe Christian
calendar at their home borough. The custom
evidently runs back to the days of Chaucer,
aa, ia referring to Christmas, b&Bpeats of
11 Younge uienueand maydens Bingen carole-

There seems to be no particular mention of

carol-slnglng prior to the close of the six-
teenth century, and this may be due to the
rough horse-play known as " the reign of tbe
Abbot of Misrule,", a saturnalia extending
from Christmas to Candlemas day (February
2), during which period religious teachings
were scoffed at and it behooved the clergy to
keep within doors rather than risk raiacbiev-
austreatment. The " Abbotof Misrule" and
the.wild license of bis annual reigns were
abolished by act of Parliament in 1555. A
century later " Old Noll" would have abol-
ished tbe outlandish custom without Parlia-
mentary action. It was about thB commence-
ment of the seventeenth century that Christ-
mas hymnology began to take appropriate
form. It was crude, and there is little, if
