carrying onMner.work is asked at the
bande of the'legislature. .'Six yeart
have elapsed, since'the legislature first
considered thii'quesHon, and It Is hlgli
time for Anal-decision and Immediate
ictlon, Tbe( fact that great Injury bai
been done is made the more apparent
by ,'threatened. suits for * damages
igainit cities discharging sewage into
the,river.

Theoretically
and practically, If tbe voter so desires,
It secures a secret ballot; It enables a
roter. to, deposit, his ballot with abso-
lute independence. One hundred feet
from the ballot box extraneous loflu-
race comes to an end; tbe citizen en-
ters,the polllng.place alone; ha enters
tbe booth; he selects and prepares bis
ballot without assistance or supervi-
sion;'he'knows,' unless he so desires,
tba't Jio.one can know how he votes,
his ballot may be th« expression of his
own conclusions, and wishes.
'•But, however excellent the law may
be, and I'think' it Is admitted by all
who are' competent .to judg« that it is
s-great improvement upon former laws,
It Is still possible to make It better. I
have saidrtbeballot Is theoretically se-
cret. Experience has' demonstrated
tnat it may be so, only in theory and
that:;tue jngenulty of the..,wicked Is
julte equal "to, the task of destroying its
secrecy.
