Inlsters talked on practically tbe
tune lines ai those embodied Iff tbe
paper read by the Rev. Hugh B; Mac-
Ciulley of Trenton, which was pre-
pared by former Judge William M.
tanning of this city, r ln thlB paper It
was claimed that tbe bill Is unconsti-
tutional because, it.Is not prepared In
accordance wltb 'the .requirements of
tbe statute and because I f ls a special
law. Tbe. ground upon which, this last
point is made Is that the bill is applica-
ble only to cities whom ordinance! pro-
vide for the punishment, of persona
who unlawfully'sell intoxicating liq-
uors. Another reason advanced agains
tbe bill In Judge Lannlng's paper is
(hat It Js opposed to sonnd,mora!s.' It
stated that tne police power of th
state may be properly exercised for
tbe protection, but not for tbe destruc-
tion, of the public morals. •, -•

The clergymen further contended
