TBEHTOH,- March 13.—The ninth week

of the legislative sesBion opened with
a rash on Monday nleht, ana there
was more -bustle about the etatelioiise
on that evening than hoe been noticed
at any Ume since the term opened,
which may be taken OB a sign that
the lawmakers are In earliest In their
desire to close up t ie business of the
session In another week or two.

All (luring the week the same activ-
ity was noticeable in the two houses
nnd about the corridors and lobbies,
and there was every Indication that
the end of the cession Is not far dis-
tant. The resolution providing for the
Bine die adjournment of the legisla-
ture on Friday, March 21, remains un-
disturbed in tho house committee, but
it will probably bo taken up early next
week and pnssed, changing the date
to a dny in tho following week, iiofasl-
bly Thursday, March 27, the 28th fall-
ing on Good Friday, which may bring
about a departure from the legisla-
ture's usual cuBtom of adjourning Anal-
ly on the Blzth day of the week,

May Finish Up by Slat.

There Is some talk of an effort being
made to have the business of the legis-
lature wound up by the 21st and then
to have an adjournment taken until
gome Ume In the following week, pos-
sibly Thursday, when the lawmakers
will meet and adjourn. Tho object of
the scheme is to give Governor Mur-
phy time to Inspect the bills sent to
him In the closing" days of the seeslon
and to communicate any message ho
may have to make to the legislators
concerning some of the bills in big
possession In which there may be some
Saw or which be does not fully under-
stand.

Governor In No Hurry*
The governor will not follow the prec'

edent established by his predecessor.
Governor Voorhces, In Insisting thill
the legislature remain in session until
he had disposed of all the bills sent
to him, but he will take hie own tlire
in looking over the bills and taking ca-
tion upon thorn. l ie believes too much
danger would be run by a man who Is
not a lawyer In hurrying through the
bills BO that they might be disposed of
while the legislatuie ia in session, and,
beBldes, he does not consider such a
course In accordance with good busl
ness principles.

It is not thought that the plan to
have the lrjlslaturo suspend business
on the 21st nnd adjourn to some day
ID the folK^ing week can be put in
operation because of the fact that there

now more business before the Besslor
than can be comfortably handled with
In that time. '

•awell Memorial lervlce.

tore to the last week in the month is
because the memorial service In houoi
of the lnte lnmcntcd. Senator Willlnm J,
Bewell of Gamden^is scheduled foi
Monday, Mnrcb'Ei, and it is desired to
have tho legislature-in session unti!
