TIIENTON, March 20.—Another week

Monday night confirmed the nomina-
tions ot Senator McCarter for the at-
topiey"'gencrnlshlp; without reference
and that of J. Anson McBrlde as a
member of the board of managers of
the Trenton asylum, he being an ex-
sepator.

sion. The bill was vigorously opposed,
on final passage by Senators Strong'of
Middlesex and Gebhardt of Hunter-
don. They argued that the bill called
for, a needless expenditure of the
state's money and cautioned the sen-
ators to go slowly in the appropria-
tion ofrlarge-amounts.for such pur-
poses.

Several senators of both sides'of the
house advocated the bill, claiming that
the/ state owed It to itself to be like
other states and provide tho chief ex-
ecutive a residence befitting his po-
sition. The bill passed 15 to 4, Cor-
nish, Gross, Gebhardt and Strong vot-
ing in the negative.

Antl*arbace Bill Pa»ed.
Senator Johnson's antlgarbage bill,

Which met with vigorous opposition
la the senate last week, has been pass-
ed by that body, but was fought to the
last by Senator Budspeth, who sought
to protect a certain class of persons in
Hudson county who make a livelihood
by importing garbage from New York
and selling it to owners of pigs. He
stated that the bill was desired by
New York contractors,, who want a
monopoly and who seek to Impose
heavy fees for carting the garbage of
New York hotels to B'arren island

; Johnson explained that the bill
was meant solely to give relief to
Oamdcn county, which Is now Invaded,
by garbage carters, who bring great
quantities of refuse matter from Phil-
adelphia and dump It in the suburbs
of Camdon, to tho detriment of the
people living In the Immediate locality.
Ho stated that the people have bad to
put up with the nuisance for many
years, and the only way to stop it was
by state legislation.
