BUSY SCENES AX riSAL SESSION

OF LEGISLATURE.

Appropriation Bil ls Pa i i cd -Wka t
tl ic 1'eople'n Muse) Will Be Vied
For— No Interference With the
Mosquito—How Other Important

E» Pared.

Trenton, Murcu 27.—Eleven weeks of

the' legislature will Le completed to-
night, ut which time the lawmakers
will adjourn sine die. The hour fixed
for the adjournment of the state legis-
lative body Is 3 o'clock tble afternoon,
but with the great masfTot business
uhleh confronted the legislators when
the final week began It may be taken
for granted that It will be dearer mid
nlglit before the president of the eenate
declares the one hundred and twenty-
Blxth Besslon of the New Jersey legis-
lature to be at an end.

When the present week opened, the
senate found Itself away behind In Its

k, and It was only by a hiostetrcn
uous effort that It even fnlrlj caught
up with the house, und even then a
number of bills "went by the board"
by reason of the fact that there was
riot sufficient time to consider all the
matters In hand. Tlie really important
bills and those desired by the1 powers
that be to have favorable action takep
thereon were passed.

The house early this week passed the
bill enabling the Pennsylvania railroad
to construct a tunnel under the North
rUer, connecting New Jersey with New
York, there being no fileeuselon on'tue
bills and but two dissenting votes, fixe
bill was immediately sent to the gov-
ernor and received his signature with-
out delay. ,

'Irollel* Frelskr Bill.
The bill authorizing trolley compa

nles to carry ft eight passed the eenutc
on Monday night with some little oppo-
sition fiom Senator Hudspeth. Presi
dent Francis In advocating the meus-
ure repudiated with some waimtta the
nsinuation published In ouc or two

newspapers that lie had Introduced the
bill for any but an honest purpose. He
stated that he had presented the bill
n the interests of Monmouth county

and other rural uectlous which would
be benefited by haviiigHiolley roads to
connect them with the more thickly
populated localities. The mea'siireUocs
not permit the trolley companies to
construct freight stations In the streets,
at originally Included In the bill.

Notwithstanding Uoreinor Aturpb)'^
recommendation in hla inaugural ad-
dress, the., tenute this week,iefeated1

the sunset election bill. In'advocating
the measuie on third reading Mr, Me
Carter stated that ĥe bill changed the
hour of closing the polls from 7 to o
o'clock and thus would lotnunixe the
riscality and crookedness' that usually
efclsted around the' polls' 'between the
hours. Messn. Hudspetb and''Wake'-
lee opposed the measure on the ground
that its enactment wouiif'deprlve taany
Workingmen from voting (and , would
curtail the vote In the rural districts,,
which depended largely upon tbe coin-
triuters, who did not arrive home until
about the supper hour

'Another bill that was defeated ID
the senate this week was'one Intro
duced by Mr. Martin, providing thai
tbe state boaid of taxation may'Inves-
tigate complaints that properties haw
not been equitably taxed anfl to in-
crease the same after ihe tai'haB beeo
p&id, providing that such fncrbaw
•hall not extend back of the year in
Which the Investigation begins. -M_e"sgra
Hudepeth and Reed opposed the bill on
the ground that It would makd it dan-
gerous to buy property 'and ta'at Inno
cent purchasers of real estate would
suffer. There were three votes In thfi
affirmative and twelve'In the riegative.

Although it has been'
characterised b j no exceptionally eeDiatlonal
featured, the legUIatlon accomplished bears
ivldence of continuous bard work In both
chambers and gives much satlafactloa to
tbe Republican leaders The Senate has
paased the ship subsidy bill, tbe bUl for the
irotectlon of tho President and the war rev-

enue repeal bill The House of BepresenU-
