HEWS LETTER FROM WASHINGTON

SENAlOnLODQE TO OPEN FIBB OS
TBE JSSEDIT.

Sugar Trust > o t Owners or Cnlmn
Sugar Crops~Attorney General After

IFrom Our Regular Corrrapondent.l
Washington, May 5,1902.

The loag period of waiting In tbe Senate is
approaching an end and tbe strain under
which Republican Senator! and the corres-
pondent* of ths Republican press have labored
la to be abated. The orders of Senator Lodge,
In bla capacity of manager on the fioor of the
Senate of the Philippine Civil bill, hare been
" hold your fire until you see the whites of
their eyea," but the whites of a good many
Democratic eyeballs are now In view and the
first Bklrmish o( tbe Republican forces was
made on Friday by Senator Fritchard, of
Nortb Carolina. Behind the smoke of Sena-
tor Fritcbard's skirmish line Mr. Lodge baa
been getting his big guns Into line and to-day
at 2 o'clock they will go into action with
telling effect. The Senator from MatsM
setts has prepared his speech very carefully
and it is calculated to play havoo in the
Democratic ranks. Mr. Lodge will admit the
crueltie* which have been practiced in the
Phiiipp. m by American soldiers, but he will
point out that they all occurred from one
and a half to two yean ago. ThCD he will
cite the atrocities practised on American
soldiers by the Filipinos, outrages and bar
baritles which, to use ths Senator's own
words, " would mike a marble Balnt thirst
for vengeance" Space will not permit an
enumeration of the frightful atrocities which
have been perpetrated on the American bovs
and which have made their comrades, crazed
with tbe Bight of their brothers' suffering,
overstep, in a very few instances, tbe bounds
of civilized warefare. I have seen tbe Sena-
tor's speech. When the American people
hive read it their borror ac the pictures which
have been drawn for their imagination by
Democratic partisans will be turned to pity
and to gratification that tbe American forces
have shown themselves BO tolerant, BO merci-
ful and so well disciplined la the face of suob
frightful provocation. What the Democrats
have been exultlngly contemplating as mag.
ulficeat material lor tbe'campaign will be
Bhorn of its oratorical flowers and made to
stand out as partisan vilification of American
soldiers, under the furious batteries of the
junior Senator from Massachusetts,

The testimony of Messrs. Havemeyer and
Donner, respectively president and treasurer
of tbe Sugar Trust, before tbe Committee on
Relation! with Cuba, have failed to discover
the sensational facts which have been BO con-
fidently counted on by the opponents of Cuban
reciprocity. The statements of both of ttatae
gentlemen, made under oath, have revealed
the fact that tbe trust has no holdings of
Cuban sugar and that reciprocity will ope-
rate to the disadvantage rather than to tbo
advantage ot tbe trust. Further delay will
obviously operate to the advantage of the
trust, but Cuban reciprocity, according to
their statements, will not. Mr. Mott, pur-
chaser ot raw sugar for tbe company, cited
with effect tbe results of admitting free Porto
Rican sugar as ample evidence of the benefit
to the planters of a reduotlon of tbe tariff.

The refusal of tbe attorney general to meet
in conference tbe representatives of the Beef
TruBt is In entire accordance with the views
of tbe President and with the action already
taken by tbe Department of Justice. Mr,
Knoi baa begun this Bult In the belief that
the men whs compose ths trust have violated
the law and have conspired to raise the price
of a commodity which is Important to every
consumer. There 1B nothing abont which he
wishes to confer. He has brought suit id tbe
courts and the results will stand on the facts
there demonstrated. It is not the position of
the government to compromise with law
breakers, and It now remains for the courts to
determine if the attorney general is correct
in hia assumption that the law has been vio-
lated. Having demonstrated the correctness
ot his position, Mr. Eno i will leave It to the
courts to enforce tbe law and fix the penalty.

Two more appropriation bills have been
disposed of by tbe House of Representatives
during the post week, the Aeiricultnral and
the District of Columbia bills having been
sent up to the Senate. The bill providing
for diplomatic relations with Cuba 1B notr
under consideration and will be followed to-
morrow with tbe Omnibus territorial bill,
Delegate Dennis Flynn of Oklahoma told me
yesterday that he was certain this bill would
pass the House and that he believed its
chances in the Senate were excellent. There
will then remain but two more appropriation
bills to be considered, tbe Naval bill and tbe
General Deficiency bill, the former already
reported and tbe latter still to come. Prom-
inent on tbe House calendar are tbe Philip-
pine government bin, the anti*anarchlBt bill,
the Paciflo cable bill and a host of others
wblch should be acted upon before adjourn-
ment. Saturday was devoted to tbe private
calendar and to-day In the House has been
set aside for tbe consideration of bills eman-
ating from the Committee on the District of
Columbia.

Thursday witnessed the exit of Secretary
Long from the cabinet and his succession by
Mr. Moody of Massachusetts as the new Sec-
retary of the Navy. It was with manifest
and freely expressed relief that Mr. Long
vacated the office, wblch the Spanish war
bad made particularly onerous. In fact, bad
It not been for his disinclination to " retire
under fire," Mr. Long would have long be-
fore resigned from tbe Cabinet. Mr. and
Mrs. Long left Washington immediately for
tbelr Massachusetts taeme.

On Friday the President went to Annapolis
and presented to the graduating cadets their
diplomas. The presentation was preceded Dy
a characteristic speech In which Mr. Roose-
velt charged the young men with tbe respon-
sibilities of their future positions and empha-
sized the fact that the slightest Inattention to
duly on their part might result disastrously
to the country which they had sworn to
serve.

The advent of lime. Cambon, wife of the
French Ambassador, to Washington BOclety
on Thursday was the occasion ot an unusually
brilliant reception at the embassy. Mroo.
Cambon bos not been in this citv for a num-
ber of years and It is unders;ool that bar
esidence here will be marked by a number
if elaborate entertainments In tbe not distant

future. A large number ot people in diplc-
matio and official circles extended a cordial
welcome on tbe evening of her reception.
