He stated tbat
the islands vcre the door to the Chinese
trade which was well worth cultivating aB
the trade between Chiua and all foreign na-
tions already aggregated $250,000,000 p r
annum and would increase greatly within
the next few years. To-day or to morrow,
should tbe Senate adjourn over today, Sena-
tor Peterson will again speak on the Philip-
pines. He will probably be followed by Sen-
ators Burrows, Spooner, Bailey, Fettus and
Clay and Senator Bacon has not yet finished
bis speech so that there seems to be no hope
tbat the bill will be disposed of this month.

As If to protract tbe already tedious session
of Congress there has ariBen a serious dash
between tho Senate and the House over the
Army appropriation bill. When the Senate
passed this bill it so amended it as to make it
possible to use a portion of tbe sum approprl-*
atedforthe construction of permanent bar-
racks and the douse', jealous of Its prerogative
of (ultiitiog appropriation?, not only refused
to concur in̂  the amendment but instrnctod
its conferees not to yield to tbe conferees of
the Senate on this point and notified the Sen-
ate tbat it bad done so, when asking for a
conference. This action the Senators resent
as they say that all conferences must ba "full
and free." Although the Senate has had the
request of the House for a conference nearly
a week and has several times discussed the
instructions of the House no action bos yet
been taken. What will be the ultimate end
no one can foretell as members of both bodies
decltmi that they will nut yield, but deadlock
over so important a measure as the Army
Appropriation bill cannot continue, and
there is prospect tbat much time will be
wasted in the effort to get together.

No really important legislation haa been
enacted by the House Blnce the passage of the
Naval Appropriation bill although a large
amount of routine. bUFiuess has been disposed
of. Friday tbe House devoted itself to pen-
sion bills and the discussion of some o f tbo
proposed measures was the occasion of a
Bbarp tilt between Representatives Suiter
and Hull. Representative Locd made an at-
tack on tbo methods of the House in dealing;
witb pensions, olafmlng that laws sufficiently
liberal should be enacted to caver all cases
and that thereafter no special pension bills
should be passed by Congress, which body,
he claimed, was unable to pass such bpeclno
bills intelligently or to give tbe merits of In-
