LOSSES AT QETTI811UJIG.

Story ol tho Greut Loss ot Lifo In th
Most Komiii'kulile Jlnttlu In History.

IContinued from last week.]

THE GRANDEST ACT OP ALL.

And now let us recall tbe grandest act ol
nil- It was getting towards evening, an
tbe battle had raged along tbe Emmetts
burg road and out by tbe Peach Orchard,
In vain had our brave troops fought ani
died. Tbe Third Corps had been rolled back,
crushed and almost annihilated ; tbe Wbeai
Field had been swept by line otter line of
battle; Little Bound Top had been saved,
and Hood's Teians -were being gradually
driven down the crest; the gallant Sickle
bad been carried to the rear from where h
had fallen, crushed and bleeding. Still the
battle raged along the whole line ; a crucial
moment bad arrived. A great gap existed
on the left ot the Second Corps, and tbe
victorious and exulting foe was moving for-
ward to push through the threatened point,bn
were still far off. Hancock, swing a largi
force emerging from the timber, and thinking
it woe some of our own forces, galloped to
meet them only to discover a dtvlBlon of th
enemy. He was met by a volley in which
was wounded tbe only aide he had with him,
Captain W. D. W. Miller, a very noble young
officer.

" OOIi. COLYILLE, C1UIU1E THAT LINK !"

The danger to the Union line was imminent
but one small regiment—the Firat Minnesota
—was anywhere near. Hancock quickly rode
toward it, and called oat, " What regiment U
tills!1 "Tho First Minnesota," came tbe
answer. Tben pointing to the Confederate
columns advancing to seize the unoccupied
heights ot Cemetery Ridge, and should they
succeed disaster to the Uulon Army would
surely result, the General said: " Colonel
Colville, charge that line." At this moment
the ECene was one of appalling grandeur
Little Round Top was wreathed in smoke, the
crash of artillery was re-echoing from all the
woods; linos of battle were charging back and
forth over tbe valley of death and tlio whole
crest of Cematery nidge was a blaze of lire.
The men of tbe F/ret Minnesota Instantly
knew what Hancock's order meant—death or
woundB for every man in the ranks, the sacri-
fice of the entire command in order -to gain a
few minutes' time, and thus save the position
and probably the battlefield. Every man saw
and accepted the sacrifice. Responding to
Coivilie's rapid orders, the command, In per-
fect line, with arms at a "right shoulder
shift," went sweeping'down tbe slope directly
upon the enemy's centre. No hesitation, no
stopping to fire; silently and at a ft doublo
quick," tben at a " run," then at the utmost
speed, they went, fcr the only hope of being
ible to reaeb the enemy through the storm of

fire that met them was by spued. " Charge,'
screamed Colville, as tbo regiment neared the
advancing lines ot tbe enemy. Then In a rush
with leveled bayonets, the First Minnesota,
with momentum and desperation, went crash-
ing through tbe first line. Then a volley and
tho centre of the enemy broke and was for a
few minutes thrown into confusion, -The
very ferocity of tbe onsetseemedfora time to
paralyza them. The object was accom-
plished ; time, short as it was, was gained,
and before the long lines ol tbe Confederates
could b'e straightened out the reserve was on
the ground and the position was saved.

NO MORE GALLANT DEED IH HI8T0BY.

Butatwhatasacrince I Colville and evory
other oftlcer, except two, wore weltering in
their blood, killed or wounded. Tben the few
survivors fell back, leaving dead and wounded
83 per cent, of tbe gallant men that charged
ten minutes before. The annals of -war con-
tain no such record of true heroism, valor
md selfsacrltice. Neither was it in vain, for

.the execution of tbe movement was complete

threw down their arms and surrendered,
Marshall Sherman, ot Company C, capturing
tbe odors o! the Twenty-eighth Virginia.

As if to confirm the wisdom of tbe Senate
in passing the Lodge bill, providing for tbe
further extension of civil government in the
Philippines, a report has just reached Secre-
tary Hoot from Mr. Luke Wright, Acting
Governor of tho Philippine Islands, and a
Democrat, stating that there IB now no ob-
stacle to tbe extension of civil government to
all of the archipelago, aBide from the fiforo
country. Governor Wright advises that in
some provinces the army be retained in con-
trol until tbe crops mature ia August, for the
reason that, because of the perfect organiza-
tion of the military branch, assistance may
be more readily extended to the natives until
sucb time as they receive tbe results ot their
agricultural labors. Secretary Root has is-
sued a general order by which the permanent
military establishment of the government Is
to be reduced to 06,000 men, a reduction of
10,000. In the light of these facts the conten-
tions of the Democratic partisans appear par-
iicularly ridiculous. The Philippine bill,
which was passed on tbe date of my last let-
ter, carried by a vote 48 to SO, Senators Wel-
lington, Hoar and Sdasou being the only Re-
publicans to vote against it.
