IFrom Our Regular Correspondelit.1
Washington, June 10,1003.

On Friday the President Bent to Congress
a moBsago devoted exclusively to tbe subject
of Cuban reciprocity. There k nothing dom-
ineering or dictatorial about Mr. Roosevelt's
utterance. It is a straightforward, forceful
appeal to Congress to carry to a successful
issue tbe ereat work begun when the United
States declared war agaiuat Spain tvwause o(
the oppression which she bad visited upon
Cubs, and which ended with tbe establish-
ment of the republic of Cuba, Mr. Roose-
velt urges Congress not to curtail the mag-
nanimous policy of tbls great and powerful
nation by baiting before the complete fulfill-
ment of the pledges she has made to Cuba, to
the world, bat, more than all, to herself; not
to permit sordid and selfish reasons to deter
her from insuring to the new born republio
that measure of prosperity which can result
only from generous reciprocal concessions.
He expresses the firm conviotion that Buch
concessions wilt not injure any industry in
this country. He dwells upon the fact that,
by tbe limitations which we hove placed on
Cuba's foreign policy through the Fiatt
amendment, we have obligated ourselves to
grant her special concessions in return.

Before Mr. Roosevelt Bent his message to
Congress it was urged upon him tbatsuch a
course would be inexpedient, that it would
have a tendency to injure his chances of a re'
nomination, that it might even injure tbe
chances of a Republican victory at the polls,
but these objections had no weight with the
President, He regards tbfi enactment of a
law providing for Cuban reciprocity as a
duty and with him the conviction that a cer-
tain action Is his duty outweighs all other
considerations. His manly exposition of his
convictions cannot but command tbe respect
of all true Americans whether they take issue
with his reasoning or not. In the words of
tho late respected " Jerry " Rusk, " IIs oocn
his duty and he done it." The responsibility
now rests with Congress.

So far as I have been able to learn, tbe
President's message, while commanding re-
spect, produced little effect upon tlm oppo-
nents of Cuban reciprocity. They say that
Mr. Roosevelt's views are purely sentimental
and that be is mistaken is his conclusions BB
to tbe outeome of a reciprocal arrangement.
Senator Elkins said, after the message was
read, that he saw no reason to change his
views; that the President had revealed no
new pliaso of the situation and that in his
(ISikina') opinion, the sugar trust would be
the only beneficiary of Cuban reciprocity.
Senator Bard declined to discuss tbe situation
beyond saying that ho had not changed his
opinion. Representative Tawney said, "The
President is mistaken and tho only result of
bis message, if it has any, will b9 to make the
opposition more solid than before." Repre-
sentative Long said that the President's mes-
sage would result in the prompt passage of
the Cuban bill, but Mr. Long has held that It
would pass from the flrBt. On Saturday Sen
ator Klkins introduced a resolution providing
for the annexation of Cuba as a State.

The determination of the Senate to vote on
the Nicaraguan Canal bill on Thursday will
'clear the decks for action" on tbe Spooner

bill, which will probably be reported from
the Committee on Eolations with Cuba to-
day or to-morrow. It is still impossible to
foretell what action the Senate will take on
the canal question .although it is generally
believed tbat the Spooner resolution will be
passed. The greater part of Friday was Bpent
by the Senate in secret session, the nomina-
tion of General Crozler as Chief of Ordnance
being under consideration. Senator Proctor
made a vigorous speech against the confirma-
tion of Crozierwhile Senator Cockrell upheld
it. Senator Foraker also spoke in favor of
confirmation, as did Senators Warren and
Harris, but no final action was taken and no
statement was made public.

On Friday the House of Representatives
passed the Irrigation bill previously passed by
the Senate. The passage of this bill by, a
generous majority will be a source of the
greatest satisfaction to Senator Hansbrough
and Representatives Mondell and Newlanda,
who have worked for it Indefatlgably during
tbe entiro oranion. Under the provisions of
the bill tbe Secretary of. the Interior is au-
thorized to begin the great work of irrigating
the arid portions of numerous Western States
immediately* On Wednesday tho House de-
feated the Corliss Pacific Cable bill and en
Tuesday the Lacey hill, providing for a trans-
fer of the care of the Forest Reserves from
the Department of the Interior to the Depart-
nien of Agriculture, was rejected. Saturday
waa devoted to pensions and to-day will be
spent on miscellaneous legislation.

On Wednesday the House will take up the
Philippine bill reported from the committee
on Insular Affaire and It is possible tbat the
Lodge bill will be offered as a substitute The
consideration of this bill in tbe House Is not
regarded with" apprehension by the party
leaders, Despite the efforts of ihoDemocrn-
tio press to mislead the people and of the
Democratic politicians to distort tbe facts,
current events in tbe Philippines are serving
as a continual demonstration of the wisdom
and justice of the policy of the administration
In tho islands'. Tho Insurrection is ended and
even the bands of outlaws, who for years have
been following tho nefarioUB calling of brig-
ands and, more recently, have boon prosecut-
ing a sporadic and guerilla warfare upon the
American troops, have b&en reduced to a
minimum. 'The more intelligent portion of
the Filipinos, under the benevolent guidance
of the Philippine Commission, long since
turned their attention to the arts of peace and
with the extended authority which the Lodge
bill will confer upon the commission, an era
of prosperity will tie inaugurated such as tho
heretofore unfortunate inhabitants have
never known. The Republican leaders, keenly
alive to the fact that the enactment of the
Lodge bill will be promptly followed by an
influx of capital to the islands, will ncithor
delay that end nor haggle over details and
within a few montbB American enterprise will
have produced a condition of affairs in the
Philippines which will put to shame tbese
Democrats who, in their eftortB to deceive the
public, have slandered tbe army and foretold
unprecedented evil as a result of the humane
policy inaugurated by President McKinley
and carried out to tbe letter by his earnest
and enorgotlo successor.

Supreme Court IJocldiM ARalnst the

County In Smullpox Case,

Rockaway toirnshlp can felicitate itself
upon having won a substantial victory in IU
action against the County of Morris for the
recovery of money spent in tbe care and
maintenance of tbe family ot Columbui
Blanchnrd, when members of that family
was in the fall of 1899 stricken with small-pox.
The amount Bued for was $593.71, the action
being brought in the Morris County Circuit
Court, being from thence certified to the
Supreme Court on an order by JuBtlce Qar-
retson when an isBue arose which had never
before been the Bubject of adjudfcatfou in tbe
New Jersey law courts. As will be seen from
the subjoined text of tbe Supreme Court's
decision, tbe county is held liable for all the
expense occurred except tbe cost of quaran-
tining the Blancbard family. This item,
which was set down in the bill of demand at
$102, will have to be paid out of tbe townsbip •
funds. Ford D. Smith, of this town, prose-
cuted tbe case for Rockaway township. The
full text of the Supreme Court's decision fol-
lows:

The declaration discloses the following
situation : Columbus Blanchnrd and family
were residents of Rockaway township, and
being, all of them, sick of small-pox, and so
poor as to be unable to provide for themBelvw,
application was made in their behalf to tb»
Overseer of tbe Poor of said townsbip for
relief. He, in turn, applied to a Justice of
the Peace, under the statute; the justice,
upon evidence adduced, determined the legal
settlement of Bald poor personB to be in that
townsbip and ordered the overBeer to remove
them to tbe poor house of tbe County of Mor-
ris, and to deliver thnn there with the order
of removal, to tbe Poor House Steward; tbe
overBeer tendered to the Bteward the warrant
ot removal, with a copy of proofs attached,
informed him of the condition and sickness of
filanchard and his family, and requested him
to receive them Into tbe poor house, which
request was refused ; the Township Commit-
tee and its asseBior (who compose tbe local
board of health of tbe township) then took
charge of Blancbard and his family, quaran-
tinecrthem, and provided them with necessary
medical attendance, nurses and medicines. .

The action is brought by tbe township to
recover from the county the moneys thuB ex-
pended by the former.

The thirty-second section of tbe not to in-
jorporate Chosen Freeholders io therespective
counties of this State, providesthat, wben the
Board of Freeholders shall have purchased or
built a county poor house, tbe poor of the
county shall be Bent to and kept in such poor
house, at tbe charge and expense of tb*
county.

Uen Stat., p. 414. .
The thirty-first section of the act for the .

settlement and relief of the poor, requires the
Overseer of the Poor of the township, upon
proceedings had before a Justice of the Peace, .
such as are set out in this declaration, to
deliver the poor person named in tbe order of
removal to the steward of the county poor
house.

Gen. Stat., p. 2513.
The tacts set out by the plaintiff in its

declaration show a practical compliance with
this provision of thBpoor act by the Overseer
of tbe Poor of Hpckaway township, for the
refusal of tbe steward ot tbe poor house to ...
receive Blancbard and his family was a -
waiver of their actual delivery to him by tbe
overseer, and, this being so, tbe county there-
by became charged with tbe expense ot
thereafter maintaining them.
. So much, therefore, of the moneys sought,
to be recovered in this aotion as were ex- /
ponded by tbe township in the support and
maintenance of these poor people, it is entitled
to be repaid by the county.

But tbe moneys expended iu maintaining a
quarantine of these small-pox patients, ano in
preventing the spread of that disease, stand. '
upon another footing. By virtue of the pro-
visions of a supplement to the Board of Health
act, approved March 29,1893. the local board ,
ot health in any city, borough, town or other
local government (and tbia latter Includes
townships) when conditions such as are Bet out
in the declaration eiifiit, are authorized to.
expend such sums as, in their judgment, are
necessary for the protection o[ the public.
health, and the local municipal authorities
are given power to pay to the local board of
health the moneys necessary for such expendi-
ture.

Gen. Stat. p, 1045, see. 53.
Tto expense ot maintaining a quarantine

having been'incurred by the towpsbip com-
mittee and tbe townsbip assessor, in their
capacity as the local board ot health, they ate
entitled to have the moneys necessary to de-
fray this expense paid to them out of the '
funds of the township, and not out ot the
county treasury ; and there Is nothing in the
statute which requires tbe county to reim- •
bursa the township for such expenditures.

This portion ot the plaintiff's claim, there-
fore, is without legal merit.

It appearing upon the face of tbe declara-
tion tbat tbe plaintiff is entitled to be paid by .
tbe defendant a portion of the moneys Bued ;
for, a legal cause of action Is disclosed.

Tbe demurrer Bhould be over-ruled with
costs to the plaintiff.
