PROCEEDINGS.

Morrlstown Gas Company Gets a Cov-

eted Privi lege.

The coveted privilege of furnishing gas to
tbe residents ot Mount Tabor for heat and
light was on Wednesday granted to the Hor-
ristown Gas Company by the Board of Cbosen
Freeholders. Tbe first move toward furnish-
ing gas to Mount Tabor was made by the
Dover, Rockn way and Fort Oram Gas Com-
pany at the June meeting. No formal appli-
cation was mode, however, and a few day!
ago the Morristown Company made a forms'
application to the Road Committee for the
privilege of. opening the streets to Mount
'abor and this was granted on Wednesday

in order that the Mount Tabor people may
get gas as soon as possible. Bow the resi-
dents of Tabor will like this action Is a mat-
ter for conjecture, for the Morrlstown Gas
Company's charge Is $1.75 per thousand feet
as agaiDBt $1.25 charged by the Dover Gas
Company. ,

W. B. Kilmer, who at tbe June motting
presented the petitions from the residents of
'abor asking that permission be granted to

the Dover Company, and who was again pres-
nt on Wednesday, evidently had thlB differ-

ence in mind when he aaked if this action
barred out all other companies, stating that
the Mount Tabor people wished to obtain the
jest terms possible. Major Dalrymple, chair-
lan of the Road Committee, with a compre-

hensive sweep of his arms, replied: " Hot at
all; it's free to all; send in your applications!1'

In a communication from the mayor of
Butler It was stated that Butler had granted a
ranchise tothe Butler Qas Company and re

quested the Board to grant the company the
privilege of opening the county roads for the
aying of mains. The communication was

referred to tbe Rood Committee.
The Finance Committee reported a balance

of 14,007.03, tbe receipts being $39,544.38 and
he disbursements (34,576.48.
Tbe Court House and Jell Committee re-

ported that there were twenty-seven prison-
ers in the jail, 41 having been committed and
forty-four discharged during the month.
Tbe committee approved bills to tbe amount
of f (137.88 for current expenses, which were
ordered paid. l

The Alms House Committee presented ap-
proved bills to the amount of $1,160 for tbe
current expenses of the alms house and chil-
dren's home, which were ordered paid, aud
reported that there were 100 lminates at the
alms house and that two deaths had occurred
during the month.

The Committee on Insurance and Mificei-
lany reported approved bills to the amount
of 11,723.81, which were ordered paid.

The Rood Committee presented approved
bills to the amount of $7,138 G7 on the State
Aid road account and (3,339 53 on the road
repair account, all being ordered paid. The
committee reported that work on all roads
was progression favorably.

Freeholder Spencer, chairman of the Court
House and Jail Committee, reported tbat the
committee had received bids for macadamiz-
ing Court House Lane and recommended that
the contract be awarded to Thomas Mtafeela,
whose bid was $239. It was so ordered.

The Committee on Printing and Election!
reported that they had not passed the election
bills as they thought the amounts charged
were excessive. They asked the opinion of
the Counsel in the matter and Mr. Quayle
stated that he did not see how the Board
could get out of paying the bills as they were.
Mr. Schonenberger, chairman of tbe com-
mittee, replied : "All right, then I will sign
the bills, but I don't agree with the Counsel.
I tblntc the amounts are too much for the
work."

Of Interest to Hunters and Fishermen
All the laws passed at the lost session of the

New Jersey Legislature, except where other-
wise provided in the act, went Into effect on
July 4 Included intheliitaro all the fish
and game laws of last winter, among them
the act requiring nqn-resldent gunners to pro-
cure a license. The general requirement 1B
that a nonresident gunner shall take out a
license good for one year, obtainable upon
payment ot $10 to any of the County Clerk,
ot the Btate. These certificates must be ex
posed for examination upon tbe demand ot
any game protector or game wardeD, failure
to comply rendering tbe non-resident gun-
ner liable to arrest and a fine ot (25, It this
1B not paid tbe gun or other paraphernalia pf
the gunner may be seized and after ten days
sold at public auction. One ot the exemp-
tions contained in tbe act permits the shoot-
ing without a license of wild water fowl,
snipe or mud hens. Thisclause was inserted
at the instances of the seaboard counties,
where duck and snipe shooting is a source of
revenue to guides, boatmen and others. Tho
act docs not apply to hunting or gunning on
preservoa now establiahed, and It was this
modification which led to tbe withdrawal of
the opposition of the clubs in tbe northern
lection of the Btate, whose members thought
it unreasonable that a license should be need
ed every timo a (riend was invited from an
other Btate. Non-residents owning an estate
in New Jersey on which they live for a part
of the year must have a license, but no cbargr
will be made for issuing it,

'OVBTll OF JUT.T CELEBRATED IJf

fagotlatlona by Governor Taft lit
Home Progress ing SntislnctorlJy—
President Roosovelt a t Plttsbui'B—
He GOOB to Oyster Bay for Much
Needed Rest,

Washington, July 7,1902.
Enthusiastic and heartfelt as was the cele-

iration of Independence Day In this country
his year, tbere is reason to belieye that it
POB even more so in tbe Pbilippiae Islands,

There, for the first time, the great day was
'eally celebrated by all tbe people in recog-
iltlon of the accomplishment of that liberty
or which they struggled in vain for so many
reara. By a bappy combination of otrcum-
Btance and direction, the Fourth of July saw
the last of military rule In the Islands and

io inauguration of civil government.
Under the provisions ot the Philippine bill

inacted by the Fifty-seventh Congress the
jreat privileges of tbe "Bill of Rights" are
conferred on tbe Philippine people and there

are none who will not rejoice at the blessings
thus bestowed upon them, unless, perhaps, it
be a few disgruntled politicians whoso dire
predictions have been disproved and whoBe
ittempts to make political capital out of the

efforts of the administration to establish
peaca in tbe islands have proved a boomer-
ang. By tbe provisions of the amnesty proc-
lamation of the President all political pris-
oners in the Philippines were released and

way paved for the liberation even of
ihose who had offended against society In
lome minor form.

Advices received at the Btate Department
indicate that the negotiations now being con-
ducted at Rome by Governor Taft are pro-
cessing at a satisfactory pace. Confronted
)y the difficult problem of supplying priests
;o minister to the large number of members

ot his churcb, when the friars Bhall have left
the inlands, the Fope desired to retain there "
all of those against whom no charge of mal-
feasance in office had been brought, but
Governor Taft, believing it to be necessary as

proof to the Filipinos that there will be no
'urther connection between church and State

as a further evldenoe tbat the present
government is in no way in sympathy with
the hated Spanish domination with which tbe

111 mark the beginning of an era of Bmall
land holdings in the Philippines which will,
it Is safe to presume, result as beneficially as
did the passage of the Homestead law in tho
United States.

On Thursday evening tbe Fresident left
Washington for Plttsburg, where be delivered
two addresses. In his public oration Mr.
Roosevelt for the first time put into practice
the policy which I outlined in these letters

week ago and the announcement of which
was eeut out by no other Washington corres-
pondent until July 2. I refer to his ardent
advocacy of Cuban reciprocity with a view to
so educating the publio asentiment as to re-
move all seriouB obstacles to tbe ratification
of tbe reciprocal treaty with Cuba which be'
will submit to Congress as soon as the short
session convenes. It was on June 25 that
Judge Long, pf Kansas, explained to me the
President's Intentions, and I understand that
In every publio speech which the Fresident
will make betweennow and tbe time Congress
convenes next December Cuban reciprocity,
whioh in toe President's mind is so closely ,,
allied with national honor, will receive
marked attention and exploitation. In Min-
nesota, where the Republican platform Is
somewhat indefinite in ite handling of this
subject, Mr. Roosevelt will dwell on it with
espBclal emphasis.

On the day before the President left Wash-
ington Secretary Cortelyou asked me to mako
it clear tliat the President was going to Oyster
Bay to secure a much needed rest and that he
will sincerely appreciate the consideration of
those public and private citizens who permit
him to spend his vacation in comparative
retirement with his family. Secretaries
Cortelyou and Loob, who bave accompanied
the Fresident to Oyster Bay, have taken cot-
tages in- tbe village and offices have been
secured In the town for tbe transaction of
suoh business as may be imperative, so that,"
In so far as possible, Mr. Roosevelt may re-
main undisturbed in his summer borne. A
long distance telephone has been Installed fa
the temporary White House so that Secretary
Barura, who remains In charge In Washing-
ton, will be able to conmunfeato with tba
offices at Oyster Bay at any time and all
routine business will be transacted here. On
Auguat 14 the Fresident will leave Oyster
Bay for the New England States, where h«
will pay a number of visits and he will then
go West, not returning to Washington until
October 8, the date on whloh the Grand Army
encampment in this oity will begin.
