Dover Gas Company's Appl icat ion Not
Acted Upon,

At an adjourned meeting of the Board of
Chosen Freeholders' held on Wednesday
morning the contract for the 1'oiupton Plains
road, about three quarters of a mile long,
was awarded to Colfaz & Steele, whose price
was $2,437.30. There were two other bids,
tbat of James C. Stanley for t:i,3i:).43 and of
tbe Freaknms Btone Crushing Company, of
Fatersou, whose bid was £3,791.41. A repre-
sentative of tbe latter tirm waB present and
protested against the awarding of tbe con-
tract to Colfal & Steele, claiming that that
firm's bid was irregular in that the bid was
not accompanied by the sample of the rock
as required and furthermore that the sample
finally sent was not trap rock, ending bis re-
marks with a demand that Colfax & Bteele'e
bid be thrown out and the contraot awarded
to his company as the next loweut bidder.

Freeholder Mills asked to hear from the
Road Committee and Major Dalrymple, the
chairman, Bald that tbe sample was there.

" Did It come nltn tbe bid i" persisted Mr.
Mills.

Director Becker then explained that Coltax
& Steele bad on a former bid cent a sample
of their rock and in this bid they bad referred
to that Bample.

Major Dalrymple stated that the rook was
the same material being used on tbe New-
foundland road.

Mr. Colfax, of tbe firm of Colfax & Steele,
who was present, was asked whether bis
specimen waB trap rock, and ho replied :

" Uncertainly Is. The State Road Inspector
has visited our quarries and examined our
rock, pronouncing It a good rock."

It la what fs knotvo to the trade as blasted
granite and I say again tbe specimen is not
trap rock," rejoined tho representative of the
Freakness Company,

Freeholder Bhonenberger remarked: " We
will take Mr, Colfax's word that it is trap
rook,"

Engineer King was askod his opinion and
9 said tbat bis impression was tbat i t was

not trap rock, but that it mlgh t̂, require an
analysis to prove that it was not.

Former Mayor Quayle, counsel of tbe
Board, settled the dispute by saying : "It
the bid calls for trap rock the contractor will
have to put trap rock down and the Road
Committee must Bee to it tbat he doss it."

The motion to award tbe coil tract to Colfax
& Strain was then carried.

Superintendent J. W. Baker, of the Dover,
Rock-away and Port Oram Gas Company,
was ou hand with a petition from all tbe res-
idents from Dover to Mt. Tabor asking tbat
the franchise asked by the Dover cotnpanj
be granted^ The Dover company had pre-
sented a formal request to tho Road Commit
tee, but Director Becker before the meeting
told Mr. Baker tbat the Board would trans-
act no other business than that for which
they met, OB It was a " special meeting."
This layB over the Dover application for an-
other month, but if the Road Committee
meant what they said, " that It was free to
all," the franchise will be granted next month.

N. B. Kilmer, who baa represented the
Tabor people before the Board, stated that be

did not believe the Morristbwn Gas Com-
pany wanted to go to Tabor at all but that a
member of the Board Interested in tbe Hock-
away Electric Light Company bad got them
to make their application.

Tbe Sugar trust, for instance, has materially
reduced the price of sugar to the consumer
and at the Bame time has employed a large
number of American workmenatgoodwageB.
The Standard Oil Company bas reduced the
prloe of oil to the consumer to the minimum.
It stands to reason tbat institutions doing a
large business can afford to employ experts
in all their-departments and with their help
reduce the cost ot production to tbe lowest ,'.
figure and at tbe same time realize the great-
eat returns from the by-products, The Beer
trust, on the other hand, has brought publio
condemnation on itself and, as a result, tbe
Federal government 1B now prosecuting It in . -
the courts. If the Attorney General _deema
tbe present law Inadequate to enable him to
accomplish proper supervision and restraint ,
over tbe trusts, Congress will stand ready to
hold up bis hands by the enactment of legis-
lation which will prove efficient."
'Referring to the canal, Senator Foraker '

said that, in so far as he had been informed,,
everything possible waB being done to facili-
tate its construction and that be believed, ,
there was nothing but demBgogery back of
Democratic claims to thecontrary. The Sen-
ator frankly admitted that there was a time
when ho feared that tbe Democrats might
gain control of the HouBeat the fall elections
but Btated that now he had every confidence .
