Wbile intenso disappointment is felt be-
cause the conference called by President
tooseyelt between tbo coal nine operators
,nd the representatives of tbe Btrlkers failed

accomplish its purpose, there is evident on
.11 sides a feeling of deep gratitude to tbo
^resident for bis manly and eloquent appeal

the contending parties to sink their rlghu
ind differences in the interest of patriotism
ind humanity. Mr. Roosevelt made no e t -
impt to adjudicate tbe differences or even

to argue the case. He Blmply presented the
[de of the American public, BO large a pro-
iortlon of which is doomed to Buffer OB a re-
ult of tbe strike, notwithstanding the fact
;bat It is in no way involved in tbe causes
leading up to it.

President Mitchell, on behalf of the Mine
Workers' Union, offered to submit all dlSer-
mces to a tribunal to be appointed by the
'resident, but the operators refused to rec-

ignlzs Mitchell or the union be represents,
'hey asserted that if order were preserved
>y the State or Federal authorities, they
would be able to mine a large percentage of
the capacity of the mines, and in the absenoe
if such order they did not consider that they

were properly responsible for tbe existing
ondition of affairs. Bo far as can be seen,
he conference accomplished nothing, both
parties being intent on holding out to the bit-
ter end, regardless of tbe suffering caused to
in innocent public It is claimed that the
President will take further action, though of
rhat nature it ia impossible to predict.

Morgan stated that as a result of tbe Attorney
General'B action, there would occur a great
disturbance of the financial interests of the
country, to which the President replied, " I
im neither a bull nor a bear in Morgan stock.

I am President of the United States and am
sworn to exeoute- the law. I would proceed
against you or any of your combination! ai
quickly as 1 would agalnBt a striker—not be-
cause I am opposed to capital or labor, except
as either of them may be violators of the
laws of the country." By that statement it
Is claimed that the President incurred tbe"
bitter enmity of Mr. Morgan, and that the
latter Is absolutely unwilling, therefore, that
any settlement of the coal strike Bbould come
about aa a result of the President's efforts,
for the reason that such a result would add
to the latter's popularity.

In this connection It Is further intimated '
that Mr. Morgan has had much in do with
the ftoanolal stringency in New York, to
alleviate which Secretary Shaw has been
obliged to take such drastic measures, Jt U
even claimed that Mr. Morgan used his In-
fluence to bring out the gold Democrats at
the New York Demoorattu Convention, and
tbat it is a part of his policy to defeat the
Republican party in the coming election and
In tbat of 1004. The personal defeat of Mr.
Roosevelt, the only man who is bold enough
to oppose him, is aaid to be his end. He can
afford to promote the defeat of the Republi-
can party for the reason that a Democratlo
House would be powerless to effect tariff re-
form so long as tbe Senate remains Republi-
can, as it must for the next Bix years; where-
aB on the other hand, he fears that a Republi-
can House might mean the reduction of cer-
tain tariff schedules dear to him and his
financial friends. To what extent these as-
eumptlons are founded on fact it Is hard to'
determine, but it is universally recoglzed that
Mr. Morgan's influence would immediately
end the coal strike if thrown on the side of
tbe President.
