G. A. R, VETERANS IH WASHINGTON.
THOUSANDS WITNESS THE PABADB

ON PENNSYLVANIA AVENUE.

It la Estimated Unit 300,000 Strait'
Iters were In the City During the
Week-A Visit to Alexandria and
the Tomb ol Waabluetou.

The thirty-sixth annual encampment of tht
Grind Army of the Republic was held in
Washington, D. C, from Ootober Oth to 11th.
On Sunday patriotic services were bold in
many of the churchM. It is roughly esttnat-
ed that from 65,000 to 60,000 visitor! arrived
la the city on that day.

Leaving Dover on Monday, October 6, at
5:55 p. m., I arrived in Washington at 4:30a.
m. Tuesday morning. The Ebbitt HOUBB wo*
the headquarters of the National and various
State department**, including that of New
Jersey,wberel registered, afterward viewing
the parade on Pennsylvania avenue, wbiob
comprised detachments of artillery, cavalry
and infantry of the regular army, naval vet'
erans, marines, District of Columbia National
Guard, ex-prisoners of war and Spanish war
veterans. Among the interesting features
was a fine brass band mounted.

In the afternoon, in company with several
others, I took the trolley cars for Mount Ver-
non. Passing over the historic Long Bridge,
we arrived at the quaint old city of Alexan-
dria, familiar to maDy Boldlers.- The cars
being delayed, we amused ourselves by pitch-
ing pennies and nickels out of the car win-
dows and watching the colored boyB scramble
for them. We finally induced fonr of them
to come into the car and BIDK tor in.

Arriving at Mount Vernon, wblch li
beautiful place, we visited the old mansion
where Washington lived and died, and vlewnd
wltb interest the various other bulldlpgs
Then wo visited the tomb of Washington,
where hto remains and those of bis beloved
wife reBt near the banks of the blue Potomao
they loved so well. Tbe grounds and trees
lurroundlng tbe mansion are well kept. I
purchased" a book of views and plucked a
sprig of ivy from tbe tomb and a persimmon
from a neighboring tree as mementoes of tbe
visit. I returned to Washington in the even-
Ing and found the city brilliantly illuminated,
while at Intervals a powerful searchlight was
turned upon tbe dome of the Capitol and the
Washington monument.

On Wednesday morning tbe various Posts
Of the O> A. It. from, I believe, every State
and Territory In the Union, 25,000 strong,
assembled at their respective headquarters,
a t 11 o'clooktbe parade started and at 4:20
the last man passed the reviewing Btand, on
which were Beated General Torranoe, tbe Na-
tional Commander of tbe Q. A. R , and many
others. There, arm in arm, gazing silently
upon the Grand Army, stood General Daniel
Q. Sickles and General James Longstreet.
Crutches replaced the leg which Sickles lost
at Gettysburg In'defense of the Union, while
an empty Bleeve bore testimony to the gallant
service of. Longstreet In the Confederate
army. ,

It was an Ideal autumn day. The air was
oiled with golden sunshine, and looking from
tbe Capitol up Pennsylvania avenue the side-
walks, wlndowB and roofB of houses wero
filled with people, and. flags and decorations
were everywhere, vividly reminding the old
vets, of tbe grand review on Hay 23-23,1805,
when nearly 200,000 so'dters, returning from
the war, marched np tbe same avenue.

First to pass the reviewing stand were the
boys from Minnesota, followed by the Soni
of Veterans as escort and the Pennsylvania
Reserves. Next came Illinois, one of the
Posts headed by a pretty girl bugler. Then
the Fennsylvanla Posts, 6,000 strong, went
marching by, followed by hundreds of others,
one of which was headed by a brass band
composed of nearly all young ladies. The
Post from Florida was headed by two negroes
carrying an alligator in a cage. The Kansas
boys carried umbrellas painted to represent
gigantic sunflowers, and many other Posta
carried emblems to represent tbe States from

nod they came. During the parade Pres-
ident Roosevelt drove down the line.

At night I attended a reception in Conven-
tion Hall, where a.welcorae- was extended by
somo sixty prominent ladies of the G. A, R,
and Woman's Relief Corps, representing va-
rious Mates, and the gnests were entertained
wltb vocal and instrumental musio.

On Thursday Ivisited the Medical Museum,
Smithsonian Institute, Botanical Garden,
National Museum and the Capitol. At 7 30
p. m., in Farragut tent, Camp Roo evelt, 1
attended the reunion of the Third Army
Corps, In whioh I served so long. Major
Richardson was chairman. The Gerrish
Quartette sang "Tenting oh tbe Old Camp
Ground." As General StckleB, who command-
ed the old Third Corps, arose to speak he was
greeted with hearty cheers. Thanking them
for the ovation he said: "When I addressed
you ten years ago on the occasion of our re-
union in this city I had no right to suppose
that I would again see you. The hand of
Almighty Providence has Indeed been kind
and sparing, and I greet you, comrades, from
tbe very bottom of my heart. It is wltb sor-
row that I notice our fast decreasing rankB,
but though our lives are mortal and our days
are numbered, the deeds we have done will
Jive forever. With such a galaxy of great
and noble commanders, it 1B no wonder the
Third Corps of the Army of the Potomao has
now its place in history. Always intrepid,
always alert, they were leaders worthy of
such men as you, my comrades, and you were
worthy of your leaders, When we went for-
ward in 1801, the Bower of American youth,
we gave freely to our country services that
no gold could ever buy, nor even compensate,
We were not Boldlers of fortune, but offered
our lives that the Union might live. Xbe Bun
has never shone upon a braver or more loyal
set of men than tbe Army of the Fotomao,
nor has tbe world ever beheld such victories
astboy won. Thevlotory is yours; tbe glory
.yours, and belongs to you and your posterity
forever. Future historians will vis with one
anothpr in their efforts to record your deeds.
Again I fay, no wonder such victories attend-
ed you, and I, as your leader, glory In the
thought As a pupil of Hooker, I Inherited
regiment, brigade and division, organizations
that be bad organised and led before me and
whom he bad taught to give battle—for tuoato
man that I was and fortunate men were
you."

THE VOAX, STMIKE SITUATION.

Mltohell Agrees to Submit the Cose
to a Hoard of Arbi trators .

The glad tidings was heralded through the
country yesterday afternoon that tbe coal
strike, wblcb has existed for tbe past flvo
months, had virtually been settled by tbe
qualified acceptance on the part of the strike
leaders of the proposition advanced by tbe
operators to bave President Roosevelt appoint
a board of arbitration consisting of five mem-
bBrs eompoped of an army engineer, a oivil
engineer, a Supreme Court Judge, an eminent
sociologist and some person having knowledge
of the coal business Mitchell's refusal to ac-
cept this proposition unleBB Labor was repre-
sented on tbe board, brought about a slight
modification of the proposition of tbe oper-
ators, and the board as appointed consists of
six members, the distinctive Labor represent-
ative on it being K. E. Clark, Grand Chief of
tbe Order of Railway Conductors, Mitchell,
by advice of labor leaden, has accepted tbe
termB and issued a call for a convention to
be held probably in Wilkes-Barre on Monday
to take action on the proposition. There is
no doubt as to the result, and on Monday
morning the mines are expected to resume
work with the conditions existing at the com-
mencement of the strike.

Tbe personnel of tbe board is as follows:
Brigadier General John M. WllBon, U. 8.

A. (retired), formerly chief of engineers. He
bas had charge of engineering worke on
rivers and harbors, etc., the building of the
Army Medical Museum and Library, comple-
tion of the Washington mounment and many
other works, His position may be considered
neutral.

Edward Wheeler Parker, statistician, at-
tached to the United Btatee Geological Sur-
vey, and author of tbe annual reports on tbe
production of coal, coke and salt in the
United States. He may alBO be olassed as
neutral.

George Gray, Judge ol tbe Circuit Court,
Third United States Circuit. He was a mem-
ber of tbe International Commission of Arbi-
tration at Tbe Hague convention two years
ago. He may be considered as neutral. '

Thomas H. WatkinB, of Scranton, a former
independent coal operator, with a probable
leaning to the side of tbe operators, '

John L. Spauldlng, Roman Catuollo Bishop
of Feorla. His position on the question Is not
known, but bis sympathies may bo said to be
on the 8MB of labor,

E E.Clark, Grand Chief of the order of
Railway Conductors. He does not believe in
compulsory arbitration.

The recorder ia Carroll D. Wright, United
States Commissioner of Labor. While a
member.of the Massachusetts Legislature he
secured the passage of a number of labor
laws. He may be classed as a Labor man.

It is stated tbat these men will'not accept
their appointments unless thoroughly assured
that their decision will be unhesitatingly
accepted and lived up to. The work of the
board may take anywhere from six weekB to
six months. Anyhow, tbe general public
will make hoy while the sun shines—in other
words, tbey will absorb all the coal they are
able to buy and can get,
