By a decision o( tlw Supreme Court, handed
down on Monday, the ordinance under whlcb
the Board of Excise Commissioners of this

, 'eglslatlve' act providing for the
establishment of such excise boards being
declared unconstitutional, in that It was a
violation of Article 8 of the Constitution of
,ble State. The suit, of which the decision
n question was the outcome, was prosecuted

by L. D. Scbwarz, whose hotel property on
Sussex street, known as too " Central Hotel,"
bos been unoccupied for a long period of
.line, the Board of Excise Commissioners
Laving declined to grant a licence for tbe
place The suit wag brought against" tbe
Mayor, Recorder, Aldermen and Common
Coundlmen of DoTer," Town Attorney James
H. Neighbour appearing for the town of
Dover, while former Governor George T.
Wertawas counsel for Mr, Schwarz, Asa
result ot the Supreme Court's decision tbe
power to grant licenses is again vested in tbe
Common Counoll and tbe saloon will again
bo a factor In local politics, from which it
had been eliminated by the establishment of
1 Board of EXCISB Commissioners.

To enable readers of the EnA to arrive at a

1. Excise Commissioners are olllcfals for tho
performance of a public duty unconnected

by a Court of Common Pleas In view or
Article 8 of tbe Btate Constitution.

The Committee ou Insurance and MlBCel-
lany reported approved bilk to the amount
at 31,535.08, waicb were ordered paid.

Tbe Road Committee approved bills to the

committee recommended the transfer of (225
from the snow account to the road repair
account.
