There Is a rapidly growing conviction in
Washington that the Venezuelan episode ,
when passed will have added another laurel
to the reputation ot Secretary Hay as a ,
diplomat and that the course of straight-
forward diplomacy, as exemplified by Presi-
dent Roosevelt's exposition of the Monroe
Doctrine in OIB first metsaze to Congress, will
have scored another victory. The statement
that" The Powers concerned, (Qreat Britten..
and Germany) will deal solely with the United
States in tbe matter of arbitration," is re- ''
garded us the greatest recognition the Monroe
Dootrioehu ever received. The acceptance
by the Allies of the arbitration proposals
forwarded by Secretary Hay, although ac-
companied by some conditions which com- •
plicate thesituation, is regarded as forsbadow-
ing tbe peaceful conclusion of the present
dltflculty and tbe administration has turned
Its attention to facilitating tbat end. While
t Is obvioUB)y impossible for tbe United

States to guarantee the payment of such
indemnity and damages as may ba allowed
by the arbitrators, the government will make
t dear to such American financiers as may

become interested la tbesltuatlon, that it will
use its power to protect them in any loan they:
may make to Venezuela.

Secretary Hay, Ambassador Herbert and
Senator Depew, the latter representing the
SllgnianB, have already bad oae conference
with a view to determining what can be done-
to enable Venezuela to meet her obligations,
and it is believed that eventually, a satisfac-
tory settlement will be-the outcome ol tbe
nterest displayed by. the American bankers.

Representative Hitt, chairman of the commit •
tee on foreign affairs, said to-day: "Both
parties in the House believe that the admin-
istration ban-handled the Venezuelan affair .
with great] good judgment and tbe resolution
passed by tbe Houw asking' for information
should not be construed as arguing a want of '.

He •
further asserts that he bos been instructed to
m&kethbstatsmentby hiaSovereign. Under
the circumstances there'is little ground for
tbe claims set forth in naval circles and if the
administration traces their authorp there may
follow a Bevere reprimand.

The House of Representatives has demon-
strated its good faith on the trust question by
passing an appropriation bill wbtch provides -'••'
that $500,000 shall be placed at the disposal of
the Attorney-General for the prosecution of
trusts under the existing;.law. Although
raised as an amendment to tbe Legislative
bill, this is in accordance with the provisions
of Representative Hepburn's measure. It is
believed by many that when this bill la .
pOBsed by the Senate it will constitute all the
anti-trust legislation, enacted by the present
Congress. The supporters of thU policy
claim that, owing to a look of financial re- •
sources, it has never been possible for the
Attorney General to properly enforce the
Sherman law but that he will now be able to
do so and thatitwonld beiojudlcioue toenact
new Ieglsl&tloa or amend the present law .
until it has been.thoroughly tested in the ' .
courIB and its efflclency or the reverse dem- ,.
onstrated by legal decisions.

Reversing bis intentions as previously an- .-.
nounced, Senator Hoar has given notice to
tho Senate that he will introduce nn anti-
trust bill at this session. When seen on the
subject, however, it waa evident that ithe
Senator's intentions .were not well defined
and that what his bill would h0) and "even
whether it would be framed at nil, would de-
pend entirely on the decision ot the Attorney
General. If Mr. Knox decides that with the
hew appropriation he can better test the
Sherman law and withdraws the recommend- -
ations made in his PittBburg speech for the
present, the measure of the venerable Senator
from Massachusetts will not probably mater-
ialize this session.

The Cuban treaty is now in the hands of
tbe Senate and will receive prompt consider-
ation after the holidays. I t grants to Cuba
a concession of 25 per cent, from the Dtng-
ley rates and secures for tbe products ot the
United States ooucwlous varying from 20 to
40 per cent, and averaging about 33% per
cent.
