•a Vmw About »lne«r » '»• Have
Been Introduced In Each Honae.
Detail! ol Same E»peoli.llr Interest-
in* One*.

[Speolal Correspondence.}
l'renton, Jim. 20.—Tbe sessions tills

week were brief, and the lawmakers
went home early on Tuesday. So far
In the neighborhood of ninety bills
have been introduced In each hoiine,
which is a most remarkable state of
affairs, it being usual to flood in the
bills the first clay or two and to hold
off for a few weeks while more are
being prepared; But tuere seema to
have been a steady stream since the
legislature opened, and every one 1»
wondering where it is going to end. If
the number of bills yet to T>e intro-
duced keeps up In proportion with those
usually introduced later In. the session
in recent years, there will lie between
100 and 200 bills In each house over the
average number.

That-the session is brightening up
end will soon round into form is evi-
dent from th» number of lmportn .t
matters already before the lawmak-
ers, a few of which ate us follows:
The Passalc pollution bill, the several
normal school bills, the ash and gam.
revision, the codification of the atat
utes relating to tbe assessment and col-
lection of tuxes, the Duun act re-enact-
ment bill, the Meeker repealer, the con-
stitutional amendment, the antiplgeon
shooting law, tbe bill limiting the cap-
italization of corporations to $100,000
and preventing merger beyond that
figure, the autduioblle bill, the meas-
ure authorizing the governor to dla-
chnrge factory Inspectors on sight, the
child labor,blll changing tne age limit
of children employe! In workshops and
factories from twelve, and fourteen to
fifteen years, the plank road bills, the
bill permitting teachers to be retired on
half pay after having served forty con-
secutive years, the North Plntnflclil an-
nexation act repealer, tbe SusBejt-coun-
ty Sell commission flght, the proposi-
tion to publish a synopsis of the laws
In the newspapers of the state, tbe
scheme for a new armory in Newark
for "the EBsex troop, the American
Bag advertising bill, tho plan to tax
resident gunners, the abolition of coun-
ty tees and the state board of control
of penal and cliarltable Institutions.

primary law which is to be introduced
•hortly. -The bill has been prepared
by Clerk In Chancery Edward L,
Stokes, Joseph U Munu of Newark
and Corporation Counsel George L.
Bacord of Jersey City comprising the
committee .appointed by Governor
Murphy to Investigate tbe question of
primary elections. The bill will call
for several radical changes In the pres-
ent methods of holding primary elec-
tions, t ie most Important of which are
that primary elections for all political
parties shall be held at the same time
and place and that each voter shall an-
nounce his party amllntions, and when
he qualifies be will be entitled to re-
ceive from the board of registry and
election an official ballot of hie polit-
ical party and no other, upon which
he may Indicate his choice for dele-
gates.

Three normal school bills have mad*
. their appearance in the house, one by
Mr. Treacy of Hudson nppioiirlntlui
$150,000 for the erection of a normal
and model school in that county, the to-
tal cost not to exceed $300,000. The sec-
ond bill was presented by }lr. Millet
of Cumberland and provides for a nor-
mal school in Mlllville, Cumberland
county.

Their Character and Extent-oppor-
tuult les for Government Forestry.

WASHINGTON, D C, Jan. 23,1903.
Glfforri FlDcboc, Chief of tbe Bureau of

Forestry, has returned from tbe Philippine*,
where he WBB seat la«t August by Secretary
VTUaon, at the request of the Secretary of
War, to report on the forest policy of tbe
IlondR,

A personal examination of the Philippine
forest* and a study of market conditions bave
convinced Mr. Plochot of the value of the
timber and of tbe very great opportunity on
tbe Islands for government forestry. " Both
(or forestry and for foresters," tie »ys , " the
Philippines offer tbe flaeet field I'now of.
Tbe Forestry Bureau of the islands, under
Co.pt. George P. Ahern, baa oherge ol tbe
development of valuable forests composed of
treeB tbe names of which are mostly un-
familiar to Americans aad of whose habile we
know compar&tlYery nothing. AD unlimited
field for profitable study Is offered tbe yonng
foresten now enteriDg the Philippine service.
Tbe objection that the JsludB are dangerously
asbMltby Is a mistaken one. I believe that a
man who takes o r e of himself may work
with entire safety In the Philippine*."

On a gunboat pkoed at lib disposal by
Governor T&tt, Mr. Plnohot, In oompftDy with
Captain Ahern, made a trip of 8,000 miles
among the Islands^ Tbe sailing m i done at
night, wheD ponelble ; landings were made in
the day and tbe forosts of all tbe larger
Wands and of many of tbe smaller ones were
examined.

"Probably more than half the urea of the
islandsbIn forest,"sajeMr. Picchot. "The
best timber I saw was ID Mindanao, on tbe
road built by the army from the coast to
Llnoo, where the fighting wftn the Moroe hot
been going on. There tbe best trees are IN
to 175 feet high, with dear lengths of W to
100 feet and diameten of 8 to 6 'eat. The
forest Is dense and Interwoven with creepers,
and progress' through it is often impossible
without cutting a way. The islands contain
large areas without forest, as along the rail-
road from Manila to Daguptn. Nearly the
whole island of Cebu and parts of Panay are
without foresta. On the other hand, Mand-
aoao and Faragua are nearly all in forest.

" The pine of the Benguet province is about
the only tree which an American in the
Philippines will recognise. Although nearly
TOO species bave been described and oiasslSer),
doubtless many Philippine trees still remain
unknown. Very many of the timbers are
fine cabinet woodi ; nearly all ere heavy, end
many sink in water. At present their use fa
limited entirely by their ability to withstand
the attacks of the teredo and the white ant.

"Lumberingis a problem on tbe Islands,
The death of nearly all the caribou has In
some places reduced the indnstry to the em-
ployment of band labor entirely, wblcb is
scarce and unsatisfactory. What lumbering
Is now going on is ot the most primitive sort.
I have seen heavy logs banlsd with tackles by
hand. A considerable part of tbe Umber used
on the islands is Imported from the United
States."

Mr. Plnchot journeyed tot he Philippines by
way ol Russia, where hi found an efficient
tod highly developed system of government
forestry. He visited theforest schools of St
Petersburg and Moscow, met the forest
officials and made trips with them Into the
woods. He also observed the planting on the
steppes.

Of the Russian forests Mr. Pinohoteaya:
" They are very good, as a whole, though not
to be compared with those of our own Pacifio
coast. Across Russia and Siberia, from
Moscow to the borders ot Manchuria, one Is
never out ol sight ot trees."

Mr. Finchot will make a complete report on
bit observations In the Philippines.

BIS STATEHOOD HILL.

Qa&y's JUIll Apparently Favored by
tbe Majorlty-Autl-Trust BUI Now
Before tbe House-Canal Treaty Re-
ferred to Committee on Foreign Be-
latlons — Venezuelan Afrair C&nsea
Apprehension,

" I shall never yield on the Btatenood bill
until it has been voted on by tbe Senate,"
said Senator Quay today in answer to an in-
quiry made by your correspondent. •• Toe
Statehood bill shall not pass even though a
speolal session of Cuugresc is necessitated by
the methods we are compelled to adopt to de-
feat It," said Senator Hanna, wben an Inquiry
was put to him and the remarks of the two
men illustrate the present situation in the
Senate. Under the rules of tbe Senate it is
impossible to secure a vote on any measure
as long as anyone desires to debate the ques-
tion. Senator Quay has by a test vote dem-
onstrated that seventeen Republicans and
praotlcall; all tbe Democrats will vote for
Statehood. This has placed tbe opposition,
which includes the men recognized as
leaden of tbe Republican party, in the posi-
tion of filibusters attempting to talk to
death a measure favored by tbe majority ot
the Beuate and they accept the charge and

Bit their Intention ot continuing to fili-
buster and believe that they are warranted in
eo doing.

Senator Hansbrotlgb, who is an ardent ad-
vocate of Statehood, said today, " Tbe Re-
publicans who support the Statehood bill are
action u accordance with tbalr belief and
the pledge of tbe party platform. It is the
opposition that is filibustering and pre-
venting other legislation. Wo are ready
for a vote at any moment and a vote
wonld dispose ot the measure in accord-
ance with the will of tbe majority. The
attempt of the leaders 1B contrary to the prin-
ciples of government They are endeavoring
to make the minority role. £rery Kepubli-
oan who favors Statehood feels that he has
good company. Sixteen other Republicans
think and feel as he does.' There*"Is no anti-
trust bill before, the Senate'now. When
there ia it will becotni ttif oerUtoduty of tbe
leaders to permit a rote oaf It* ; Statehood
bill." , -

Tbe Administration anti-trust bill Is now
before the House. It has been carefully
framed by the members of a tub commutes
and the Attorney General and is drawn upon
lines dictated by the experience of tbe latter,
who has found the Sherman law deficient
and has framed the present measures to sup>
ply Its deficiencies. The proposed law Is not
drastic and coutauu no provisions cspable
ot inflicting the sllghest injury on any cor-
poration doing a legitimate business. It
merely prohibits those dUcrlmiustions which
have, in the past, served to build up huge
monopolies and provides the Government
with the means for enforcing the law. It is
the ardent hope of the President that the bill
may become a law, a wish which Is evidently
seconded by tbe large majority^ the people,
Judging by the correspondence of numerous
members of Congress which your oorre.pcu-
deot has been permitted to see. The bill will
pass the House at an early date and, It Is be-
lieved, without opposition from the Dem-
ocrats. • '

According to present Intentions tbeElklu
antl trust bill wbioh embodies one of the At-
torney General's recommendations, that re-
bates and concessions of all kinds on trans-
portation charges be prohibited, will be re-
ported to the Senate to-day. It Is said by
prominent Senators that tbe Elklns hill will
probably pass. The Immigration bill Is being
pushed ia the Senate and Senator Fairbanks,
who has the measure in obarge, is confident
that he will secure Its passage.

The utmost gratification Is expressed by toe
friends of tbe Isthmian canal at tbe conclusion
of a treaty with Colombia on terms generally
regarded aa most favorable to the United
States. While the price to be paid, *1,000,«)0
cash and an annuity of 1250,000 beginning five
years after the ratiScatlon of the treaty, is a
generous one from the standpoint of Colombia
there is every.reason to believe that this
country will be amply compensated once the
canal Is in operation. The treaty was read
to the Senate In secret session on Friday and
referred to the Committee on Foreign Rela-
tions. Several of the roost influential mem-
bers of the Senate told your correspondent
that they were certain tbe treaty would be
ratified in Its present form at this session of
Congress. Tbe only element of doubt re-
maining is the Colombian Congress, both
homes of which will have to vote on the con-
vention.

While Colombia technically observes tbe
provision of her uomtltution, which forbids
her to part with any portion of her territory,
she leases to this country for a period of one
hundred years Itbe desired mme of land with
privilege ot renewing the lease for a like
period and the same rental, indefinitely
During the ooDstniotion ot the canal martial
law is to prevail. After that, arrangements
are to be made for policing the strip, eto, by
• joint high oommiesion. At the end of sixty
years the enttre property of tbe Panama
Railroad Company will revert to tbe United
States. The treaty is generally regarded as
another triumph for the diplomacy of Secre-
tary Hay.

The action of Germany in persistently bom-
bwdlng San Carlos, VeneraJs, Is oansing
grave, apprehension to" the officers of this
Government and to leading members of the
Senate. A number of the latter bace been
interviewed by your correspondent and while
most of them refused to be quoted on the sub-
ject, all but one expressed tbe belief that tne
situation was becoming acute and threatened
to Involve the United States in difficulties
wlthGermany. SenatorBcotl wasout,poten
in hisdenunoiation of the action of Germany
aaying, "Germany bus exceeded all bounds
of decency and honor." Senator Allison said
"The situation looks mott pasullarand »ug-
gesta grave complications, but In Iheabwnue
of oompl, knowledge of the facts it would be
unwise to pass judgment on Germany". Inten-
tions." Senator Dryden maintain, his confi-
dence In Germany's Integrity and said "I do
not believe that Germany has ulterior motives
ta her notion aimlnst Venezuela."
