BUSY WEEK FOR JRRSEY LAWMAKERS,

END OF SESSION MAY BE SAID TO
BE IN 8IGHT,

Some Poubt Regnrding Passage of
Passnic River uill — Outlook Re-
garding Other Meawures Recom-
mended by the Goverunor,

{Special Correspondence.]

Trenton, Feb. 28.—Washington's birth-
day interfered with the usual Monday
night gessfon of the legislature this
week, but the solons got to work brisk-
ly enough on Tuesday morning and
soon made up for the time lost in ob-
gerving the natal dny anniversary of
the Father of His Country. The law-
makers are at last down to work in
real enrnest, and the end may be sald
to be in sight. There are some who be-
lHeve final adfournment should be
reached in about three weeks more,
which would make the session eleven
weeks long, but there are others wlo
profess to kpnow the “Immerness” of
things and who assert that it will be
at least four weeks more before the
legislators are ready to pack up and go
home.

It will be interesting to watch during
the closing weeks of the session liow
‘the legislature will deal with the sever-
al recommendations contained in the
governor's essage subitted at the
opening of the session. The subjects
upon which the governor urged legls-
lative actlon were ug follows: A trunk
sewer outlet for the Passale valley to
be bullt with state ald} a"primary elec-
tion law; the purchase by the state of
voting machines to be used-in all lo-
calities; the abolishing of fees In coun-
ty offices and plncing such officlais on a
salarled basis:- ralging the minimum
age for children employed in factories
from twelve to fourteen years and giv-
ing the governor the power to remove
the factory inspectors sind his deputics;
a liberal appropriation for the estab-
lishment of the State Hospital For
ConsumptiveS' to incrense the govern-
or's emergency fund from $10,000 to
$26,000; increasing the salary of the
state banking and insurance commis-
stoner from $4,000 to $6,000; the crea
tion of a commission to Investigate and
report bills for regulation of tenement
houdweg; to Hmit the speed of automo-
biles to fifteen miles an hour; the ex-
tenslon of the statchouse grounds and
the purchase or erection of an execu-
tive ‘mansion; passing of the constitu-
tional amendments for the reorganiza-
tion of the judiclary, and the requirg-.
ment of indemnity bonds from litigauts
enjoiding corporations.

It 1s not at all likely that all of these
snggestions will receive favorablie con-
sideration at the bhands of the leglsla-
ture. In fact a few of them are already
doomed, and o dozen governors could
not bring them back to life. Notable
among these' are the anticounty fee
bill and the primary election law. The
voting machine bill is hanging back
for #ome Yynaccountable reason, and it
may be that this important measure
will be introduced too late to enable it
to be passed,,

¥ROM THE SOUTHLAND.
The Rev. ). W, Moore Writes Entor-
tainingly About Florida,
{Communicated],

To the Editor of the Iron_Era:

DEAR 818 :—Perhaps you will be interested
in a few miscollancus items from Florids,
thrown together without much systein or
arrangement. I arrived safely at Jackson-
ville last Monday, the 16th inst. Had smouth
sea, pice weather, apd very floe trip all the
way. On the day [ arrived the thermometer
stood at 76 degrees, and I saw cbildren on the
street barefooted ; the next morning it was 8¢
degrees and on Wednesday 20 degrees, with
ice on water standing in vessels in the open
sir. The next morniog the mercury stood at
34 degrees and yesterday there was a white
frost, Orapge trees which were well pro-
tected by wind breakers and coverings were
not materislly damaged.

Thero was a perfect inflax of northern
tourists to Florida last week, besides the
tiousands who were here belore. Last
Thureday night two of the largest hotels in
Jecksonville turned away two buudred per-
sons for want of room—and every boarding
house and hotel was overcrowded. Miami
and Palm Beach are .about as full—and still
they come,

I am stopping at Francis, a small county
village sixty-five miles southeast of Jackson-
ville and five miles west of Pelatka, on the
8t. John’s river. It is comparatively a
new country here, as is most of Florida.
People fram almost every State in the Union
ara found here—from Washington and North
Dakota to Texas, and from Maine to Georgta,
There are plenty ot bear and deer near here,
even withip three or four miles. I am stop
ping with a Dr. Miller and he has a wide ter
ritorg for his practice, the nearest dootor
east of him belng Ave miles away; nearest
one north, thirty miles; west twenty-four
milis, and south, abous fifteen miles. Yes-
terday & man came on horesback twenty
miles to get some medicine for four differsnt
persons, and threedays ago alady sent fifteen
miles to get the doctor to send her some tned-
icioe for ber two-nnd-a-half-year-old child
The doctor startsd a few minutes ago to
go ten miles to eee a patient, through brush
and over bad roads, and will not be able to
ket home to-night.

The orange crop is prncﬂcally all picked
and shipped, and new bl are on the
trees, 1 visited an orange grove the other
day. Theearly peach trees have shed thelr
blossoms and the freezs of Tuesday night de-
stroyed the young fruit but the later varie.
ties and the plumbtrees are in full bloom and
will escapeseriousinjury. Farther south there
wasno freezing weather. Itisbard fora per-
son who has never been here to eonceive of
the great loes to Florlda caused by the grest
freczs in.the winter of 1804-5, when the
orange orchards wera nnnrly all entirely
killed. Huodrers of people were fluancially
tuined. Dr. Miller, with whom [ am stop-
piog, paid $2.000 for & farm with an orange
orchard about 1890, epent s $1,00) more in
improvements and after the freezs sold the
whole for $600. To-day I saw a farm of 120
acres for which the owner paid $6,000 before
the big freeze; to-day he could not get more
than six or seven hundred dollars for it, al-

though the house on it cost $1,200. These are

but samples of hundreds. Tho best farms
here are worth only five or eix dallara an
acre, snd timber land from one dollar toa
dollar and a half the acre. :

Wo visited a turpentine farm last week
which embraces 8,000 acres of timber, where
they make turpsntine and rosin. There are
many similar ones in this State, and they ave
fast destroying the pine timber of Fiorida.
