LEGISLATORS HAVE A REST SPELL.

MANY IMPORTANT MAITERS X&£T
TO BE DEALT WITH,

Inatty Problema Presented For
C 1 s C. tion—N
ous Pension Bllls Awalting Action,
Hearing on Three Men In Cab Bill,

Treuton, March 12.--There was no
sesslon of the leglslature Monday
night or Tuesday, the Jawmakers bay-
ing ndjourned over from last Wednes-
day until Tucsday evening because of
the township elections, which occurred
on the third day of the week and
which the rural members desired to
attend, This is the first time in the
Listory of the oldest hanger on about
tué statehouse that the usual Monday
night session has ever been dispensed
with excepting on account of holidays.

The fact that the legislature adjourn-
ed until Tuesday night because of the
electlons in the country districts is
taken by some as an indication that
the members generally are not in ear-
nest in their attempt to finlsh up the
term and bring about sine dle adjourn-
ment by Friday of next week., Govern.
or Murphy I8 alleged to have said that
the lawmakers cannot get away be-
fore Aprll 1, and it scems quite likely
that the session will last until Mareh
27, or three weeks longer at least,

There are yet many fmportant mat-
ters to Dbe disposed of by the two
louses, perhaps tlie most important of
which is the primpary reform measure,
which bas been peacefully sleeping In
eomniittee pince early in the session
and which for a time looked to be
doomed to perenuial slumber, It has
been decided by the Republican mem-
bers of the senate to hold a caucus to
have the bill theroughly explained by
the comimission by which It was draft-
ed. .
Benator Wakelee has introduced a
bill the provisions of which are iden-
tical with the Roosevelt law in New
York state in reference to the polling
of voters by directors of corporations,
Under the bill, which is an amend-
ment to the corporation act, several
directors can turn their proxies over
to another person to vote for them.
There now exists o doubt among the
lawyers of this state as to whether
the New Jersey law pérmits this to
be done, Senator Wakelee says the bill
i8 not in the interesty of corporations,
but 18 purely a lawyers’ bill. Nearly
all the other states have enncted a

similar law.

According to a bill by Senator Hatnea
presented a few days ago, it is desired
to have the state pay officers of the
natlonal guard for tlieir uniforms, It
1s provided in bis bjll that dismounted
officers ghall get $26 a year and mount-
ed officers $40 for clothing, The bill is
a new departure in military matters
and 18 likely to cnuse some comment
from a1l parts of the state, Such offi-
cers are required to be fully uniformed
and equipped as required by the regu-
lations, and they must have performed
80 per cent of all ordered duty and
been in commission' for a period not
less than one year,

The senate sat 08 a'committee of the
whole on Wednesday morning to hear
arguments on thePassalc pollution bill
which pnssed the house last week and
is now hefore the upper branch of -the
legiolature, - There was & brilllant ar-
ray of talent on each side, and force-
ful arguments were heard tor and
against the bill.

The Appropriations.

The jolnt appropriztions committee 18
having buay sessions these days listen-
ing to the various demands made upon
the state treasury for funds to conduct
the business of the several state de-
partments and for a hundred and one
outside projects in which the state 18
one way. or another interested. The
committee expects to have its work in
pretty good shape this week, so that
"in case the legislature should decide to
buckle down to work and finish up its
labors by Friday week the committee
conld complete its work in a couple of
days and present the annual appropri-
ations bills a.few days betore the date
of adjournment. _

The committee has many knotty prob-
lems in the way of appiopriations. to
deal with. The demands on the state’s
strong box are heavier than usual, and
the committee's task Is not the enslest
in the world. The commission appoint-
ed a year ago to represent the state at
the Louisiana Purchast exposition at
§t. Louls mext year, of which former
Governor Voorhiees is chalrman, has
asketdl for .an extrn appropriation of
$50,000 for the propor representation at
the falr and to prevent the $50,000 ap-
propriated Just year from lapsing, the
t of the, ing of the ex-
poslﬂon rendering it hpposslble for the
commission to use all’of the funds pre-
viously appropriated by the commission
until next year.

The Morris Plains asylum wants $50,
000 extra, over and above the usual
$300,000 for maintenance, which extra
amount will be used for the purchase
of ndditional grounds, the construction
of an elevator in the main building (a
much needed improvement), the erec-
tion of a slaughter house, a dairy barn
and a new bakery.

Jersey City wants the state to pay to
that municipality the smount of $50,-
000 collected by the state from the Rrie
Rallroad company 2 number of years
ago for tnxes on the Erie's graln ele-
vator, the property being taxed by the
state and local boards, the courts re-
cently having determined that the city
was entitled to the tax, which had been
paid to the state.

Professor John B, Smith, the state

CREDITABLE RECORD MADE BY
FIFTY-8EVENTH CONGRESS.

Democrats Talk to Death Phillippine
Tariff and Aldrich Currency Bills-— .
Seunate Convenes in Special Session—
Treaties to be Considered—Error in
Immigration Blll.

Washiogton, 1. C., March 9, 1808,

The Fity-seventh Congresa bas passed into
history with 8 most creditable record on the
statute book. Perhaps the most important
of recent epactments are the anti-trust pro-
vislous of the last sessions which, it is be.
lieved, wili prevent the destruction of com-
petition by the great corporations, and inci-
dentally will facilitate the brioging to justice
those companies which violate the law. Both
the Presfdent and Attorney General Knox
have expressed satisfaction with the progress
mads in this direction and the Republican
lsaders say that if it js demonstrated that
further d of the is found
nacessary such will be provided by the next
Congress. A thoroughly adequate aud com-
prebensive immigration law has besn added
to tbe statutea, It contalns no mew and rad-
feal feat but co-ord{ and har {
those enacted imthe past,

Secretary Lodge, speaking to your corres-
pondent on the work of Congress, said after
adjournmeént, ‘‘Two of the most important
Jaws enacted this sessjon, in 1wy judgment,
are the Army and the Militia reorganization
bills, The creation of a general staff for thé
control of the army has long been advocated
by Becratary Root and ia everywhere ac-
knowledged to be astep in the right direction.
The Militia law will enable the authorities in
the War, Departmont tosupervise, to some
exteut, the orgaoization of the militis and
naily its accoutrements, drill and tactics so
that in the event of an emergency the Feder-
al government would find in the State guard
s far more effective organigation than was
the case at the beginniog of the Spanish war.
I am, of course, deeply disappoluted at the
failure of the Pbilipplne tariff bill and con-
sider the method of the Democrags who de-
feated {t inexcusable. I also regret tbe fail-
ure of the Aldrich financial bill.” It may be
sald, however, that there are sorue Republi-
cans jn Congress who are glad of the failure
of the Aldrich bill,
