Among the most Important measures
signed by the governor last week were
the following: Preventing outside mu-
nicipal corporations from acquiring
Jersey land; giving county prosecutors
authority to offer rewards of $500 for
the apprehension of criminals; giving
state consent to federal acquisition of
land in Perth Amboy for postoffice
site; allowing admissions of soldiers'
widows to the Vlneland home; requir-
ing architects to pay a license fee of
¥5 a year and limiting the time for
practicing architects to be registered
by the state board without examina-
tion, the date fixed being May 1 next;
authorizing a salary of $1,000 a year
tor sergeants at arms in chancery
chambers; providing for the removal
of the county seat of Atlantic from
May's Landing to Atlantic City; lni
creasing the salary of the state com-
missioner of banking and insurance
from $4,000 to $0,000; changing proce-
dure in landlord and tenant cases
where rent is a year in arrears.

Assemblyman Garrabrant's hill,
which provides for the appropriation
of $7,000 for erecting mouuments on
the -battlefield at Antletdm, has been
passed by the liouso by a unanimous
vote.

The assembly ban passed Senator
McICce'u bill providing amendments to
the bakeshop law and requiring wood
floors Instead ot cement; that factory
Inspectors shall visit bakeshops at
least once in six months; that all em-
ployees must be eighteen years of age
and placing the penalty at $250.

Tbe BspubUcan membors of the Senate
have completed tbefr programme for tne
special teeeion and hope to adjourn not later
than tbe end of this week. The Panama
Canal treaty will be read for amendment to-
day. To-morrow there will be two hours ot
general debate and a vote will be .taken. It
Is understood tbat the Democrats will vote to
amend tbe agreement to proride for absolute
ownership by the United States of tbe cone
of laud through which the cannl will pass
with tbe right to fortify it, and will favor
the elimination of article IV, which pro-
vides tbat under no circumstances will tbe
United States acquire territory at tbe ex-
peqse of Colombia or any other South Amer-
ican republic Both of thes< amendments
have been given careful consideration by
the Republican steering committee, which
subsequently determined to ratify tbe treaty
as negotiated, la some respects tbe amend-
ments were deemed desirable, but Secretary
Hay advised the leaders of the Senate that
any ameadmeiit would meaa the failure of
tbe treaty and the indefinite postponement
of the canal and tbe changes were not deemed
of sufficient importance to warrant tbat rlik.

Democratic Senator* have insisted on aa
amendment to the Cuban 'treaty providing;
tbat it sball not go into operation until "op-
proved by tbe Congress" and the Republicans
have agreed to accept such an amendment,
such having already been favorably reported
by the Committee on Foreign Relations. Tbe
vote on the Cuban treaty, tbe ratl Beat Ion of
whlob is regarded as assured, will be taken aav
soon after the approval of the Panama treaty <
a< possible and will be followed by immediate
adjournment. A hearing has been had on
the Hay-Bond Newfoundland treaty, but
there hi no Intention of reporting It out of
committee and tbe boat authorities In tbe
Senate say it will never be ratified.

President Roosevelt jia mutti ohagriued at
tbe amendment to be attached to the Cuban
treaty and is seriously considering calling tbe
Fifty eighth Congress Io speolal session next
November, as soon as practicable after the.
fall elections. He cnaraoteritee tbe amend,
ment accepted by the Republicans as " a
concession to the enemies of Unban reciproc-
ity" and bolds tbat under the ciroamBtanoas
he would be fully justified in calling a special
session immediately. Tbe leaden of ths
party, however, would oppose a specie) ses-
sion at any time before tbe fall election, but
there are many good reasons why a special
session should be called at tbat time. Next
year will be a presidential year and an early
adjournment at Congress, in order tbat tba
campaign may not be interfered with, wll[
be desired. The Democrats propose to en-
gage in a long tariff discussion, and were
Congress to meet a few weeks before tbe first
Monday In December (bey might be accom-
modated without Interfering wltb the publio
business. The President believes that tbe
Cuban treaty should be put In operation ba-
ton this year's Cuban sugar crop is mar-
keted, bat this argument is met by leading
Senators with the assertion that the sugar
buyers will anticipate tbe reduction la the
tariff and the only effect of delay in modify-
ing tbe tariff schedules will be to keep Cuban
sugar a little longer in bonded warehouses.

" Paul's Message to tbe Epboslans,"
I p h . 3: 1-10-Hev. II. T. Sliollord.
Tbe Epbeslsn Cburcn, like all other churches

established by tbe Apostle Paul, was greatly
loved by tbe godly inan who bad suffered so
tnucb in founding it. While he vras a prigoaei
la Rom£, years afterward, he wrote tb
Epheeian Christians a letter, a part or wbicb
is found in our lesson text to-day. We hav
M>£>yed t&ree historical lessons, telling us thi
story of Paul's remarkable ministry io Epue
sat.. Now, in this lesson, we have the
doctrine be taught to them, and wrote to
them after his separation from them.

" And you hatb be quickened woo were
dead in trespasses and sins,11 is the opening
verse of tbe lesson and, together witb verses
two and three, set forth the difference
between tbe sinner and the one who has
found pardon through faith la Christ. Them
are those who seem to tbink that there iB very
little to the matter of becoming a Cbrlstimi
aside from a mere public profession and unit-
fog witb some church. But thig is far
beneath Paul's conception: of true Christi-
anity. Be saw tbat, spiritually, it is an actual
change from death to life. Tbat the soul that
ll so utterly separated from God by Ecu sins
that it feels no thrill of spiritual emodtm can
tie quickened by the incoming uf the Holy
Spirit and made alive and susceptible to
spiritual things. It is the same truth empbu
alaed in CbrlBt'8 saying, " Ye must ba boru
again." Tbe spiritual life must have a
deSnate beginning. The natural life IB uUi-rly
Incapable of understanding and feelfcg and
knowing spiritual things.

As an illustration of his meaning, Paul re-
calls In verse two » fact that they are very
familiar witb, vis , their own eoudition be-
fore conversion. " Wherein in time pwit
je walked according to tbe course of thiB
world," etc Life is here likened to walking,
* frequent figure of speech In eastern coun-
ties and soripture language. " Enoch Is said
to have walked with Hod." Tbe Epheslans
are reminded that they walked or lived, at
one time, in a worldly wicked way. Not
only the Bpbeslans, but Paul includes bim-
sslt and says, "Among whom we all bod our
conversation in times past." Tbat is among
"tbe children of disobedience," of whom he
bad just spoken, being "by nature the cbil
dren of wrath," as be calls tbe unrepentant,
In the last clause of verse three, la this
pointed and nnmistakable manner the actual
difference between saint and sinner is first
pointed out.

Then ill verses four and five he BUOWB that
salvation Is the outcome of God'a love for tbe
fallen rebellious race. He loved us, " even
wben we were dead in sins." He reached out
his band in mercy wben men did not even
seek bis help. Salvation began ou God's side
and not on map's side. " God BO loved tbe
world that he gave hiB only begotten son
John S ; to. He loved us when we were un-
lovable and wicked. It was God's love that
made possible the salvation of any sinner.

. Bat for tbat all tbe race would have been
lost. But God loves men too much to see
tbem lost without offering them a way of
escape. He has put Balvatlou within the
reach of eve*r man, woman and obild, and
by the various meanB of grace, by his word,
toy the voloe of conscience, and by the con-
viction of our need tbat iB brought to bear
upon us by the holy spirit, he seeks to cause
us to respond to his offers of meroy and be
saved.

lo verse six we find another step In tbe
. argument. God not only, changes a man'a

nature but gives him enjoyment, which here
ID this figure of speech Is likened to sitting on
a throne bostde Jesus Christ tbe King of
Kings In some Heavenly place. This la a
vary apt representation of Christian joys
at compared1 to the pleasures of the world.
Occasionally we see- some one who thinks
tbat to become a Christian would destroy all
his enjoyment In life. Ibis Is a sad mis-
take. True, the Christian should live a dif-

• ferent life'from a person wbo is not a Chris-
. Uan. But, Instead of hiking in true bappi-

nies and satisfaction, re makes a decided
gain every time be'takes an advance «tep in
living according to tbe spirit and teaching of
Jesus Christ. Then Is no joy tbat can com-
pare with the joy of the soul who is conscious
of the blearing of God. This is even to con-
tfaaat>la the ages to oome,"as we read in
verse seven, and will be a monument ot God's
maroy la tbe distant future when this world
shell have passed, away.

Tbe last doctrinal point in this lesson Is tbat
we a n saved by grace and not by works.
Vena sight tells us, " By grace ye a n saved,
through faltb, and that not of yourselves; it Is
He gift of God." "Saved by Grace," Is a
•me song of tbs soul tbat has found-salva-
tion. Wa a n aavad by the free and unmerited
meroy and Caror of God. Even tbe faltb by
which we a n enabled to "believe on tbe
Lord Jeans Christ," being tbs gift of God to
she penitent sinner who has come seeking
pardoa and mercy. We a n not saved by
worts. Tbs bast tlUng we could possibly do
would not change tbe heart. We may and
eaoald kelp oar fellow men. We should live
the best of moral lives. But the heart needs
lobe changed. Those who are "deed ID jlo"
need the life giving touch. Wa cannot save
oonelvae by worka. The first work must be
wrought upon as by a power entirely outside
ourselves. "Ws a n hit worknunsblp
anatad la Christ Jams onto good works."
I U S Is Ike divine orders Ood working upon
tbe koaaaa heart flrst, that we may afterward
4a good works for tbs good of those about us,
Cross lovlag motives and not as a means of
sHatalnt-aalratta..

Managers of the New Jersey Children's Home
Society, held in Trenton on March 12, tbe
committee upon the McUnley Memorial Fund
reported the purchase of a site upon which to
erect a receiving home, on tbe Lawrenceville
road, about halfway between Treuton and
Lawreccsvllle, and tbe committee were in
structed to procure plans for tbe erection ot a
buildings. The total receipts for this fund
have been 13,789.53, while the total subscrip-
tions have reached upward of »0,000.

During the quarter »B,300 were collected for
the general fuud, making a total of «S,011
since the ant of June, an Inoreaw of nearly
(400 over the same psrlod last year.

The death ot the Rev. Walter h. Mayo,
formerly assistant superintendent, on Febru-
ary 33,-wu announced and suitable action
was taken by tbs board, expressive of the ap-
preciation of the years of faithful service
given la the work of child saving In the
Bute.

In tbe nine months of this year sixty four
homeless cblldren have b»n received, while
fifty-three have been placed lu family homes
for tbe flrst time during tbe sams period.
Tbe replaounenta of children during the
quarter were thirty-four. Tbe society baa
received during the nine years of Its ezit^mce
SIT children and has placed In family homes
711. '

Superintendent Lamb announced tbat be
and his agents wen making an attempt to
visit each child undir the can ot the society
at least once during tbe year.

Horrla CanMl Abandonment.
A bill that will probably develop into

one of the most interesting features of
the pi-ewnt session oJ tbe legislature
was Introduced this week by Aasem-
blymnn Williams of Essex. It Is an
oilier Monls canal bill and is prai
tlcnlly the same measure introducei
by Maldon Pitney on March 13, 190
when he was a member of the sennt<
Tbe title of the bill is an Indication o
whnt it contemplates. It Trails:
act to provide for the appointment o]

ntulssiouers to examine into and re
port upon the proposed abandonmen
of the Morris cannl and all question
relating thereto."

After reciting at some length thai
the Morris Canal nnfl Banking coin-
pauy under a state charter, granted lc
1821 built tlio canal, that by a suppl
merjt to tbe charter passed by the leg-
islature In 1ST1 tlio cnnal property was
leased In piiiiptiilly by ttie Leblgb Val-
ley Hullrond couiiiany, which company
Is now in puHHcpslon of Its property
and frnik-hlspfi; that the present char-
ter is to expire in 1073, when the can
property will become the solo properl
ot the slute, and that under the bill In-
troduced last week by Mr. Boyd and
now pending the cannl company wil
be enabled to abandon the operntloi
of the canal for nuvigatton purposei
and nt the eiime time retain, tell
otherwise dispose of tbe franchises
water rights and other property, the
bill authorizes the governor to appolm
six commissioners, who shall examine
and report upon the proposed abandon-
ment of tbe Morris caual for navigation
purpoBes and the proposed devoting o
the property of the Morris Cannl am
Banking company or of its lessee, th<
Lehigh Yulley Bailroad company, t<
other public uses.

The commissioners are also to exam-
ine into and report upon the lands, wa-
ters; water rights, rights of flowagi
and diversion, riparian rights anc
rights of way which are held or claim
ed by the Lehigh Valley Railroad com
pany, bow they were acquired, upon
what terms they are held and whether
any of tbe property or rights which
were tbe property of the Morris CanBl
and Banking company have been dis-
posed of and to whom and whether
is just to the people of the state and tc
private property owners tbat sold ca-
nnl or any part of it should be aban
doned and. whether It is just that the
Lehigh Valley company should be pe
mitted to retain the property rights,
powers nnd franchises pertaining
tbe canal or to sejl or dispose of tne
(mine to other persons or corporations,
«o that any of these rights or fran-
chises shall be devoted to otber public
uses. The commission is also to
port the fair value ot tbe canal and Its
property to tho Lehlgh Valley company
and to the Morris Canal and Banklni
company and also tbe fair value ot thi
same to the state and whether all oi
any part of the canal property, If tak-
en by the state for its own account
could be profitably operated as a pnb-
lic highway by charging reasonable
tolls tor transportation. The commis-
sion Is also to ascertain what supply of
potable waters could be gathered and
distributed by means of the canal and
whether It Is expedient for the state to
own or control the water supply of the
canal and to use tbe same for the pur-
pose of supplying municipalities with
water on just and equitable terms.

Tbe governor Is to (U the compensa-
tion of the commissioners, together
with the allowance for expenses. The
commission Is to compltte its duties as
speedily ns possible ana submit reports
to tbe next or any subsequent legisla-
ture.

The Plaberlea Diapate.
The commission to arrange a settle-

ment ot the fisheries dispute between
New Jersey and Delaware has made
Its report to the legislature. It la a
counterpart ot tbe report presented to
tho Delaware legislature. It was showi
In the report that tho commissions ap-
pointed by tbe two states to determlae
the boundary HDO bad rescued an agree-
ment to settle the matter outside o
the United States supreme court, In
which tho cose lina been pending for
more thin twcnly-flvo years. To rat-
ify tbe agreement I he consent of OIL
legislatures of tho two stntos nnd of
congress mutt l>o obtained. Tbe com-
psct settles the matter once and for
all. The nenvmen! thoroughly pro-
Ifcls tho riparian, fishing and other
rights of this state.

Senator Wnkolre has Introduce) a
Mil, by way of an amendment to tbe
voting niartilnr act, providing that the
assent or illssput of tho voter to any
constitutional antendnwnt may be os*
pr*asnl l,y tin. w,,r,l "Kor"or"Jtg>ll»t."
