Paused In flip Senate.

[Speclnl Correspondence.]
Trentnn, April 2.—Unless there Is

some unforeseen Uitcb in the arrange-
ments for sine die adjournment tbe
one hundred and twenty-seventh ses-
sion of tbe legislature will come to an
end Bouie time today. This decision

arrived at a week ago when the
senators "took tbe bull by the horns"

lid decided on April 2 as the last day
<f tbe session. Tbe work of the session
vm practically completed last night,

or, rather, early this morning, the two
houses remaining in BeBBion until an
unseemly hour to clean up ail matters
dcmanding'thelr attention. It Is ex-
pected that tbe closing hours of the
cession will be unusually quiet and
tlmt the horseplay and the semiriotous

which have heretofore charac-
terized the windup of the term will
be eliminated and that sine die ad-
loununont will be brought about in a
manner that la belittlng tbe dignity of
New Jersey's lawmakers.

In recent years It lias been tbe cus-
tom to <ix the lioxr at 3 o'clock in tbe
afternoon of tlie day selected for final
adjournment and then to finish up
about midnight or afterward, tbe clocks,
in the two chambers being stopped five
minutes before the time Used by reso-
lution. 4s a rule, the house is always
required to wait for the other body to
get through, and during the Interim
the members of the assembly usually
resort to horseplay and riotous scenes,
to the great delight of the gallery, but
to the severe ruffling .of the dignity
which lawmakers are popularly sup-
posed to possess. It must not be un-
derstood that these closing scenes are
at all barbarous, but they' consist hi
throwing about state reports, printed
bills, waste paper baskets, books and
anything else that Is not chained down,
while the members generally group
themselves about some -few vocalists
and give vent to their joy. at being free
from the dull routine of legislative
work by making the -welkin ring with
their songs.

Tlie Appropriations Bills.
The annual appropriations bills made

their appearance in the senate Monday
night. No hitch in the bills Is. expect-
ed "by" the joint appropriations; com-
mittee, and tbe committee believes that
the session will end on its scheduled
time today. The appropriations bill,
which covers the ordinary operating
expenses of the state, 1B $3,979,300 as
against (8,551(749 for last year, an In-
crease ot ¥427,551.

The total of the supplemental, oi de-
ficiency; bill, which goes into effect at
once, is $1,021,050 as against $775,219
last year, aa increase of $240,837. By
these figures the total increase in the
appropriations is $073,388, but this
large sum is more than offset by the
following extraordinary appropriations
included in the bills:

committee was appointed. Bubeeqaesrtly,
March 11, he introduced No. 813 ai a substi-

There figures were based on the report ot
tl» Btate treasurer, "bleb fives receipts as

"' This leaves no credit to the Jersey City
numbers for the year 190103, which, If in,
should increase tbe fund to the amount ot
about 13,000.' Investigation showed this
amount to be (8,050; there was also 1748.70
in bank in various places (since remitted to
the treasurer, lees $81 SO on deposit with the
Provident Institution for Savings in Jersey
City), making a total of »34,063.08. In pre-
paring this report, however, it Is deemed
better to eliminate any item that might be
questioned; therefore, only ten-twelfths ot

" P a u l ' s Varowell to Kuliesus"— Acts
2 0 : 2H-a»-Kev . M. T. BheHorU.

Iu order to thoroughly comprehend thltt len-
BOD it is ueceesary to read the whole chapter.
A1W f.he riot at Epbeeue, which we studied
about two weeks ago, Paul left that city and
made a long journey through Macedonia anrl
Greece, vial (dug and streDgtbepiog th
churches. Finally be turned bis face towards
Jerusalem and embarked on a §bfp which was
journeying ID tbat direction. When tb
t.bip Btopped at any city Paul made use of tb
time while the ship remained in tbe harbor
by preaching to the Christians of that
ity. Tbey stopped at Miletus, a eeapori
about thirty mileesouttl of Ephwus for sura
little time. It was impossible for Paul tc
visit tbe cburcb fit Epbesus at this time, so
it was arranged tbat the olderw of the Kphe-
slao church should visit bim at II fie tun. In
vsrse 17 to 27 we have tbe beR.onjDg of thin
farewell address, from wbicb our leason !*
taken. He recalls many facts concerning his
minlBtrj among them and tells them of his
conviction that hia visit to Jerusalem would
eud ID his arrest and in much ruifTering- Still
tiu/elt tbttthe must go and without auy ap-
parent fear be bids lila Eplietlsn friends fm e-
wdl. Bayinff (V. 25), " I know tb»t ye «!
among whom I bare gone preaching ibe
kingdom of God shall Bee my face no more.'
Wliat Batiefactioa it bmat bave been to him
in tbla sad uaur ot final parting to know
that be had actually done hU duty and tbat
be could say aa he did in verses UO and 27: "I
take you to record tbfs day tbat I am pure
from the blood of all men, for I bave rot
Bhuuoed to declare unto you all tbe counsel
of God." 1 wonder how many of ua as mfn
iuBterg, teachers, parents and friends, if wi
knew we were speaking to our loved oneB for
tho laet time, could speak so freely of our
manner of Ufa among tbcm •, could honestly
feet that we bad so done oar duty b j them
and that we bad no farther responsibility
resting upon us concerning their spiritual
welfare.

But Paul, now tbat bis work at Epbesus
Is done, does press home upon tbe elders o
tbe cburcb the fact tbat while God is remov
tag him forever from them, still the work 1
an uafiuiftbed work and tbat they inuBt tat
up tbe burden and go forward with it. Tbi
Lord's work 1B always au unfinished work,
He may pass tbe work on from one workei
to another, but His work must bo carried
steadily forward until He comes again. The
perishing SOUIB must be sought and won for
the Saviour ; tbe cburcb must be carefully
watched over, like a shepherd guards and
feeds hia flock. Therefore Paul charged tbe
elder* to " Take heed unto yourselves and to
all tbe flock over which tbe Boly Glioet bath
made you overseers, to feed the church o!
God, wbicb he bath purchased with hie own
blood." A church tbat has careless leaders
can never proeper. Elders must Brat " take
beed unto themselves." What a solemn re-
sponsibility reBte upon tbe officers of our
churches. How carefully tbey should watcb
their own lives tbat their example may be
what It should be. More than this, they
must watch over the church and "feed the
church of God." A spiritual atmosphere
must be maintained. People niuat not only
hear tbe truth from the pulpit, but In the
prayers; testimonies, songs and exhortations
of tbe lay members There must be such a
sense of the presence of the Lord among Hli
people that there will be something to feed
the BOU.B of tbe worshipers. Spiritual lift
can no more be maintained without spiritual
food than natural life, without natural food
Multitudes of converts are lost to our
churches aod to tbe cause of Christ every
year because tbey starve to death. When a
pertoo comes out and seeks tbe Lord and toe
new life begins, it must have proper splritui
environment, enjoy men t and food, or tbe
temptations of the world will overcome tbat
foul in the weakness of its spiritual infancy.
It is not altogether a warm Bocial atmosphere
that is needed among Christians. I t is that
and something ni^re (bat we need—& genu-
ine spirit of prayer, a conaalouauest of bless
ing that feed! the soul.

Then again Paul knew tbat after his de-
parture, "shall grevlous wolves enter in
among you, not sparing tbe flock." Enemies
were only watching for an unguarded
moment to do some barm to the little cbunih.
Still worst, there were Belt constituted
teachers among them itbo would cause
divisions if they were not held la check by the
proper authorities. Of these dangers Paul
warned tbe elders, calltDg to their remem-
brance the three years of constant labor he had
spent among them. His tear* bad often flawed
for them In the lonely boors of tbe night
his prayers bad gone up to God in their behalf.
Bow could be helpbut be anxious about their
interests now that be la to leave them

But there was one comforting thing that
Paul could do. Hecould leave tbem all in tbe
bands of God, and this he did. "And now
brethren, I commend you to God" (V.
Then with final worda of exhortation : be
closed bia rpeech ; together tbey kneel dow:
and pray, tbe brethren embrace tbe beloved
leader, they weep and kiss eaob other fare-
well, Paul steps on board tbaebip, tbeehore
line* are cast off, Bhe move* slowly out to sea,
and Paul has bid farewell to Ephetw, which
he loved n tenderly.
