Tbe Dover Public Library has jmt com-
pleted the fl>st year of its existence, having
opened Its drorj to the publin March 89, 1902.
At that time thrre were 300 books on its
ihelves. During the first "week 25 readers
applied for bookq, takiDg 28 volumes. In
March, 1008, tbe circulation of books aver-
aged 181 per week. The Library year closed
with 862 classified books, and Government
publications (bound volumes and pamphlets)
amounting to about 1,000 more. The circu-
lation for the year was 11,4110 books, an aver-
age of 124 per week. Of ttzae 0,490 bookB,
1,900 were Juvenile, but thU Is for from Indi-
cating tbe number of children among the
readerB, as many of the bookB taken by them
are not classified juvenile. Tbe receipts
from all sources for the year ending March

Great care has been taken In tbe selection
of books, particularly those for young read-
ers, and the trustees believe that our little
library with its few hundred volumes Is as
valuable as many that are several times Its
size. Tbe aim has been to satisfy the popular
demand for fiction by supplying the best of
Its class, as far as possible, leaving that of sin
ephemeral character until it Is. forgotten,
and endeavoring to make the brat fiction a
stepping stone to works of biography and
history, which really form the framework of
all literature.

It Is hoped within tbe coming year to se-
cure more commodious rooms, the library
having outgrown Its present quarters.

Five evenings in tbe week the room 1B open
but no bookB are given out In order to secure
a quiet reading room. As soon as a separate
room can be bad books will be distributed for
liome reading at all tlmei when the library
Is open.

The aim noB been In tbe past and will be In
the future to bave tbe library oo operate
with and supplement the schools, the purpose
of tbe two bolng one and the same, to fur-
nleta the means for education—foe education
being finished only with the end of life itself.

It la hoped that this brief statement or
what has been accomplished in tbe first twelve
months, under many difficulties and by dote
economy, will stimulate the oitltens of Dover
to ooutrlbute liberally to the support of tbe
library during the coming year when on to
count of its oontlnued and rapid growth
expenses will be correspondingly luorewed.

Washington, D. C , April 31,1908. ;

The greatest Interest Is manifested at tbe
State Department in the news which has just
come from Colombia that President liarro-
quin may seek to ratify the Fanama oanal
treaty with the help of MB ministers and
without waiting for the action of Congress.
AsBucb action would be a wide deviation
from the American conception of a presi-
dent's powers, the constitution of Colombia

being carefully studied in order Co ascer-
tain, If possible, on what ground the Presi-
dent of Colombia assumes to have this power.
It Is known that public order has not been

itored in tbe republic of Colombia and tbat
every material consideration would indicate
the advisability of tne ratification of the
treaty, but considerable doubt is expressed
as to whether this country would be warrant-
ed in accepting a treaty ratified by so unusual
a procedure Admiral Walker and other
members of the Commission have arrived In
Colon and the engineers in the party a n al-
ready engaged in looking over the ground
and inspecting the work performed ou to*
Culebracut

The wholesale investigation into affairs at
the Postoffice Department still continues and

the opinion of the Poitmaster Oeneral will
occupy another two months before i t it
completed. Bince General Payne returned
to Washington there ha» been a considerable
decrease in the news obtainable by tbe news-
papers and when your correspondent asked
the Postmaster General if he could cot ar-
range to give out a few news Items dailr.
Mr. Payne replied laconically, " Would yon
have me bell the cat i" Mr. Payne Is most
courteous to the newspapermen and tbe cross
questioning to which the twenty or thirty
correspondents subject him he seems to have
become accustomed to. Be receives them
dally at 4 p. m. and seems to enjoy what he
calls his "press receptions." It is evident
that, regardless of irregularitta and euch
rascality as may have been practiced In the
post, there will be a general reorganisation
of the system. The Postmaster Oeneral Is
authority for the statement that when this

completed It will be Invisible for one of-
acisl to maks an allowance and then past
upon the expenditures therefor and sign the
vouchers. As no general reorganlzstiou has
taken plaoe since Mr. Wan&maker was Post-
master Oeneral and the gross reoeipts la tbe .

Tbe tame general Impression pre
Tailed among tbe Christians here that had
beeo expressed in other places, vise., tbat FauF
would meet witb serious trouble and poeaibly
death in Jerusalem. We remember that
Paul hluiseit shared ia OiU ciimvltslion and
bade bis friends at Ephesui a sad Anal fare
well. It is a most significant fact that tbe
feeling of approaching danger to the bclovr<~
Apostle was everywhere traceable to tbe
eamecauee. ItwaBDOtacoDvlotionbased on
any linowa faots tbat had come to the know
ledge of the people, hut it was an inner con-
•oiousnesB that can only be explained by tbe
operation of tbe spirit of God upon tbe
human heart. Paul, aa well aB all others,
•bared tola same strange dread of approach-
ing trouble, yet Paul was firm In bin Inten-
tion to go to Jerusalem. As it afterwards
proved, it was the Lord's way of opening a
door tor Paul's preaoblng jn Rome and in
Caeser*s household. To be sure, his journey
to Rome was tbe journey of a prisoner am
his home in Rome was a prison, but in tbe
marvelous providence of God even these try-
ing features of haul's ministry were made
help rather than a hindrance in many ways.

Tbe seven days of Paul's visit at Tyre buv-
lng been f Dialled, be once more entered Into
the ship. Tbe men, women and children fu]
lowed him down to tbe Bhore, and tbere they
keeled down together for a last prayer
meeting. The last moment came. The
captain calls out for all who are Ruing on
board tbe ship to make baste. Farewell words
are spoken. Tbe Apostle and bis companion!
"took ship" and tbe others returned hom<
again.

Tbe next stop was at Ftoiemias and was
bnt for one day. There were Christians
here, but by whom the church bad been
founded and the gospel first preaobed w
have no record. We Blmply read in verst
sevon tbat Paul and bis company ''aululec
the brethren and abode with them one day."
This passing visit would be a great encour-
agement to tbe church, though affording
•mall opportunity for any extended teaching.

Verses eight to twelve tell of his stay in
Cesarea, from which place his journey to
Jerusalem would be by land. At Cesarea
bis borne wsa with Philip the evangelist, wh
Ant came to notice as one of the Beven doa-
eons elected at Jerusalem before tbe persecu-
tion that dispersed the 0 rst body of Christian
in tbat city. When the persecution arose at
the time of Stephen's martyrdom, Philip was
one who went out preaching in otber citleB.
He carried out a most remarkable evangel-
tstio campaign in Samaria, it will be remem-
bered, and then was Bent down into tbe
desert to Instruct the Ethiopian man of great
authority, who carried the truth Into Af rl<
We soon low track of Philip after tbat, bu
hart we find him living in Cesarea wltb
family of four daughters around him, wh
wore also engaged in Christian teaching.
He was still an " evangelist " Twenty year
bad passed since be left Samaria but still tb
Ore was burning in bis eoul. He was still an
CTangeHafc and his "fuur daughter^ virgin
which did prophesy" were following in hi
footsteps. In this home Paul tarried many
days. Philip and bis household would not
Deed Instruction and encouragement as tile
majority of tboee with whom Paul oamo In
aontactdld. Tbese must have been dayB of
rest to tbe veteran missionary. How good it
must have seemed to him to be a guest in a
borne where tbe host and bis family were
strong in faith and bad spent years in tbe
work of preaching tbe gospel as be himself
had done. Bow they could talk together of
their varied experiences and encourage one
another In many-ways. It roust have been
a " baven of rest" to Paul after all be bad
passed through. What changes had come in
bis life since Philip first met blm. Twenty
or more years before, Stephen, Philip's com
panlon in the office of deacon, had been
stoned to deatb. Saul had then stood by
and held the clothes of the men who caBt the
death dealing stones at the martyr. After
Stephen', death Philip had gone out as an
evangelist, and Saul went out as a per-
secutor of Christians, but was converted
and became tbe Apostle Paul, receiving
such a change of name as was fitting
to the change in his character. Philip
and Paul more than likely saw each other in
those days when they were on opposite sides
of the great question. Philip had fled for his
life from the persecutors, of whom Paul, then
known aa Saul, had been one of tbe foremost.
Now Paul was a guest in Philip's quiet home:
They were of like precious faith and Paul
was getting a> mnch naeded rest and gaining
strength for what be wan about to endure at
Jerusalem. During Paul's stay with Philip
a prophet named Agabuaoame up from J ru-
salem and he also prophesied Paul's arrest.
The aame unmistakable consciousness that
trouble was coming bad marked every step
of the journey. Agabus made his prophecy
very plain by an object lesson. Taking
Paul's girdle he bound his own hands and
feet and said: "Thus salth the Holy Ghost,
•Bo shall the Jews at Jerusalem bind the man
tbat owneth this girdle, and shall deliver him
Into the bands of tbe Gentiles.'» Everyone
was convinced by this new prophecy from a
man who knew nothing of the former predic-
tions and feelings of this character, and all
appealed to Paul not to go to Jernnlem. Bat
Paul was not the man to abandon a purpose
when be knew he was doing right. The Lord
had abown blm what suffering was undoubt-
edly coming to him and he oould give up if be
ehose. But bis choice was to go on his way
and f ulfll the mission be was destined to fulfil.
Be probably did not know what would be
gained by hl» arrest and suffering, but be
felt it was dad's plan for him to go ahead
and, as we have already said, It opened the
way for the gospel to be preached In Some,
and tbe world is different to day because of
Paul's choosing to pursue his journey and
take the consequence.
