Into an external unit. The hostility
Mtween the divided parts Is wicked and to
be condemned unreservedly, That hmtilHy
has very muoh abated of later times. I t is
recognized that each seot baB its modicum of
trutb, and that no one holds all the trutb.
't Is Increasingly felt that real union should
be sought for beneath the varieties of exter-
nal organisations. Because Christians differ

their emphasis of truth Is no reason wby
;bey should quarrel with one another or re-
use fellowship to one another. Christ Is

more tban denomination, charity is 6etter
than sectarianism, truth Is higher tban
lograas. Presbyterians have been and are
w y broad In.thai r sympatbl* s While loyal

to their own system they cordially-recog-
nize other evangelical bodies u parts of the

'bole, and cordially unite in any combina-
tion for the advance of tbe kingdom. Such
Interdenominational agencies as the Bible
Society, the Tract Boclety, tho Y, M. C. A.,
the Christian Endeavor Society and others
draw their beBt and most numerous suppor-
ters from tbe Presbyterian Church.

Nevertheless, we are Presbyterians, and It
1 well for UB to be familiar with our system.

Charity for all does not eliminate loyalty to
our own.' WebBlfeve that we naveaaplen*
did church, and that our church holds a truth
whloh it is for the. world's advantage to
learn. In suoh a spirit let us review oar
reasons for adherence to i t

I. Probably one reason may be traced to
our personal history or circumstances. I t
has boon said that "cur system of thought Is
very often only the history of our hearts."
No doubt many flnd themselves In the Pres-
byterian Church because they were born in
it, or because they flod i t best sultei to their
habln of thought or their social environment
or tbelr natural disposition. I come from a
Presbyterian ancestry, and was born In the
pale of the Reformed Dutch Church, which'ls
a branch ot tbe Presbyterian family, l l y
father and two uncles were ministers in .the
Presbyterian Church. I never knew of any
one on my father's or mother's side who was
not a Presbyterian. All my early associa.
tlons were in connection with tbe worship
and teachings of the Reformed Churchr I
was educated by it. Ot course, all that has
Its Influence. I would not feel at home under
the government or methods of any other
church. But, while allowing for this influ-
ence, it is for more weighty reasons that I
have remained through all theaa years in the
Presbyterian Church.

II I believe In the Presbyterian govern-
ment. The word Presbyterian comes'from
tbeOreek "Presbuteroa" and signifies an elder.
Among tbe Jews, the name was given to tbe
magistrates or beads of the people. The
Sanbedrin, or supreme council of. the Jews,
was composed of seventy elders, chief priests
'and scribes. In the New Testament the name
is given to designate any who bad eoclealaa-
tical functions. Even the Apostle Peter
•ays, "The elders that are among yon, I
exbort, wbo also am an elder." Fresby-
terlanism Is governed by elders. They are
divided Into two classes, the teaching elders,
or the pastors, and tbe ruling elders, or the
session. They, together, have control of tbe
church, being chosen by the people for tbelr
office, and work, acting as representatives of
the people in all they do. There are four
judicatorles in which they act: The Session,
wblcb Is the judicatory of the individual
church; the Presbytery, which is the judi-
catory of a dlstrlot where there are not less
tiiau live churches, a n i In which every
church bas representatives In the person oi
pastor and elder; the Synod, which embraces
the Presbyteries In a State, generally, though
any three may constitute a Synod, and In
which tbe representation is the s ime M In a
Presbytery; lastly, the General Assembly,
the highest judicatory, which consists of an
equal delegation of pastors and elders from
each Presbytery according to their number,
and represents tbe entire denomination. Tbls
series ot judlcatories secures to each church
the watch and care necessary for the well
being of Its members, and to the whole body
an efficient siatem of review and control.

Now, 1 do not believe that the method
church government baa bran divinely ordered
in any such sense' that oonformity to it be-
comes a matter of supreme obligation. In
many features of It, all church government
Is a matter of expediency. Tet , it does seem
to us Presbyterians that this mode of churoh
government is most like that whloh wo read
of in the New Testament. I t was natural
that the first converts to Christianity, being

IWB, should adopt the form of government
for their church to which the]' had been
accustomed, In which authority was vested
In a bench of elders. So .we read lu the New
Testameut of elders being appointed in every
ohurcb, oC au Important question being re-
ferred to a synod made up of apoBtles and
elders,'of elders wbo ruled in tbe church but
did not perform pastoral duties. According
to our reading too, there was s o difference
between any of tbe ministers of the word
and sacraments, but all Buch were on
equality, tbe words bishop and elder bf
titles given iutercbangably to the same per
Bons. We read the history of the early
church In tho same way, as Bhowlng that for
more tban a hundred years after the apostles
the church was governed In thoroughly
Presbyterian mothods, and that it was by
gradual Inroads that tbe syBtem was modified
until it became governed by biBhops Bnd tbi
papacy. We believe in tbiB form of govern
