The most Important and sensational devel-
opment in the current PustoiBoe Investiga-
tion is tbe removal, pending the completion
ot the investigation, of General Superinten-
dent of free delivery Maohen, which step was
taken by the Postmaster General at the re-
quest of Fourth Assistant Postmaster Gener-
al Brlatow, who in a communication to Poet-
maBter General Payne intimates that tbe
completion of the investigation will be mater-
ially facilitated by Mr. Macben's absence.
Machen has accordingly been granted indefi-
nlte leave of absence pending tbe completion
of tbe investigation but it is a matter s>f grave
doubt as to whether he will ever again occu-
py bis desk in the Postofflce Department. In
addition to removing Machen, the Postmaster
General has transferred-the entire dlvteion
Ot free delivery to the bureau presided over
by Hr.
