The Bame tribute <raa paid to the nineteen
soldiere burled in^LocuBt HiU Cemetery, one
of whom fougbtln the f a r of 3813, a brief
memorial service Being held at the soldiers'
plot in that cemetery. ID St. Mary's ceme-
tery a detail from McDavit PoBt placed flow-
ers and flogs on the graves ot| ten soldiers
buried there. Memorial Pay exercise* were
held at tbe Baker Opera Hou<e upon the
return of tbe veterans and tbeir escort from
Locust Bill Cemetery. On the stage were
seated tbe members ot James HoDavit Poet
and Faetors William Eaklne, H. T. Shelford,
r. P. Chambers sod D. W. Moore. The ex-
ercises opened wicb a selection by the band,
followed by a prayer by the Rev. T. F.
Chambers. Mies Jennie Praed next sang
" The Meaning of U. 8. A.," being accom-
panied by Mrs. Edward Jenkins, lira. Jen-
kins also read "The Line of Blue" and Mrs.

A B U T OF THE HKPUBUO:
The fleeting years from 1800 to 1003, forty-

two in number, have pastied rapidly by
and the survivors ot the youth of our land,
wha then entered the army In defence of
tbeir country and to uphold the honor of ito
flan, are the veterans ot today. We a n
thankful to God for having spared our lives
so long and permitted us to meet together
on this Memorial Daj to do flooor to our* de-
parted oomrades. . '

To those of mature yean the history of the
Civil War is no doubt familiar, but forth*
benefit of tbe young people here to day let
me briefly recount some items of historic*)
Interest that will aid them to remember some
of the saoriQcea made and suffering endured
by the' boys in blue to preserve Intact'tbe
government under wbtoh they enjoy to
mVny bfy*Mlnfi> The duration of. the war
was about four yean and during that time
nearly 2,(00,000 men were enrolled into the
army of the United States.. During that
time they fought about 2,000 battles, besides
Innumerable skirmishes, someof which wobld
have been designated as battles in the Boer or
Spanish-American Wars. Of tbe 9,000,000
soldiers enrolled, 135,000 were actually shot
dead on the twttliMM f̂lK^nOO were wounded
In action, 200,000 died of disease, 71,000 were
starved to death In. rebel prisons and 285,000
more were so disabled that they bad to be
discharged as Incapable of further service.
Tbe most notorious Confederate prison pen
was Andergonrllle, in tbe State of Georgia.
It embraced an area of S3K aorta. In which
on August 9, 1834, there were confined as
prisoners 33,000 Union soldiers. Tbe highest
death rate per day was AuguitUl, 1884, whan
127 of our brave soldiers breathed their, last,
and during that month 9,093 died and w e n
carried out, uncoffloed and unshrouded, in
tbe large dead wagon drawn by tour mules,
and placed like obrdwood in a long open
trenob where quick lima was thrown over
tbem and tbeir poor emaciated bodies covered
over by negroes or prisoners detailed tor that
purpose. But, through all their suffering
and hardships, both on the battlefleldandin
prison, our soldiers were brave and loyal,
tbeir hearts cheered with the ultimate suc-
cess of their cause by tbe little verse printed
upon tbe cover of each soldier's hymn book:

" For right Is right, since God Is Qod,
And right the day will win {

To doubt would be disloyalty,
To falter would be sin."

And in tbe end right did prevail and on
April 9,1805, the Confederate flag went down
forover at Appomattox and the stars and
stripes now, float over an undivided, coun-
try and more than 6,000,000 human beings
who were once slaves, bonght and sold like
cattle, are now enjoying the blessings of
freedom. Ic la now universally conceded
by the Southern people that it was for their
best interests that the National Government
was Micoeaful and to-day, if called upon,
they would be as willing as we to take up
arms In defence of our country and oar coun-
try's flag.

To-day, my oomrades, we remember Mal-
vern Bill and the seven days' Sght In front
ot Richmond, and that awful September
day on tbe banks of the Antietom wits 13,000
of the boys tn blue lying dead or wounded.
And those cold December days at Eredericks-
burg, when time and again our boys oharged
tbe enemy's works wltb a loss of 18,000 men.
Then came CbancelforsvUJe, where for tbree
daye through its tangled thickets you fought,
andlt),0(10 moreof yourcomradea were added
to tbe long list of killed and wounded: Then
on to Gettysburg, where for ..three long days
upon the heights of Bound Top, in DSFII'B
Den, in the Wheat Field, upon Seminary and
Cemetery Btdges, omtd the roar and crash of
W0 pieces of artillery and upwards of 200,000
men fighting as probably men never fought
before, was fougbt one of the most desperate
and decisive battles recorded In history.
There rebellion r seal red 1U death blow, with
a loss to us of 5,000 kiUsd and 12,000 wounded.
Then followed thorn long, longttaya ot march-
ing and fighting through the woods and
swamps of tbe Wilderness, Bpottsylvanla,
Coal Harbor and Petersburg with its long
list of 45,000 more men killed and wounded.
But those sacrifices were not made in vain
and upon this Memorial Day we rejoice in a
reunited country and with grateful hearts
we niil revere and cherish the memory of
our departed comrades.

He
has been arrested, charged with accepting a
bribe estimated atfS2,00O and has bera re-
leased on 130,000 bail. Tbe arrest of Machen.
breaks tbe ring which bas long looted the
Government through postofflce obanneU), be-
lieving themselves secure because of the po-
litical Influence which they had created by a
lavish use of the federal funds. Otber and
almost as sensational arrests are promised la
tbe near future, and it is believed tbe end Is
now in sight. The detection of Hachen'a
criminality was accomplished by what Post-
master General Payne describes as to- clev-
erest piece of detective work in bis exper-
ience. No word was breathed to any official
by Fourth Assistant Postmaster General
Brlstow regarding the trail which the inspec-
tors had Btruck until the chain of evidence
was complete and Maohen had virtually
broken down under tbe searching catechising
to which he had been subjected by Brhtow
and his assistants. The facts were then laid
before the Postmaster General, wbo signed *
tbe required request for a warrant for
Macheu's arrest.

Toe credit for the present investigation Is
due to Robert J. Wynne, First Assistant
Postmaster General and a personal appointee
of President Roosevelt. Mr. Wynne long ago
discovered that affairs in tbe division of f rea
delivery W6re nofproperly conduoted and so **
reported to the President and the Postmaster
Qeneral, Mr. Brlatow was then ordered to
begin the present investigation and the Post-
master General is loud in bis praises of the
thorough manner In which Mr, Bristow has
conducted this difficult and delicate under-
taking. As far back as last Decembsr, the
Washington limes preferred grave charges
against Macben and other officials of tha
Postofllce department. Ike Star, another
local publication, repudiated tbe charges and
strong Influence secured the dropping of the
subject by the Times. Tie Star, It may be
remarked, is the owner of an office building
In which tbe Poscoftice Department Is an ex-
tensive and generous tenant. la January tha
President learned some of the facts and
ordered the investigation, which has already
resulted ID removing a number of unwortbj
officials from the postal service.

Great interest attaches to a rumor that
Senator Quay is about to retire Irom active
politics. The rumor was received with little
credence until it became known that Mr.
Quay had absented himself from the State
convention and had permitted Senator Pen-
rose to be elected State chairman. The con-
vention enthusiastically endorsed President
Roosevelt and tho polioy ot protection.

Tha President has taken a step lifcejy to pro-
mote good feeling between tbe United States
and Germany by ordering that tbe European
Hoot proceed to Kiel to participate In the
•treat naval regatta to be held there In Jane.
This action of the President will, tt is be-
Moved, dlBarra that Bectlon of the German
preea which has neon diligent in its protesta-
tions that tbe United States had spurned the
friendly advance ot the Kaiser on every pos-
sible occasion. It will bo remembered that
the President was obliged to decline the invi-
tation extended for tho visit of the North
Atlantlo squadron to Kiel some time ago.
