Keating and Carllnir f o u n d Oullty of
Xiaroeny^-Other cases Heard. J

Daniel Keating' and Theodore Carling were
tried for the larceny of a coat and thirty dol-
lari of money from John J. Waddock, of
Boonton.

No evidence of how the money bad been
spent by the defendantaor bow they disposed
of it was introduced, but the court held that
they were equally guilty and convicted them
of grand larceny. The sentence has not been
pronounced.

The appeal of the Dover, Rockaway and
Port Oram Qaa Company against the Jerssy
Baa Fixture Company was tried bsfore
Judge Mills for a reversal of the judgment
below in favor .of the appellees. Tbe ques-
tion was whether the appellants had a good
set-off to the bill of the New Jersey Gas Fix-
ture Company arising out of mutual dealinga
with each other. The decision has not been
rendered.

JPO8TOJF&IOB SCANDAL TO BB JtJS*
ZENTLES8LY PBOBBD,

A. W. Moohen Indicted—Two Subor-
dinates Share Same Fate — Seoond
ClasB Mall Matter to be afore Lim-
ited Hereafter-Trust Interests Said
to be Opposed to Boosevelt .

IFrom Our Begular Correspondent!
Washington, D. C, June 1,1903.

The President has returned to Washington,
physically none the worse for a trip tbat
would have oompletely exhausted a less vig-
orous constitution. He says himself that be
has benantted by i t ; he returns to WaBbing'
ton with a keener appreciation of the needs
of the great nation for whose welfare he is
so largely responsible, and a greater love, If
tbat were possible, for the country whioh bss
greeted him on every side with unbounded
enthusiasm. In a word, Mr. Roosevelt re-
turns to Washington in closer touch wltb the
great American people. That he feels this
is evident from remarks he has made to sev-
eral friends.

As Mr. Vioosevelt again takes up the rtins
of government he Snda no easy task before
him. An appalling scandal has developed in
tbe Poitofllce Department during his absence,
a scandal which he feared, even before be
left Washington, but whioh no political oon-
sidsratlons induced him to attempt to
smother. Regardless of tbe fact that the
country was approaching a great election, an
election which would determine bis own
political future, he gave ordsrs to probe the
Irregularities In tbe Fostofflce to tbe bottom,
to hew to the line with but one end in view,
tbe purification of tbe service. Warm politi-
cal friends urged bun to permit existing con-
ditions to remain undisturbed until after
election but he refused. Theodore Roosevelt
Is alone responsible for the relentless Investi-
gation Into FostofBce methods now being
pursued and it Is with bad grace that partisan

ptrs attempt to cast reflections on an ad-
ministration whioh has dared to uncover the
sore that it might be healed.

August W. Maohen, former general super-
intendent of free delivery, stands (D-day In-
dicted by a grand jury on ,nine separate
counts and evidence of other criminality
sufilolent to secure many more indictments

in the hands of Fourth Assistant Postmas-
;sr Qeneral . Bristow and his Inspectors,
'homes W. McGregor and C. Klsworth Up-

ton, two of Itaohen's subordinates and Inti-
mate friends, have been arrested for* stealing
from the Fostofflce Department (8,000, their
methods having been similar to Mauhen's.
They purchased mall bags In Baltimore,
worth less than fifty cents each, and paid for
them ninety cents, receiving a commission
from the maker of forty cents on each.. Post*
master General Payne, who was himself re-
luctant to believe tbat there existed what he
would consider actual dishonesty, tbat is
maladministration for personal gain, has
been foroed to admit that the conditions
which the inspectors are* daily uncovering
are "appalling" and It is believed tbat the
ramifications of Machen's dishonesty will
eventually lead the inspectors into the homes
•f men prominent in Btate and federal politi-
cal affairs. Tbe grand jury Is now consider-
ing the case of Groff Bros., the men who paid

a a commission on the letter box fas-
teners, andihelr conviction Is confidently
expected. Smltb, the man who sold tbe mall
bags to McGregor and Upton, will be prose-
cuted and in every instance as earnest an
effort will be made to meet out justice to the
bribe given as to the bribe takers.

There is rejoicing in one division of the
Fostomce Department, however. The Dis-
trict of Columbia Court of Appeals has just
rendered a decision which makes it possible
to exclude from tbe mails a great class of
publications which It was never intended
should have the privilege of the pound rate
of postage, accorded to newspapers. This
class is composed of books published in serial
form as, for instance, the Lakeside Library,
tbe Bummer Library, eto. The publishers
bave been In the habit of complying with tbe
technical provisions of the law and when
finally denied the one cent rate they appealed
to the courts with the result above noted.
Another class of publication which will be
barred from the newspaper rate Is composed
of alleged msgacines made up of sheet music.
The most Important feature of the decision
in this latter case is tbe affirmation, by fcbo
court, of ths Postmaster General's coutentlon
that his decision as to what la and what is not
entitled to newspaper rates la a "inlnleteral
act" which cannot be reviewed by the courts.

Authoritative information has reached
your correspondent of the organization of the
Wall street and trust interests in New York
with tbe hope of defeating President Roose-
velt in the next election. These men say
they will support any candidate the Demo-
crat! put up and advise the Democrats to
nominate a free silver man so as to be sure of
capturing the Bryan vote. This doeB not
mean, of coarse, that they have bran con-
verted to free silver or free trade but they
have found President Roosevelt unyielding to
the pressure they have presumed to exert ond
they believe that a Democratic candidate
candidate, whose election was accomplished
by their money, would feel so deeply under
obligations to them that he would be as putty
in their hands. Even though the election of
such a man might result In the election also
of a Democratic House of Representatives,
they appreciate tbat not for many years
would it be possible to change the political
complexion of tbe Senate and there would be,
therefore, a deadlock in Congrees If tbe Demo-
crats attempted to euact any law other than
the routine appropriation bills. That such a
combination can command sufficient votes to
elect a President is not regarded as probable,
but that it may ancceed In making trouble
for tbe Replicansis possible.

An effort has been made recently to attach
undue significance to the movement of tha
Asiatic squadron from Japan to China, near
Chee Fu. The movement is explained by the
Navy Department as being nothing out of
the ordinary, the most plausible reason being
that the naval situation there affords the
most available opportunities for manoeuvres.

We left Paul, strip wrecked but safely
escaped to land, at tbe clow of our l u t leeeon.
It proved that the Ulasd, which in the storm
tber Called to recognize, was the Ulnud of.
Malta. The bay into wblcb they ran the
•hip 1* now known em St. Paul's Bay. The
shipwrecked mariners arid priaooen were
kindly received by the natives of the bland
and during the three months they were com-
pelled to remain there Paul taught and
prayed for the people, and many sick people
w e n healed in answer to his proyeri. At
lait, when spring came on, they were taken
on board another Alexandrian ship, wblcb
had been more fortunate than the one on
wtlcb Paul had been a prisoner. This snip,
on which they now embarked, bad found It
Decenary to winter at Malta. Tha voyage
to Puteoli, on the western shore of Italy,
where they left tbe iiblp, proved uneventful.
From toll place the prisoner* made tbe re-
mainder of tbe journey to Rome by land. At
thU point Paul also found some Christians
and was allowed to have a seven days' v/fllt
amODg them. In the mean time news reached
Rome that Paul was coming and the
brethren from there came down half way and
met Faul and bis companions and accom-
panied him into the city.

After reaching Rome the centurlan, who
bad had charge of Paul during the long
journey, delivered his prisoners to tbe captain
of the guard and then his duty was done.
Paul was now singled out from among the
other prisoners and allowed to live in his
own rented borne, where be could receive hl«
friends and preach almost as freely as though
be had been a free man. Hewasalwayaguard-
ed by a Roman soldier, however, to whom he
was constantly chained, and of tbts chain he
often speaks in his EpUttes.wblch were written
during thle peculiar form of Imprisonment.
This privilege which Paul enjoyed was or*
frequently granted to persons of the better
class, who were not guilty of great crime and
could fnrnlsh security. Through what In-
fluence Paul Becured the favor we know not,
but his very presence seems to have been a
sufficient guarantee ot his character all
through his career. Especially after bis or-
rest do we find again and again that hla
keepers were inclined to favor him in every
possible way.

As was his custom, Paul's first efforts were
for the people of hit own nation. Only three
days after he waB settled In his new borne be
wnt for the chiefs ot the Jews who were In
Home and tried to explain to them th4 reason
tor his arrest, and establish htmselt on a
friendly basis among them. They heard hto
story and said they bad received uo word
from the Jewish leaders at Jerusalem con-
cerning him. But they wished to have him
explain more fully concerning tbe Christian
faith, for they bad beard the soot everywhere
spoken against. A day was set for this pur-
pose and tbe meeting wan largely attended.
Paul spent tbe whole day, from morning un-
til evening, reasoning with them, expounding
the scriptures, explaining the prophecies and
in every way seekiDg to caUBe them to see
that Jesus was the Messiah. His great ell
day meeting was a success; some of his hear-
ers believed, others, of course, refused to be-
lieve, but some genuine converts were added
to the company ot Christians who were al-
ready in Rome when Faul came.

For two whole years Paul's mlniatry went
on in his own hired house. There he received
all that came to Mm and preached tbe truth
•s freely as he had done in other cities. No
one Interfered with his freedom of speech,
and though seriously hindered by confine-
ment to his own house, these years of teach-
ing bore precious fruit in tbe city of Borne,

. u we gather from tbelettersbe wrote during
the period. These letters themselves are a
precious legacy to the church ot all ages, and
perhaps would not have been written If Paul
had been allowed to go on In his active ltln
erant ministry, as be done for yean before.
Bis courageous course, which he always pur-
sued, teaches a gnat lesson for every Chris-
tian. He always managed to Snd some way
to do something for the Lord. He was
never waiting for an opportunity to
do good. Every day brought him some
occasion to let his light shine. When he
was set upon by the mob In Jerusalem he
preached to them from the stairs leading to
tbe prison. When brought before the Jewish
leaders for examination, he turned hU own
trial into an opportunity to preach, When
before the Roman governor at Coisarea he
made every hearing ot his case a convincing
sermon until King Agrippa was almost per-
suaded to become a Christian. ID the awful
storm at sea he became the natural leader and
cheered the hearts of the discouraged men
and led tbem to tbink of God. When ship-
wrecked on the Island of Malta he spent his
time in missionary work. At last In Rome
and chained to a soldier he still goea on with
bis work. This proves that it is not oppor-
tnnlty so much as real inclination to do good
tbat is needed. If we ere only playing at
belug Christians our mouths will be stopped
la the presence of tboee who do not agree
with us. But If It is really a matter that Is
filling our hearts and minds we will let our
light sblne almost unconsciously to ourselves.
Tbe influence of Paul reached even Caesar's
household, and if the influence of one lonely
prisoner, chained to his guard and confined
