Jara spent In openiog f{ up. A mill was built
recently, and Mr. 1. J. Coe is in charge. The
workers and those interested bslieve that they
have a flne proposition which willprove to be
a great success in its development. It isin-
teresting to note that anopher Dover boy fs
not far from here, Mr. William Bray, who
has charge of the Poesy Mine, near Nevada
city. ‘ ‘
