A. candidate for office
an offspring of the party which nominates
im, and It Is the duty of every member of
lat party to assist in nominating tbe man
ho Is best adapted for the office.

WHAT THE NEW &AW DOES
11 The oew law iustructs us how, when and

'here to conduct tbe primaries, and by
'horn they Bhall be conducted; how the
andidates may be nominated and the man*
,er fa which the delegates to the different
onventlons are fleeted. It applies to all
ollttoal parties which, at the last election,
illed for Members of Assembly at least five
r centum of the total vote cast in tbe diB-

,rict or division in which the nominations
made or delegates are chosen.

" Hereafter the first registry day and the
rlmary of both parties shall be held at the
ame time, and tho place shall be designated
ly the clerk. Tbe polla shall be open from
Lp. m. to 9 p. m. on the Becond Tuesday in
September, and. every man who IB entitled to
vote on election day hatj a right to vote at
tbe primary.

Upon entering the polling place to vote
it a primary tbe voter askB for an official
primary ballot of the party In whose primary
lie desires to participate. He then retires to
i booth and prepares bta ballot, He has the
Igtatto vote for any person, whose name li
tot printed on his party ticket by adding the
lame to tbe ticket. • He can only vote for

'hich the district in which he votes Is en-
Itled.
" The ballot is folded In Buch a way as to

Phe Republican ballots are deposited in the

Republican ballot box. and the Demoaratio
ballots In the Democratic box by tbe elec-
tion officers of the different parties. A bal-
lot deposited in the wrong box will not be
counted. At tha close of the primary elec-
tion the officers count tbe votes cast and
make a statement of the result to the clerk.

The candidate whose name
Is printed on the offiolarba'lot fans tbe name
privilege, A voter may.be challenged for
not being a legal voter In the district, or
because he IB not a member of tbe political
party whose ticket he bag asked^for. In both
cases the voter hae th? right to swear, in
hfa vote, • •"'

'• Tbe candidate for a ward oftjee, such as
freeholder, alderman, school commleatoner,
Is nominated by a direct vote ot the party
voters of the ward. Hereafter there will be
no ward conventions. Delegates wilt be
elected to the olty, county, etate and con-
gressional conventions. The names of tbe
candidates for ward nominations and for
delegates to the conventions will be printed
on the same ballot !

" All candidates for Dominations for public
.BOB or for election RS delegates at the pri-

mary cwin have their rmmeB placed upon the
official ballot by ownpivine with the follow-
ing regulations: A petlrlon is presented to
the clerk, Blgned by not less than ten legal
voters, who are momborn of the same politi-
cal party, and who resldo In the same election
dlfltrlctp, giving their ramn, residences and
addresses, and stating that they endorse the
person or persona in the petition na candidate
or caodldatPS for nomination for tbe office or
offices therein named, or for the office of dele*
(rate or delegates At the ensuing convention.
They Etate tbe political party to which they
belong and request the olerk to print upon
tbe ofQoIal primary ballot of said political
party the names of the person or persons in-
dorsed by them. Such petitions must be
verified by oath or affirmation by at least one
of .the signers. •

'! Tbe signers of any petition may not In-
dorse more pennnn as candidates or delegates
than are to be oboBun nt the primary election
district In which the signers reside.

' OAN SIGN ONH PETITION 0NI*T.
" I t Is cot necessary; to secure ten signers

for every delegate to be voted for at the
primary. Ten legal sfenera to the petition
are sufficient for the whole number of dele-
gates to wbicb the district te entitled to all
tho different conventions. But tbe same
signers may not petition for more than one
set of delegates to the same convention. All
candidates for office or delegates to conven-
tions indorsed in this manner aball file a cer-
tificate consenting to stand as such.

u There are no requirements in tbe primal
law as to who or id what manner these peti-
tions shall be prepared. All tbat tsnecessar
Is that when the petition la presented it Bha
comply with tho requirements of tbe law,
and that it riioll be filed with the clerk uol
le&B than ten days prior to said primary elec-
tion.' Tie olerk snail prepare the ballots at
public expense and distribute them among
the various election boards on the morning of
the day preceding the primary election,
Each party will bave but one ticket for every
election district,-and the names of all candi-
dates for offlcB of dolepute to a party conven-
tion in eaehelectiondlBtrlntfihajl be arranged
In alphabetical order.

11 On receiving this ticket you maj vote for
aa many candidates and delegates to which
your district is entitled and erase, with black
pencil, all names thereon otber than those for
which you desire to vote, .

"In closing I wish to state that the la
makes It a crime for a member of ona political
party io sign his name to any petition pur-
porting to Indorse any person as a candidate
for office or delegate to a convention
another political party."

"The object of the law was to make the
primary election a more Important factor
our political affair, and I have no doubt wh
IC Is batter understood it will do effects
service in the interest of good government.1

SBnator Aldrlch and his colleagues on tbe

Providence, and will probably complete tbe
financial bill which will be reported to tbe
full committee and to the Senate early next
session. Speculation le rife as to the provl'
slons of tbe measure which will bo framed at
Providence, but it would bave been difficult
to select four members of the Senate who are
cloter mouthed and (t IB doubtful if anything
more than conjecture will be published
regarding the actual wording of the measure
before Congrem convenes. Of oourae, it Is
known tbat in a general way Senator Aldrlch
and his fellow members of tbe committee
favor tbe provisions of the former Aldrloh
bill, but, on the other band, It is known tbat
they would meet with considerable opposition
In the House, and the problem which the sub-
committee will have to conalder will be the
>xtent to wbicb the original Aldrich bill can
x modified with a vle.F to disarming the
)pposltlon of tae lower chamber.

General Miles, after a long and honorable
career in the army of tbe United States,
retired from active servloe la»t Saturday,
having reached tbe age limit, sixty-four
years. In bidding farewell to tbe army, of
which be has been tbe " Qenoral command-

ig" for eight years, General Miles Issued a
patriotic and eloqusnt valedictory, wblch was
distributed as "General Order 110." Im-
mediately on the retirement of General Miles
the President appointed General S. fi. M.
Young to succeed him. Tbb appointment
was the occasion of sincere disappointment to
many of General lllles's friends, who had
hopen that he might bave the honor ot being
the last " genBrol commanding,!' that posi-
tion going out of existence on August 15,
when tbe new law providing for a general
stall goes into effect, General Young will
become chief of staff, a position analogous to
that of general commanding, and will doubt-
less occupy that position until he retires next
January, when he will be succeeded by
General Chaffee.

The last general order issued by General
Miles was OUB prohibiting tbo decking of tbe
tails, or mutilation in other manner, of all
army horses. This applies to the hones
owned by officers, notwithstanding the faot
that many officers bay and pay for their own
mounts, and it is believed tbat a general
order to this elect Kill have a salutary result
in curtailing the practice throughout the
country. In this connection It Is worthy of
note that President Roosevelt has given hlB
hearty sanction to a movement looking to the
establishment of a non-combatant force to be
detailed for duty with troops employing
horses in battle, tbe duties of wblch foroe
will be to put out ot tbeir misery horses so
badly wounded as to be beyond recovery,
and tbe further mission of affording prompt
relief to those animals whose recovery may
be looked for if tbeir wounds are properly
attended to. This Bubject will receive special
attention at the Geneva convention, wblch
opens on September 14, nnd it is expected
that an equine relief corps may, as a result,
become a parb of every army.

One ot the most Important results of the
post office investigation will be tbe concerted
attempt which will be made by officials of the
adminiBtration to secure Congressional au-
thority to completely reorganize tbe auditing
service of tbe government. At preient it is
tbe custom to appoint an auditor for each
department and in moBt instances such audi-
tor Is furnlsbed offices in tbe department to
wblch be is assigned. He is in no sense a
subordloate of tbe Secretary of such depart-
ment, however, nnd at the samo time is
removed from the direct supervision ot the
Secretary of the Treasury. The now plan
contemplates the erection of a building for
tbe auditors, immediately opposite the treas-
ury department, with which it will bo con-
nected by n tunnel. There all auditors will
have ofDce rcom and tho conditlou will be to
audit the accounts from a purely professional
standpoint, unbiased by the environment ot
tbe department incurring the expenses. At
present the auditor in each department bos
aisnmed powers out ot all proportion to the
original intention of tbe makrrs ot the exist-
ing law and to that fact isaecrlLsd some of
tbe scandalous corruption in the poBtal In-
vestigation. Tbis new move has tbe approval
of all tbe secretaries ot tho treasury and of
tho Freddent,
