Washington, D. 0., Aug 26,190&

As part of tHe general scheme to
bring discredit upon President Roose-
velt's administration, two New York
papers have, within the paflt week,
"given great prominence to . articles
sndly at variance with the factB, but
likely to bo very generally circulated
and believed. Tho first of these ap-
poara In an ostensibly Republleanjm-
por, but one dominated by Wall Street
interests and pledged to defeat the
nomination of Mr. frooBevojt at the
next convention If that be possible.
These stories, which bear every sem-
blance of truth, are to the effect, that
tlio President has Inaugurated a sys-
tem utio investigation of the relations
between union labor and the employes
of all the executive departments of
the Government with a view to dis-
crediting organized labor.'

These Btories are, however, entirely
without foundation, as the President
has notj, nor does ho' intend to, order
such an Inveatlgatlon. The meagre
factB on which' tho allegation Is based
have been related in these letters be-
fore. After the "William Miller case
in the Government Printing Office waB
brought to the special attention ot
t\\e^ President, he wrote to fTecratary
Cortelyou a letter pointing out that
tliere *yus no legal warrant for dis-
crimination between union and non-
union labor in the executive depart-
ments, and cited the decision of the*
Anthracite Coal Strike Commission as
a principle to be adopted. A copy of
tills letter Mr. Roosevelt'caused to be
sent to the head of each department
for his perstffial "guidance, should a
similar question arise. In the course
of the discussion of the Miller inci-
dent, representations were made to
the President that the cost of print-
Ing and- binding l n iha Government
Office was excessive and it was al-
leged tliat this waB due to the rules
o£ the unions limiting the: dally out-
put of each of their members. Mr.
Rooaevelt then instructed that an in-
vestigation of the methods of the Of-
fice be Instituted- and that investiga-
tion liau Ufien quietLy and thoroughly
conducted by a committee specially
appointed for tho purpose. This con*
m It tee, in the. course of Us Inquiry,
asked of various members of the Cab-'
inet,-their experiences with union la-
bor,-', the .request for Information being:
purely incidental to the investigation
they were conducting, and on' this
flimsy protest is based.the allegation.
The' whole animds in the Series of
Washington uiBpatches->prlnted by the
paper referred to was shown recently,
wheijviplde. by sTfle with the last of
theni' wa&; printed/ a. dispatch from
.Chicago" saying, that* ther'stationary'
-'engineers' union, .had pledged them-
selves to defeat Mr. Roosevelt, in the
convention, if possible, but if not, at

the polls,. The hope of the publication
printing* these dispatches Is that tho
Republican politicians may be ,ted to
believe that the President has Incurred
tho enmity of. the labor organizations
and that his "nomination would *ftiean
defeat for the party.

' Another story, • appearing In the
Washington dispatches of a Democrat-1

ic paper of prominence.^ls to the 'ef-
fect that Secretary Hitchcock has
boen . charged with corruption by the
Mayor of Lawton, Oklahoma, and that
the .President .is .about to be^rln an
investigation- of his Secretary of the
Interior. The alieg-ed corruption has*
been described In.detail, but may be
summarized as follows: It Is stated
that Secretary Hitchcock, after re-
ceiving a sum of' several hundred
thousand dollars from the sale of lots
and improvements In the towns of
Lawton, Anadarko and Hobart, caus-
ed the same to be deposited In banks
and trust companies in St. Louis, the
directors and, stockholders of which'
wore friends of ' the Secretary, and
that the, Secretary had delayed tho
construction of public Improvements
In those towns, the cost of which it
wn's lqtended that these funds should
defray, In order that his friends might
proflt by the interest.

When seen by our correspondent,
Secretary Hitchcock stated emphati-
cally, that the funds referred to had
alt boon placed In the United States
sub-treasury at St. Louis. The delay
In constructing the .desired and needed
improvements was explained by the
fact that In practioally^very instance
honesty and good judgment necessi-
tated the rejection of tho bids ac-
cepted by the local authorities and,
in order tho.t creditable and perma-
nent public improvements might be
had, Che Sccrotary sent to the1 scene
exports of the. Geological Survey who
are ,nbV engaged In making surveys
and preparing spec!flcationB, such be-
ing evidently needed to prevent the
erection of extensive water., works In
locations whore no adequate water
Hup ply in obtainable, and similar uer-
lous blunders. .

Tho irresponsible character of the
allegations IH still further shown by
tho fncl that tho alleged "charfros"
nmdo to tho President consisted mere-
ly of a petition, rocltlnjr tho urgent
nocesulty of the desired, public lm-
pwvomontfl, together with tho fact
that the nocoaimry funds wore In the
hnmht of tho_ Socretnry bf tho Interior
ami urkinir tho President to expedite
tho mnttor In so far nx tie mlitht find
It practicable. No charge of fraud
wan contnlnet) In the. petition, which
tho Prcpliirnt promptly forwarded to
Horrplnry Hiichrork without rocoro-
mcndatlon or request for further In-
formation.

The State Bureau of Labor has is-
sued statistics showing- the prosperity
of the New Jersey canning- industry.

Blacklists are a good deal like boy-
cotts. The boycott is designed to pre-
vent a merchant from semiring fiusi-
neBH, and a blacklist Is designed %p
prevent a worklngman from securing
employment, Nearly all Judges hold
the boycott to -be Illegal, but United1

States Circuit Court Judge Rogers, In
St. Louis, has held the blacklist to be
legal. It is an unfortunate decision
and will give the labor organizations
more ground than they uaally have
for denouncing- the courts.—Philadel-
phia Record. '

A Chicago judge, Edward O. Brown,
recently charged the grand Jury as
follows: "Offences arta being commit-
ted n gainst law and good orddr. Law-
ful vocations of citizens are being1 in-
terfered with by means of assault and
intimidation. • * * Citizens, men
in the lawful quest for work, have
been intimidated and assaulted.
