the event of a general uprising. While
there Is a provision In the treaty ef-
fected just after the Crimean war pro-
hibiting- war ships from entorinff the
jpardnnellcs, there la ̂  also a clause
which;p.ermlts the entry, of one ship of
each friendly power when Turkey l»
itself at war. .

., President Roosevelt has announced
an important policy which Is hereafter
to govern the American consular ser-
vice. With the greatly increased ex-
tension • of the forelg-n trade of tho
United States; It has become dally mor*
apparent that greater efficiency In the
consular service was required, and the
President has. determined to take %
long1 step in the direction of promoting*
that ^efficiency by adopting- a policy of
promotion" for. COBBUIB who have,
proved their ability." Hereafter, It te
Announced,-no" one will be appointed
consul at an, important post until Tie
lias served at d post of less Importanco
for a sufficient time to demonstrate hts
ability and general fitness for promo-
tion. While this policy does not ex-
tend; to the consular service the pro-
tection of the civil Service regulations.
or neceesavlly'oxtend the tenure of of-
fice of tho consuls; It Is* claimed that
it does give-to the commercial Interests
of this, country assurance that In f
comparatively brief .time all important
consular Btatlons will be flllea1, not
oiily by men ot character and ability,
but by men who, by training and ex-
perience, are especially fitted to ad- -..
vance the trade interests of the United
States.

Tho President is likely to be soon
called upon to decido an important con-
troversy between the anthracite coal
miners an~d the Department of Com-
merce and Labor. It appears that the
coal operators have rofused absolutely
to submit to tho n3presentatives:of the
Census Office the statistics regarding*
their affairs which the law provides
shall be gutherod and compiled by that
offlce. The request for this Information
by the Census Office was followed by a
request for similar data from the Geo-
logical Survey, and again tho same un-
compromising' . opposition was met
with. AB the principle Involved is the
same as that contained In the law cre-
ating* the Bureau of Corporations In
tho Department of Commerce, the -
whole situation has been submitted to
Secretary Cortelyou. Ho, in turn, made
a final appeal for tho information to -
President Baer, but Mr. Baer positive-
ly declined to furnish tho desired data,
and thq. problem will now go to the
President. Under tho law, IT is* claim-
ed, tho operators who refuse to furnish :
tho statistics called for by the Govern-
ment aro liable to a penalty of $19,000,
and some of tho officials believe that
Mr, Baer and his colleagues are pre-
paring to test that. law. ' .'-'•

Another Important decision expected
almoBt daily from tho President is in
the casa of William Miller, tho Publla
Printing- Office foreman who was ex-
nollefl liy the bookbinders* union, was •
discharged by Publio Printer palmer,
was suusoquontly reinstated by order
of the President, and against whom
charges havo since boon preferred by
the union. Palmor lms""rocommended
Miller's discharge on tho grounds fur*
nishtid by tho charges, and his recom-
mendation, toffethor with all the de-
tails of tho case, have been sent to
Oyster Bay. With this material there
also went to Oyster Bay tho results of
the. anaclak investigation of the meth-*
ods employed In th*o Printing" Offlce.
Those aro said to Include a recommen-
dation that typo-sottlng- machines be
Instnllod In tho.of.lco for at least a por-
tion of tho wovk, and also that the '
task system be abolished, tl.o task sys-
tem being-.a stipulation on the part oft
tho unions that only a* limited amount '•
of work be performed by each man.;
